ing fruit crops. The greatei ne'lvlty In
retail trade In turn is reflected In a little
better business by Jobliers. but on the other
hand unseasonably wot and cool weather
has checked farming operations at the
South and also made for iupt in trade.
The net result the country over has proba-
bly been a total of trade little different from
that of the preceding week, and bank clear-
ings are not materially different from thoe
of lat week, while still well below those of
n )ear ago In the country as a whole. In
speculative maikets there Is little new to
note. Stock markets are dull, but the pil-
ing up of money at leading centres imd the
easing of rates caused thereby ha been
an Incentlvo to buying of bonds, which
show one of the most active weeks of t lie
year. Commodity markets are not greatly
