fiom the factory tbe last two'daya in March,
when a cleanup was made for tbe season of
lull Two wee'js later the first of the
deib-- n i e.-- ntrators for Wi were on
their way to u.c 1'aci.nrd establishment in
Chicngo. Kegulur shipment to purchaser
of new car will commence early In May.
All shipments follow n regular schedule
conforming to dealers' allotments. These
are made with a view to maintaining a
uniform distribution of cars to all parte
of the country.

The body department got under wav first
because It takes ten weeks to develop a
body in the Packard shops. After that it
spends six weeks in the finishing room.
'Ihe lining up nf the other shops entering
into a floor space of thirty-thre- e acres wns
aciomnlished with less interruption than
ever before. The factory Is now working
at normal capacity on li: rar.

"Never carry paie tubes unprotected in
the tool box they will Inevitably come in
contact with sharp' tools and greasy sub-
stance', lesulting in their serious Injury
It is a well known fart that oil and grease
ate deadly enemies to rubber.

"Kxposure to strong light and varying
degree of temperature Is also very Inlurl-u- u

to rubber, robbing it of it elasticity
nnd nuking It brittle. All of these dangers
are overcome by the use of woterpmor clothbag made exjieviully for carrying spare
inner tubes. These are supplied by all ac-cessory dealer.

"A more or less erroneous Impression pre
valla as to the object of racing. The
average man does not want a car for speed
alone and If the only thing to be achieved
by the manufacturer worn the trophies
offered and the glory of winning them It
would be a doubtful expenditure of time and
money. But no amount of care in test
and Inspection during the course of build-
ing nor even the most severe trying out
preees to which the factory expert can
nbject the car. Is quite the equivalent of the

atreaeea to which the machine Is subjected
n long distance racing.

"Continued high sia-et- l for one hundred
mile or more calls for tbe best that Is in n
car. Even' part must stand up under
strains far In excess of what It will be called
upon to bear in actual service. The motor
muse develop its greatest power continu-oiul- y

for' a long period, the cooling nnd
lubricating systems must be capable of
meeting requirements far In excess of the
ordinary, and every element of the trans-mtatlo- n

every bolt, nut and screw must
demonstrate that It has n factor of safoty,
well beyond the terrific rr.cklng that sus-
tained apeed In competition brings to bear.

"It Is rertnln proof of n car's capacity
for speed mid endurance uuder the most
trying tondltlons that tho manufacturer
aeaks to bring out In racing. In no other
way can it bn demonstrated so unmistak-
ably. If there be any faults of deign or
points of weakness In Its construction thetet of continued raclni; cannot, fill to
bring them to light: usttall nt n critical
moment when the defection of a compara-
tively unimportant pun tcll failure to
finish. The giving way of dilTerent members
under such conditions, means that their
life aa measured by the stresses of ordinary
service wouta De comparatively snort

Th automobile hns become a
staple article.

"V'or n lime there was an apparent over-
production of motor cars, which Imme-
diately gnve rise to the stories of panic In
the Industry'- - A deeper ttidy or the actual
conditions, however, shows that this was
not true, Promoters and others lured by
the sudden wealth that might be obtained
entered the business the evierience
so necessary lo success. Great numbers or
second rate and Inicnor nutomobiles were
thrown on the market. Naturallv these
machines did not move ns quickly as Ine
promoters had thought and a temporal y
flnanclal stringency swamped these makers,

"But this inevitable failure was no moie
due to tho lack of demand and condition of
the Industry than it ii maker or sewing
machines failed because sold n .machine
that would not work, or that n baker was
driven out of buslnesa because his bread
was short weight. The trouble never has
been with tho Industry general, it has
always been with the maker himself,

"The maker or high grade motor cars has
never suffered during any or these periods.
