Urts Hid of nn Obstacle by I'rrmlUlnpc
ihe Company to liny Its Own Htoek,
Much as the Phornlx of Hartford
Hid to Advantage Twenty Venrs Ago,

At. many, May L Chairmen Tlmolhy D.
Sullivan uml James .1. Hoey of tho Insur-
ance committees of thu Legislature In-

troduced in both houses y a bill,
drafted in tho insurance Department,
making possible the mittutilizatlon of
Iho Kquitablo Life Assurance Society.
In tho Senato tho measure went to tho
third reading.

The bill ha the approval of the depart-
ment, of the mutiializatlon committeo
of the Fq i lit able and of the voting trustee
representing .1. P. Morgan, the majority
holder or the Equitable' stock. A plan
for inut ualint ion has not yot been fully
agreed tiHn, but insurance Superinten-
dent William II. Ilotchklss wait very
anxious that enabling legislation should
lie asked of tho present legislature.
SJThe bill amends two sections of the
insurance law. In section Id it Inserts
un exception to tho present rule that in-

surance corK)ratlons cannot acquire or
Invest in their own stock, the exoeption
being that corporations shall be allowed
to do this In case such acquisition is in
furtherance of a plan for mutualization.
vTlie other amendment, In section 63,
would make the law elastic where it is
now thought to be inelastic. 1 he section
was dratted by the Armstrong oom
mlttee, but its constitutionality lias been
questioned. As changed by the bill it
will simply provide that a stock life insur-
ance corporation may be intitualized
by carrying out any plan for the acqui-
sition of its stock which shall be adopted
by a majority vote of its directors and
approved by a'niajority vote of its stock-
holders utd its policyholders, in each
case the meetings must lie called for the
purpose and approved by the Super-
intendent of Insurance in writing.

Thus any of tho plans that have been
considered may, if adopted in the pre-
scribed manner, be carried through.

A stutement from the Insurance Depart-
ment says:

"Those two sections, In connection with
section 62 which now authorizes the
enfranchisement of policyholders would
provide sufficient statutory sanction for
the complete mutualization of this great
Corporation."

The provisions of the Sullivan-Iioe- y

bill are largely suggested by the prooedure
whereby, with the assistance of similar
legislation, the Phu-oi- x Mutual Llfo
Insurance Company of Hartford, Conn.,
was mutualized about twenty years ago.
At that time the Phupnix president owned
1.0U2 of the 2,tKX shares of stock and was
about to diaposo of tlieru. The State In-

surance Department and the policyholders
got the legislature to pass a law which
was In effect an amendment of the com-
pany's charter. Il authorized a plan
whereby, with tho approval of tho

and the policyholders, all of the
stool: could be acquired and paid for out
of the surplus of the company. The voting
power was invested in the Commissioner
of ilnsuranoe ponding the acquisition of
the last share and thus the cancellation
or all.

So this company became mutualied
without serious shock. Some of the stock-
holders held out a long time, but ultimatlv
all shares were purchased nnd cancolled.

"While tho problem in the Kquitabl
is magnified many times owing to its
being much larger than the Phoinlx Life,"
says the statement of the Now York In-

surance Department, "It Is believed by
this department that with the enabling
legislation suggested bv tho bill a plan
can be agreed to and carried out which
win in a roasonaoiv snort time uocom- -
dish the same result for tho R piitable
iifo Assurance Hoolety."

When Supt. Ifotchkies went before the
Kquitable directors at the meeting on
April ?0, which elected Judge William A.
Day president of tho societv, ho reminded
them that Gov. Hughes had told him
that the mutualiration of the F.quitahle
would be the most imtortant work of the
Hotchklns administration. If It was in
his power. Mr. Hotchkiss told the direc-
tors, mutualization would be accom-
plished before he went out of office. The
directors passed a resolution favoring
mutualization and Robert Mather was
appointed a special committee on legisla-
