If
we may trust an tinregeiiorato Oklahoma
journal, Enid .'tr iiCi, that mountain of
righteousness has not brought forth even
one poor mouse.

With the exception that the lpia-tur- e

can refer it own enactments to
tbn popular vote, legislation cannot be
Initiated or referred or public oflicers
recalled save upon petition signed by
15 per cent, of the voters of the State,
county, district, township and so on
upon the specific question to be sub-
mitted. An election is held when such
petition, if it is technically correct, has
been signed by 13 per cent.; if it is lieaten
it can come tip again only upon petition
signed by '.'5 per cent, of the voter-- .

To avoid a referendum and muke an
enactment take effect at once the Legis-

lature or municipal government run
put an emergency clause in such en-

actment. According to our witness,
"all important legislation is enacted in
this way."

Legislative Adjournment.
In living Mav lit as the date of final

adjournment the Democratic legislative
leaders have doubtless expressed a
hope rather than a conviction. At the
present time there is nothing in the
record of accomplishment of the present
session to provoke credence for this
declaration. Of all the considerable
legislative measures which have been
outlined since the legislature met not
one has yet received the approval of
both branches,

Even at this relatively late day no
one yet knows what the policy of the
Democratic majority in financial legis-
lation is to be. Whether there is to be a
direct tax for sinking fund charges, for
Capitol reconstruction or for the support
of State institutions, or notnx, is still un-

known. The possibility that the whole
financial question will be postponed
until next year also exisis.

In addition the great projects of the
Ciovernor himself, the reorganiation of
the Highway Department, of the Water
Supply Commission, the passage of a
direct primary bill, remain linpeleosly
buried, apparently because of the utter
lack ol nny agreement between the
Executive and the Democratic major-
ity in the legislature.

For the situation that now exists there
are many reasons. A Democratic vic-

tory after so many yeais of defeat
naturally placed in committees men
inexperienced in the actual business of
making budgets; the long fight on the
Senatorship. the Capitol lite, all these
circumstances nave contnuuteu to the
delay. Nor is there much occasion for
Hepublican criticism, since of late years
liepiibliean Legislatures have adjourned
in May or June to return in .bine or July
tncoiupleteunfinishrd business.

Witli full charity for the Democratic
administration, it is nevertheless impos-
sible now not to recognize thai the real
failure op success, of the first, year of
Demoirntie rule must be decided in the
next few weeks. If a legislative pro-
gramme is agreed upon and carried out
by June 1 and adjournment taken then,
very little of the criticism now prevalent
at Albany will survive for election day
purposes next fall. On tl ther hand,
if out of tlv contemporary chaos no
order nnd system is brought in that time,
it is equally apparent that the session
will be long protracted and the incompe-
tency of the present legislative leaders
thoroughly established,

The next four weeks at Albany will be
more interesting than all that have gone
before. The fixing of a provisional date
of adjournment merely serves to indi-
cate that the time has como when the
leaders recognize that, the real work
must be promptly begun and quite as
promptly ended.

The New Court House Hill.
The State legislature cannot fairly be

charged with ignoring the needs of New
York county for a new court house. It
has made, we believe, every provision
that has been asked for in this matter.
It has passed measures imposing re-

strict ions as to n site, and ot her measures
removing those restrictions. It has put
the power to select n site in a al

commission, nnd authorized the
city officers to protect the interests of
the city in even- - detail of this irnns-aetio- n,

The latest bill affecting the
subject was introduced by Senator Stil-WKI.I.n-

passed by the Senate, entrust-
ing Ihe whole enterprise to Ihe Justices
of the Supreme Court in this district,
and allowing thn city only the privilege
of fnrnisihiiig the monev.

Should this bill lieeituo a law the
Justices might select a site in City Hall
Park or in any other park and call on
the ity to appropriate ihe amount
needed to put up it home for them, It
is unlikely that they would waste any
lime about it, They are the principal
sulfeier.s from the indefensible and un-

defended - it mi I ion that, exists now and
has existed for years, Their live anil
the lives of their clerks nnd attendants
are endangeied every day bv ihe nies- -
cut County Court House, The Justices
have repeatedly called attention to the
li.td sanitary condiiions in which their
woric niusi tie none, Mime of them
have not concealed their belief that tho
deaths of a number of their colleagues
hae been directly due to the fact that
they "ere compelled to pass their time
in th" Count v Court House Others

rrsnprd to mefhtid' al devircs to
. pclicii the air in their court rooms, and
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all have shown a thoroughly under-
standable, impatience over the delay in
transferring the court from a structure
which If it belonged to private owner
would unquestionably bo condemned
and closed by the Health nnd Huildlng
departments.

This being the ruse, nnd the Mnyor
nnd n majority of the Justices lieing
in favor of the present site for a court
house, it is to lie expected that IT the
Stllwoll bill passes the Assembly and
is approved by the (lovernor, the erec-
tion of the building on Chnmlers street
will be begun promptly. Thn desira
bility of clearing the City Hall Park, its
value as n breathing space, elaborate
schemes for the erection of n "civic
centre," and the like would have little
further thought. The pressing neces-
sity for decent accommodation for the
judiciary at a central and convenient
spot will outweigh all other considera-
tions. The county will get what it
immediately requires, n court house fit
for habitation, and the city will lose
whatever it might get from the adop-
tion of a carefully planned scheme of
municipal development.

The Shortage of Water.
Th shortage of water, of which Com-

missioner Thompson has given a num-
ber of to the public, is the result
of ti considerable deficiency in the rain-lal- l,

extending over a period of several
month. Instead of having in storage
lOlK O.i ion ,!ion gallons of water it did
nt this seafon last the city hisonlv
half that amount This reckoned suf-
ficient for I'.'O clays at the normal rate
of consumption. III gallons a day per
capita, a ridiculously excessive figure.

Mr. Thompson lielieves that tho loss
through leakage, once supposed to be
inordinately great in the distributing
system, has been reduced to the possible
minimum. should thero an

rainfall now it would lie some
time before the effect would be felt in
the reservoirs, for the reason that the
watersheds, lieing very dry, would ab-
sorb a great quantity of water before
the surface reached n condition to per-
mit drainage to tho streams and stor-
age ponds,

L'nder these circumstances the com-
munity is likely to be on short
rations, and tho warnings of Commis-
sioner Thompson should be taken home
by every householder. Economy in the
use of water by ull might postpone for
some th necessity of ndopting
rigorous methods for the conservation
of the visible supply.

Washinoton, May 3. It is frequently

asserted that unless we purchase a wick-
edly overprolected imported material the
cloth of which our garments are made
is a combination of cotton and shoddy
masquerading as "all wool." A com-

panion assertion is that American clothes
contain more cotton and shoddy nnd less
wool than formerly. Tho facts seriously
disturb these notions.

In 1890 the mills of tho United States
used 11)3,000,000 pounds of scoured wool,
nP.000,000 pounds of shoddy, and tO.000,000

pounds of cotton, while in IB09 they used
290,000,000 pounds of wool, 63,000,000
pounds of shoddy, and 20,000,000 pounds
of cotton. The cotton and the shoddy are
used chiefly in tho production of suits
the factory cost of which, finished and
ready for wear, is 12.50 to 13 for a three
piece suit and tho retailing price of which
is from J7 to I0. After a few days wear
they are not remarkable for their shape-
liness, but they are strong and durable
as a rule, except In the matters of seams
and buttons.
