Ha aaid that the Executive orders
wgned by Presidents Roosavelt and Tuft,
which forbid clerks to petition Congreas
were “wine and neceasary.”  The Second
Assistant Postmaater-Generel then read
tn the committea extracts from letters
written by Organizer Thornton of Min.
neapolis, following the latter's discharge
from the service, in which Thornton
urged commercial clubs and business men
to take up the cause of the clerks with
members of Congress.

*These letters,” he said, “afford all
nacesgary evidence that the real object
af this proposed union is a strike. Mr.
Thornton urges business men to think of
the effects of a etrike of the railway postal
clerks in the Northwest and then asks
them to urge necessity of legislation upon
members of Congress. The object is
not only to coerce the department but to
intimidate the Congreas itself, notwith-
standing the unrighteousness of the cause
of the clerks.”
