Iho thiiteeii motor class intended as de.
fenders for the Dritish lnteriistlnn.il trophy
to bo raced fordiirluic the week commencing
Annus! ? It is n foregone conclusion that
some ono of these boats will be able to
.'route a new American and probably a
wotld's record In these mile time trials. I

If thlt event is included in the programme
of tho National Motor lloat I tub carnival
it is believed that this form of competition
will bo welcomed by the speed boat fra-
ternity. The tltnlnit and general supervision
of the-- " mile time trials would be most
noctirato and satisfactory in every particu-
lar and tho competition keenly enjoyed by
racing men and spectators alike.

At the New 'iork Motor Hoat Show W II
tho Inventor of the Kauber hydro-

plane, said that he firmly helloved that I jilt
would so a record of a mile a minute estuli-llhhe- d

for motor boats and that one or
more of the American defenders now build-
ing in all probability would bo capable ot
establishing auch a record.

llr Kauber referring to the defenders
being built said recently "I am drawing
now a design for one of the defenders of
the cup. I think the speed of the race thlt
veur will be sixty to sixty-fi- t v miles uu
hour. Aviation has taken up so much of
tho attention of the American public that
the advance In motor boat building has not
received the attention It me'lts.
