Home, May 5. Tho harem nklrt ap-

peared at tho Vatican 400 yearn ago and
waa as untiopular with Pope Alexander
VI. as it appears to be, from the nows
that ha come this way from London,
with Queen Mary of England. LucroxU
Borgia n tho first to wear tho haretn
skirt in Home, and whllo eho had a good
deal of freedom at tho Vatican, being
the daughter of l'opo Alexander VI.,
hi liollnena bonnnl Uio drcea. Tho
story of what luppened may bo loarned
from tho following Font to your corre-
spondent by an occasional contributor
to the columns of Thk Su.v:

"It may como a a surpriso to many
readers to loam that tho liarcm r.klrt,
which is creating such a Htir just now,
can hardly be regarded in tho light of
a twentieth century innovation as it
waa Introduced 100 yearn ago by no less

person than Lucreria Borgia, daughter
of Pope Alexander VI. and slater of Ctrear
Borgia.

"In tho quaint diary of nurckhardus,
the scandal loving Popyu of Alexander
VI. 'b court,' we find a most detailed de-

scription of tho magnificent toilettes
which formed part of L.ucror.ia's trous-sea- ti

when sho was married to Uio Duke
of Este. and no fewer than throe richly
Jewelled and embroifcrod Jupes-culott- o

are mentioned. Indeed it may be said
without fear of exaggeration that la

Borgia 'woro tho breeches' in more
senses tlian one.

"Tho now fashion 'caught on' to such
An alarming extent that in 1520 tho Popo
published a decree prohibiting tho hy-

brid garment, at tho samo time forbidding
ladles to wear low cut gowns, of which,
by tho way, Dante himself had expressed
marked disapproval two centuries carllur
In his "Divlnla Commodia.

"That feminine vanity proved stronger
than the papal throats and prohibitions
may be Inferred from tho fact that tho
puritanical Pius IV. was obliged In 1504 to
issuo another most stringent decree
against the audacious novelties intro-
duced in ladies' attire, going so far ni to
forbid not only the obnoxious harem
skirt, but also 'all curls, stuffings,
feathers, low cut bodice, openwork
stocking and lace ornament.'

"Needlef'S to pay that tho ltoman ladies
did not submit to thc tyrannical Im-

positions without a spirited attempt at re-
sistance. But alas for the fair rebel!
The ungallant Pope subjected all trarm-gresso- rs

to the ignominious punishment of
a sound whipping, like so many naughty
and disobedient littlu girls. No lews a
lady than Donna Iniperiu. the recognised
beauty of Home, was publicly whipped on
September 22, 1570, for daring to dis-
regard the Papal decree, and three other
fair culprits, guilty of the same heinous
offenco. were locked up in the grim old
prison of Tor di Nona like common male-
factors. Another leader of fashion,'
Donna Isabella,- - having ventured abroad
In all her finery and a harem skirt on July
6, 1547, hod the misfortune of meeting the
bargtllo, or head of tho apal police, who
ordered his minions to divest the lady
then and there of her objectionable gar-
ments, which were carried to the Vatican
as u trophy. Fortunately for tho Im-

provised Iudy Oodlva the month of July
is very warm in Homo and there was no
danger of Donna Isabella catching a cold.

"The chronicler Pietro Aretino relates
that a Homan lady who had been sum-
moned for wearing prohibited garments
had the Irnpudenco to appear before tho
Judge In a harem skill! l.vidently Pius IV.
had failed dlbinally in his crusade apiiiist
feminine extravagance, for hl successors
found it necesarv to continue tho cam-
paign, and wo rend that In 1658, during tho
carnival.- - a well known lady was publicly
whipped for wearing a harem skirt, while
in 167D Innocent XI. published another
decree threateningtliro punishments, both
temporal and spiritual, to all devotees of
fashion who should dare to disregard his
orders. But when Goethe visited the Eter-
nal City in 1787 ho found that tho Homan
ladies still serenely ignord tho apal pro-
hibitions and that the Vatican hail wisely
f;iven up the unequal struggle with
