It seemed
to me, on the contrary, that most of tho
rich women in that country are interested
greatly in the tocial movement and have
great influence over their husbands in
mitigiting tho struggle between capital
and labor and increasing tho happiness of
tho working people."

In conclusion tho Count 'slid ho in-

tends to work in Rus.'ia for the great
movement, a rapprochement between tho
two countries.
