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MAYOR STUCK BY TilE ISTER-BOROUG- H,

SAYS COL. WILLIAMS,

And Kent the Bridge Commissioner to
Suggest a Division of Subway Bootes
--City Hall, He Ileclaret, I allranrn
Office of the llapld Transit Line.

The Brooklyn Rapid Transit Company
made public last night a letter written by
President T. S. Williams to William C.
Morrlssoy, president of tho Brooklyn
Board of Heal Estate Brokers, in answer
to a letter which Mr. Morrlssey addressed
to Col. Williams In regard to the latter'i
speech at tho Academy of Mtlsio meeting
last week. Col. Williams's letter is as
follows:

I have your Inquiry, based upon recent
newspaper reports of a compromise tn the
subwav sltua'lon. as to what 1 meant In
my remarks at the Academy of Music meet-
ing last week when I stated that the talk
of compromise seemed to emanate from
"the branch ofnee of the Interborougn
company further up Broadway," and located
the source of such compromise rumors
in the City Hall Park.

I have no hesitation In replying frankly
that In this reference I had In mind Mayor
Oaynor.

1 had been visited that dar tor the pre-
ceding dayi by a gentleman who told tn
that I could speak to him as If he were the
Mayor, and who brought to me a plan of
division of subway territory which had
been prepared after eemferenco w'th the
Mayor and the officials of the Interborough
Itapld Transit Company. For the gentle-
man who brought this proposed compromise
I have the highest respect. Ho Is the
Mayor's Commissioner of Bridges, and In
ability, sound Judgment and Integrity I know
of no public official who Is his superior. We
constantly have official relations with hlm
and I have not the slightest doubt of the
sincerity of his motives in assisting the
Mtvor In transit matters, but 1 told him
frankly that we could not'conslder the sub
ject of rompromls.v e had worked out
with the city offlcials a plan which we be-

lieved to be best for the city's Interests,
and even though some other plan might
glvo us more Immediate financial return
we could not In Justice to ourselves or to the
city consent to any belittling of that plan
by way of compromise. 1 told him further
that although I had no doubt of his motives
and sincerity I did believe that tho talk of
compromise was put forth with the Idea of
Injecting delay and confusion Into the
situation and that we would have none of It.

I do not mind saying to you that from the
time last spring when the Mayor took the
subway matter out of the bands of the
Public Service Commission and began
negotiations directly with Mr. Shonts, lead-

ing up to the offer of .Mr. Shonts to the
Mayor on July S. mm, tho Mayor has con-

stantly and consistently advocated condi-
tions of rapid transit development which
were consistent with no proposal before
the city authorities or suggested to them
except the proposil of the Interborough
Rapid Transit Company in the shape In
which It may have stood from time to time.
In his minority report to the Board of Esti-

mate dated January It last he submitted
arguments which If they had prevailed
would hare allowed no solution except the
adoption of the Interborough offer of
December S. ISUO. This proposal Is now
regarded as so unfair to the city and so
Impossible of adoption by the city that
It has been deemed vde by the company
itself to enlarge it, although not changing
its essentially wrong features.

The Mayor opposed the McAdoo proposal
as a competitive system with the Inter-
borough and is opposing the Brooklyn
Bapld Transit proposal.

I dislike to speak of these matters, but
Inasmuch as the Brooklyn Bapld Transit
proposal In its present shape realizes, far
beyond any apparent possibility three
months ago, the Mayor's expressed hope
of a unified city transportation svstem
I must believe that his present attltltude
Is based upon insufficient information and
knowledge of our proposal. Otherwise
he would not be urging acorapromise wmcn
more than anything ele that has been
suggested makes impossible of realization
a one fare city pvstem and establishes
for an Indefinite period in the future a two
fare system.

I am conscious In making these state
ments to you (which you are at liberty to
use If you deslrei, that I am subjecting the
corporation which I represent to the pos-

sible hostility of the Mayor, not only in
the Immediate mattr now pending before
the Board of Kstlmate and Apportionment
hut In other matters which may affect the
relations of the city toward the company.
But we have started out In this campaign
In a frank, open way. We have conducted
our negotiations in the same spirit and we
have sought to accomplish our purpose
only by a direct plea to the intelligence
and fairness of the public and, to the extent
that the Mayor or any other official seeks
to prevent the adoption of what we believe
all fair minded and disinterested men will
unhesitatingly assert Is the best trans-
portation plan now before the public, we
feel compelled by the same spirit of frank-
ness to point out the source and the dangers
of compromise suggestions which can only
mean delay and confusion.

We welcome open argument and criti-
cism, but in Justice to ourselves and to the
hundreds of thousands of people whose
hopes of transit relief have been raised by
our proposal we feel that all suggestions
tending to Influence the result should be
made in the daylight of publlo discussion,
so that the people, as well as their represen-
tative officials, may be able to pass intelli-
gent Judgment upon the question.

We cannot and will not put ourselves
before the 'public as advocating openly
a comprehensive plan of transportation
relief and at the same time be negotiating
privately for the adoption of a lesser and
more selfish plan. Very truly yours,
