Suppose one of these candidates for
naturalization had inquired  whether
there was any law of the United States
which authorized a private citizen to
walk intocourt, take a seat on the bench
beside the presiding Judge and question
and lectiure aliens who wera applying
for admission to citizenship.

The Rights of Dealers.

Custom and usage established in many
lines of trade a system of distribution
by which merchandise proceeded from
manufacturer to wholesaler, from whole-
saler to retailer and from retailer to con-
sumer. As an incidental result there
developed from this system a generally
recognized policy, infrequently violated,
under which manufacturers declined to
sell to petailers or consumers, and whole-
salers refused to make eales at retail.
Signs bearing the inscription “ No Goods
at Retail,” or other words of similar
meaning, were displaved at the entrance
of thousands of stores and warehoyses
in the wholesale districts, and the rule
was generally enforced. The svstem
was perhaps first deranged by manu-
facturers who sought direct tradewith
the larger retail houses. In time the
middlemen in some lines of business
were entirely or in large degree crow ded
out. Inseveral cases middlemen, whole-
salers or jobbers, were almost a neces-
sity, but in many they were at best a
convenience.

The policy adopted and followed hy
the people against whom suits have
now been brought has been in effect a
denial of that right, an insistence on
thair right to direct the business of the
seller in the matters of customers and
prices.  Their individual right to re-
fuse to buy frem manufacturers whose
methods do not suit them is bevond
queation; but the matter appears in a
somewhat different light when, as is
charged in the complaint filed by the
Dapartment of Justice, the purpose and
effect of a system adopted by an asso-
ciation of retail dealers in lumber has
been and is to foree the ultimate con-
sumer to buy the required supply of
Inmber or lumber products from some
member of that association located in
his immediate vicinity, 1t also appears
in a different llght when by boyeott or
blacklist gnch an associntion attempts
the prohibition of direet sales from
manufacturer to consumer,

One of the indicted dealers has said
that the object of the association is “to
keop the trade in legitimate channels. ®
This indicates perhaps a general con-
fusion between the legitimate and the
customary,

There are departments of industry in
which middlemen are either desirable
or necessary. It is seldom possible for
farmers to sell their butter and eggs
and eabbages directly to consumers:
cotton mills could not conveniently sell
to consumers a vard or a few vards
of sheeting or calico; and the makers
of pins cannot conveniently deal di-
rectly with the users of pine, There are
many industries in which some manu-
facturers now cut out both wholesalers
and retailers and do their own retailing.
This i notably the case with boots and
shoes; but there are gtill general dealera
in boota and ghoes, both wholesale and
retail. There are manufacturers who
retail through their own stores and who
sell their wares both to wholesalers and
to retailers. There are manufacturers
who employ commercial travellers who
sell only to wholesale houses and other
travelling malesmen who sell only to
retail houses. The custom of limiting
sales to those who buy only to sell to
others who buy to scll again, common
enoiugh some vears ago, is passing, and
in some trades has already passed.

THE YOUNG TURKS.
CONBTANTINOPLE, May A.—8ince the
declaration of the Constitution the Turkish
Cabinet has never heen attacked ro flarcely
by the opposition as recently. The
Young Turkish régime is passing through
a rerious internal political erisia, which
apart from its internal character pos-
sesses an international importance. In
epeaking of the Turkish parliamentary
parties it 13 very difficult to define exactly
the varioua groups, repressnting divarse
political prineiples; in fact there {8 only
ona well organized political party, which
constitutes at the sama time the majority
In the Chamber and ja composad of mem-
bera representing the Committee of Union
and Progreas. The other groupa helong-
ing to the minority form a kind of an
opposition party which from a parlia-
mentary point of view is of little value,
owing to the fact that thema groups, apart
from the fact that they do not posseas a
political programme, are isorganized
and the interests thay are called to defend
are not unified in a conoeata form.  Al-
most in every case one findes the interests
of one nationality diametgically opposed
ta those of others, [or instance, ques-
tione which may possess vital importance
to the Graek population do not necessar-
ilv enineide with thosa which are of imper-
tance tothe Bulgarian, and vice versa,
Recent proceedings in the Chamber
g0 to prove the gheolute necessity of
purifyingani purging the Parliament, over
and over again, before any serions work
can be done In the common interests of
the Ottoman Empire. In order to appre-
ciate bettor the importance of the present
political situation it is necessary to study
thosa principal canses of the general dis-
satisfaction which is spreading gradually
among the various elementa forming the
Turkish Empire.
| These canses of dircontent are many and
’munirnl-i Some of tham are more or leas
magnified and exaggerated, but most of
them are true results of the mistaken pol
iey of the authorities in power.
Notwithstanding the repeated denials
of the Committes on Union and Progreas,
there seems no doubt that the committee
has adopted a mode of imperium in im-
perio in dictating and controlling both
the Government's foreign and its internal
poliey. They have from the beginning

the press should be stretched a little.
Those papera which are anti-committee
are not permitted to discusa freaely or
criticise the actions of tha Government,
while on the other hand papers which are
either influenced or even managed by the
members of the committes enjoy every
form of freedom. Consequently thisform
of napotism and favoritism eannot but
have an ill affeot upon the population, who
are asked to helievethat there is a perfect
liberty of press under the new régime,
Two noted editors werea mystariously
assassinate! and till now the Govern-
ment has not explained the assassinations
under martial law, or why or how it is that
the assassina cannot be found. In fair-
nesa to the committea 1 must, however,
say that the committee was in no way
conneoted with the above murders, though
the anti-committes papers endeavored to
accuse the Young Turks of instigating
the erime. Then followed tha arrest of
a Liberal member of Parliament, and the
Government's explanation in regard to
this affair cannot be consicderad as eatis-
factory. Having in view that the reac-
tionary element among the population is
atill vary strong, wa must consider justi-
fiabla some of the harsh measures adopted
by tha Government in order to stop in
time any movement which may endanger
the Constitution; but by this we cannot
Justify cases of injustice, maltreatment
and cruelty which have occurred even
here in tha capital.

Tha foreign policy eonducted by the
Young Turks cannot be considerad other-
wise than as extreme!y dangerous, There
is no doubs whatever that the Young Turks
have so far pursued an opportunist policy.
An opportunist poliey is too adventurous
to be safe. [ regret to say that the Young
Turks, through thair own actions, havelost
some of their beat and most sincere foreign
friends. The attitude adopted by them
in  foreign questions has not always
been correct, and they must always have
in view that they are not sufficiently strong
to stear clear through the troubled waters
of international politics, They have made
mistakes, but thia is due to the lack
of able politicians. There is a dearth
of statesmen, capable men who could
conduot foreign affairs in a manner which
in no way'would touch the amour propre
of the Young Turka.
