The Broadway corner plot, which wa

Nsiired from tha estate of Eliza M. Bailey
through the brokerage firm of Cammann,

Floyd and Edgar J. Manning,
has been held at $450,000, and it is thought
that the transfer was made around that
fijure. The flat houses were held by
their former owner, William Skiddy, at
K60.OO. Mr. Skiddy wa represented
in the sale by Edward C. Williams. It
is thought that the entire plot will be
resold for apartment house Improvement
in the near future, the purchasers having
acquired a reputation for taking quick
profits. Their purchase and resale of tha
Hotel St. Andrew, at the northwest corner
of Broadway and Seventy-eecon- d street,
will bo readily recalled by all who are
familiar with local realty condition and
who follow the market happening closely.
The St. Andrew waa bought on January
lb last for the reported price of 11,000,000
from the Robertson estate and was resold
on February S to Charles H. Davis, who
held tho property under a leasehold which
extended to September, 1813. The price
paid by Mr. Davis waa reported to be
tl .200,000. It would not be surprising to
hear of a transfer of the Broadway and
Eighty-firs- t street corner within the
next few weeks. The estate of Eliza
11 Bailey, the vendor of the Broadway
eorner, owns other valuable property
in the region of yesterday's transaction,
including the southeast corner of Broad-
way and Eighty-fir- st street.

The new loft and retail section is to
have another fine structure as the result
cf the sale of 85 and 37 West Thirty-nint- h

street, two old fashioned four story
dwellings owned by Oen. Howard Carroll.
The plot, which measures 40x03.9 feet. U

BIG FOURTIt AVESVE PLOT SOLD.

Number 4ef t 413 pitpatrd of t u
I'nknown Inrttor.

The row of old four story building
on the east side of Fourth avenue be-

tween Twenty-eight- h and Twenty-nint- h

street, owned by the 407 and 413 Fourth
Avenue Company, were purchased yes-

terday by an unknown buyer, who is
said to have acquired the property for
investment.

They are in the centre of the block and
measure (") feet on the avenue. SO feet
on the southerly line and 84.2 feet on
the northerly line. Most of the build-
ings are tis(M ns tenements and in the
stores are concerns which have been in
that part of Fourth avenue for many
years.

Tho two houses nearest to Twenty-eight- h

street are under leiss for eight
yejrs more to the 0. L. Cushman Com-

pany, which uses the ground floor as a
bakery. The sellers acquired thoproperty
in April, 1P07. and at the time it was aid
the plot would be improved with a tall loft
building. Tho only tall structure in that
part of the avenue then was Ihe bulldir.s
of Dodd. Mead & Co., at the northeast
corner of Fourth avenue and Thir tieth
street,

Since then many other structure have
I tjeen erectorc. wu ine mocn ueiween
.Twenty-sevent- h and Twenty-eight- h

streetsaro the twin Bryceand Cooper build-
ings, which occupy the entire- eist side of
this block. The southwest oorner of
Fourth avenue and Thirtieth street was
recently aoquired by n downtown firm
from the Willard Parker estate for im-
provement with a loft building, and tha
southwest corner of Thlrty-llrs- t streot
tuts been improved only recently with a
twelve story building by the Quondam
Iind Company.

There is reason to lMlleve that the prop-
erty will be improved by the new owners
nnd long before the Cushman Company's
lease has expired, as it is known that
negotiations nave been practically con-
cluded for the leasing of the Twenty-nint- h

street corner property from t tie
Gallatin estate.

vVith this property the new owner,
whose name wan not made public yes-
terday, wiil control the block front with
the exception of the two small houses
45 feet front at the Twenty-eight- h street
corner. At (his corner is the entrance to
Ihe uptown station of the subway. The
deal was negotiated by Ieo Bess.

Death Bate Smaller Ttitt Week Than a
Year Asa.

There were 1,406 deaths in the city last
week, a death rate of 14,73 per thousand.
The total for tho samo woek last year
wail 1,384 and the rate 13.03. Five hun
dred and fifty-fo- of the deaths occurred
In institutions and 671 In tenements.
Four hundred and seven of the deaths
were of children less than 5 years old.
Bcarlot fever caused 26 deaths and diph-
theria and croup 41.

Pneumonia caused 183 death, five
less than a year ago, and tuberculosis
112, a decrease of 12. There was an in-

crease of 34 deaths from heart disease.
One hundred and sixteen deaths resulted
from violence.

Kan Juan Outgrowing Its Harbor.
Col. S. V. Iloessler of the engineers,

who has been inspecting the harbor of
Han Juan with a view of increasing the
docking facilities of the port, arrived
yesterday by tho New York and Porto
Rico liner Coamo. He said that the
commerco of San Juan had outgrown
tho capacity of the port. It needed
dredging, morn dock room and wider
waterfront streets. Other passengers by
the Coamo were I.ouls Toro, president
of tho Porlo Wean American' Tobacco
Company, and Capts. (1, A. Cotter, D. J,
Dougherty and D. T), Hatch; also many
Porto Kicans on their way to the oorpua-tlo- n

Hill Uls Prrper Into Railroad Accident.
Tbbnton, X. J., May 28. The Inter-

state Commerco Commission, under au-
thority of a recent law, will join with tha
Public Utility Commissioners of New Jer-
sey in a further investigation Into the Mar-
tin's Crook accident on the Belvidere
division of tho Pennsylvania Kailroad,
in which a dozen persons lost their lives.

Housn tinxt Wednesday. The Interstate
t'ommorco Commission, through H. V.
Il'iluap, lias summoned about twauty
witnesses.
