"Wlint we want in tlio drama, U not

moro wrlterM hut hettcr writers. Amonc
properly qualilled ritern we want to
find one, who Iiiih preclHelv the rli;ht nlatit
in method anil outlook for the ntnm,

husontlally in the drama we do not
want new new wiliject or lie
phases of life: hut we want new mid fresh
points of view, new ideas upon llfo as It
is lived And upon the conventional order
of thine. We want strotiK plays. Not
that they should have strength from the
point of view of violence, noise, emotion.
Thy should he stroni; and convincing
iron) nn ethical ns well as a dramatic
aspect.

"An author with Inventiveness and
Imagination could take tho most common-
place, everyday life eulijoct, as for In-

stance the ills we have to hear, tho ordi-
nary cares, and hy proper and dramatic
exposition of human nature under those
conditions could devise n way to lighten
the loads of humanity. This he would
do hy Ids dramatic skill, hy an active
quality of drama that would lie both
instructive and entertninlnc

To do this, however, tlm playwright
must l entertaining first. Instructive
seoond. If he tried to he instructive
he would cease to ho entertaining.

The strength of a play consistn in tho
eloquence, vividness, sincerity with which
a given prohlein In human lifeorcharncter
la presented. Human nature is made
up of nil sorts of traits, selllshness, cu-
pidity, avarice, e, courage,
loyalty. All life is made up hy conven-
tional standards of a compromise Iwtween
these elements in the st niggle for hap-
piness. These elements make for drama,
happiness heing the chief factor for
which we are supposed to he searching.

Happiness does not always mean the
same thing to everybody. It means
many different things to different people,
It is the theme upon which many varied
tunes can be played.

"Usually tho strength of n play Is sup-
posed to depend upon the significance,
value and acceptability of IU love story:
that Is, upon its handling of the question
of tho relation of tho sexes. The rela-
tion of tho se.xes Is the greatest prob-
lem In life. This then brings love for-
ward usually ns the most vital factor
in the drama. Kverythlng radiates from
this as the ruys of light from the sun.

"It was by bringing up some of these
points in my chat to tho Booksellers
that I tried to enlist their interest in Mialf
of tho stage. The aim is not to multiply
writers but to select craftsmen in prot- -

fiction who are skilful In invention and
keen In the knowledge of human nature
and to bring tho within their pur-
view.

"It Is necessary for n writer of plays
to study stage technique. Xo arduous
apprenticeship is needed, hut stage
stories must bo expressed through the
arbitrary forms of the drama. Writing
for tho stage Is a science as well as an
art. A working knowledge of the science,
the rules of stago writing, is absolutely
necessary.

"When nn author says that he doe
not believe in tho necessity of this knowl-
edge ho usually will write plays hi

of the laws of dramatic construc-
tion and he will fail. When he succeeds,
according to his own light, it is because
ha obeys unconsciously this law of the
necessity of technical knowledge

"I recently asked a
novelist how he planned his stories.
As he is tho author of many popular
novels much read both In Kngland and
America 1 was interested in knowing how
he directed his remarkable fertility of
Invention.

"'I havo no method,' lie said. 'I start
with a set of preconceived characters
and let them do what they will I rarely
know what they are going to accomplish,
but I become deeply absorbed ill their
alms, motives, emotions: and the book
is done,'

"I replied: 'You could not do this with
a play. Heforo you start your char-
acters galloping through the first act
you've got to know what they are going
to do and where t hey are going to land
in the third act and in the fourth. It Is
especially necessary to foresee tho thiid
act If it in a four act play, otherwise your
logic, motives and schemes of action
would bo jangled and tho story would
become from tlio dramulio point of view
d'sultorv.

"'If,' I said, 'you will give nie a, good
third act you will bo utile to add a (list
and a second thut may make convincing
drama according to the Interest mid
significance of your subject. All great
dramatists are compelled to adopt this
form of architecture in order to secure a
symmetrical work.'

"The playwright must tuke into account
that two and u half hours of acting brings
the entire scheme of the play into logical,
definite dramatic shape from beginning
to conclusion, Ho must concentrate
upoo-lji- o main essentials of his storv and
jntfodfieo only characters and conditions
In line with its main Issues, Ho must
eliminate narrative, discursiveness, de-
scriptions and soliloquizing.

"The novelist who undertakes play-writin- g

must hold his imagination In
leash. Hu must animate his figures only
In the form of movement and notion. A
play cannot bo told. It must be acted.
Things cannot be talked nbout. They
must happen. And the uudience must
see thom happen,

Ibsen Is structurally coireot. Ethically
he is not the most attractive dramatist for
American audiences.

"America has produced no plays for
posterity. It has produced plays great
for their time; and contemporary plays)
are of valuo, Tho true aim of the
dramatist la not to write for posterity
but for the present. Thoreforo tho ques-
tion with tho big dramatist as with the
painter Is, 'What subject cun I take that
will stand for this ago, will reflect it and
will yet be agreeable as a work of art
hereafter?'

"Ho wo have to content ourselves with
a drama that Is Interesting for tho time
being very much us tho daily nuwspaiier
is, A newspaper isu record of dally
events. It Is concerned with what hu-
manity dooH. The drama is a record of
contemporary life. It is concerned with
what humanity feels. And every dallv
.ewspaiior can bo found to be extremely
dramatic.

"We can tell from what drama has been
In the tiast what it will be In tho future,
Everything In thn world changes In ma-
terial form. Human uaturo alono is

always the same. To have an abiding
place tho drama must always be the same.

"We can change our homes, our environ-
ment. We cannot change human nature.
The drama of the future will comply with
the need and demand to see human nature
on the stage. The quality of human
tiatuie may change slightly, according
to the conditions under which we live.

"When we eompaie the drama of the
.Shakespearian stage, which was light and
spacious, with tho (I reek drama, which
was traglo and stirring, we find that we
only change t he foi ms to express conditions
under which human nature exists and re-
flects itself. After all the stage of every
age can only relied life and human na-
ture. I'nless it does tlii It is not drama.
It may be entertainment, tableaux, s,

hut It Is not drama: the spectacle of
elnot Ion. action.

"The modern predilection Is for quick
action As a rule tho lightest things,
the flashiest, make the biggest successes."

The Right Rev. Charles Simmer Uurch,
suffragan bishop of the diocese of New
York, preached tho baccalaureate ser-
mon at Columbia University yesterday
afternoon to moro than 1,000 students
who will get degrees at the commence-
ment exercises on Wednesday.

Just before 4 o'clock when the service
was to begin tho Columbia College seniors
in cap and gown marched down the steps
of the Iow library and back across the
campus to the gymnasium, where the
exorcises were held Following tho Co-

lumbia boys came the graduates of Ilar-nar- d

and Teachers Colleges and those
who aro to get degrees from the pro-
fessional faculties of law, medicine and
engineering,

After the graduating classes came tho
members of the faculty and tho uni-
versity trustees. Tlio Harvard crimson,
the Williams purple and the orange and
black of Frlnceton relieved the monotony
of solid black as the holders of degrees
from those and other colleges filed past,
bishop Uurch, accompanied by the Co-

lumbia chaplain, the Rev Raymond
Collyer Knox, brought up the rear of the
procession.

As a toxt bishop Uurch chose two
selections from tho Scriptures, "Having
no hope and without (lod in the world,"
from F.pheslans II., 12, and "I am the
door, the way, tho truth, the life,"
St. John x. 7, and St. John xiv. n Ho
said in part:

Many lay to our church the churite that It
falls to reach the masses and comes d.inuor-ousl- y

near helns th church ot the classes,
We read much of these indictment' In our
prints ami magazines. Hut c do not mad
and think with discrimination, and should
wo not recall the fact that this Is not the
first Hue or this the firat people roiectinit
or misleading tho church's relUlnti and
chartlnir her religion with failure Con-
fessedly failure to reach up to the full
measure of Its opportunity, its duty, has
marked each stsuo of Its progress, each
step in its development, mid Is not this
the history of all Institutions and under-
takings committed to human aencles?

It Is a truism on which too much emphasis
cannot be laid that our day-th- is day of
tremendous enoruy and marvellous progress
In every sphere of experiencedemands,
more than any other day or time, young

tion to tho State, not a field for

young men who have brains
to think out and eyes to and hands
to grin the highest good and do it, young
men who are strong enou h and brave
enough to hold last to and proclaim the
eternal verities, young men nlio exalt the
service of tlielr fellow men Into a sacrament,
young men who are everlastingly seelers
after truth, the highest truth. Rack to
such sound, vigorous, buoyant young man
hood which asks seriously what ttm religion
of the I'rophst of Naareth can do for It
In so busy and real a world as this comes, as
the flrt appeal of that religion, the clear
call to Initiative, to action, to ponr. to an
actvsnce, not to a retreat. Hack comes the
summons to a life of service - to what we
in these clays are pleased to. term "social
service" -- the type of service taught and
lived by the Founder of that rellelon, a
service reinterpreted and reciothed In the
light of present day conditions.

When the
men had been seated Pollco Commis-
sioner Waldo and Deputy Commissioners
Dougherty, Walsh and McKay wore met
hy the monslgnor and ushered lo plates
at the front of the church.

zens, were placed on standards near the
pulpit.
