in Chicago and other cities for a
of the Insurance.

paules by issuing false bills of sale on
imaginary stocks of goods in the store
destroyed by the "arson trust" and col-
lecting Insurance on goods which never
existed,

These developments followed a con-
fession by Leopold Dreyfus; president of
L. Dreyfus Co., olothlng manufacturers
at 232 South Market street, where the tire
which started the investigation occurred
last Saturday

Following his confession Dreyfus shot
and killed himself this morning while he
was under police guard In his apartments
at R22S Michigan avenuo.

Dreyfus was on the verge of bankruptcy
when he entered Into negotiations with
the "firebug trust" to burn his store, ac-
cording to Attorney Sullivan Ho had
been burned out previously while in busi-
ness at another address, but the police
were unable to secure enough evidence
at that tlmo to justify his arrest After
he moved to South Market street, accord-
ing to the developed to-da- he
embarked on a series of criminal opera-
tions so extensive and varied as to astound
the police officials who heard his con-
fession.

Senator llurlon of Ohio Delivers the Act

iln-- of the Day.
Senator Theodore H. Burton of Ohio

delivered the annual Phi Beta Kappa
oration ut Columbia University last night
on "Prevalent Misapprehensions Itelating
to Our Political Life," Senator Burton In-

sisted that men in public affairs wero
especially in need of defenco from preju-

diced attacks and misapprehensions grow-
ing from their lelutions with political life.

He deniod that the legislator or public
official was primarily or principally re-

sponsible for such evils as the use of money
In elections, the participation in pork
barrel legislation or the lack of courage
In law making. While some public men
wero not lacking In culpability, un over-
whelming pressure from the electorate
was more roexnsible. Such remedies as
the initiative and referendum may cause
increased interest and in a measure cure
the difficulty, but a complete and sub-

stantial reform can only be obtained by
a revival of the civlo spirit among the
people mid keener sense of tho Importance
of their duties.

Senator Burton said that there was
a lack of balance in the public print,
and as an Illustration of this ho told of a
young Congressman from Ohio who had
been ullotted halt an hour for his maiden
speech and had made such n favorable
impression by his knowledge of his sub-
ject that his time had been extended to
threo hours and he had attracted a large
audience before he had finished talking.
He had been speaking on the Initiative,
referendum and reoall, subjoots which
are supposed to be of great popular inter-
est at the present time, and yet n6t a single
New York paper gave a line to the deliate.
One Waaldngton paper referred to tllo
discission briefly and said that a new
inembeY from Ohio had taken part In the
debate. Another Washington paper gave
twenty lines to the proceedings of Con-
gress and flvo to tho young niemU'r
from Ohio, and yet this same paper printed
one column of gossip from tne foreign
courts und fourteen columns of baseball
news.

"I contend," continued the Sonator,
"that such an incident as this can lie taken
as lack of balance on the part of the news-
paper. But don't blame the newspapers.
To bo sure, they miss their opportunity to
educate the people, but we must remember
that tho mind of the peoplo is not on politi-
cal subjects and tliat the newspaer are
business enterprises which give the ieoplo
what they wunt. If tho people hadn't

of later as being ono of the things tliat
lpd to his rpsignation. Commissioner
Flynn went down to see the Mayor at tho
City Hall and was told of what the Mayor
had heard was going on in the bureau,
and although Flynn did not think nt
first that tho Mayor had been correctly
Informed he began an investigation
when the proofs wero shown to him.
The matter was well covered and no
charges preferred against any one as a
result.

COXVICTED OF UIAX S1YIXDLE.
Dunphy Stuck Anflo South American

Hank With "Canadian Mine."
Arthur A. Dunphy was convicted yes-

terday before Judge Foster in General
Sessions of grand larceny In the first
degree. Ho was Indicted with Dr. Frank
L. Moyer for swindling the Anglo South
American Bank, Ltd., out of $15,000
and was remanded until Thursday for
sentence.

Dunphy obtained the $15,000 November
10, 1900, from tho Anglo South American
Bunk on a note signed by Dr. Moyer as
trustee of the National Protective Asso-
ciation of Williamsport, Pa. As col-

lateral he put up 5,000 shares of Canadian
Mines Company stock, then listed on the
curb at $8 a share. The stock he had
obtained from Mack Bros., promoters,
ostensibly as collateral for a loan of $7,500
to them.

The loan from the Anglo South Ameri
an Bank was negotiated through Douglas

O. G. Levick of Uhrfelder. Thompson A

Co. Leviok testified for the prosecution
