for painting the portrait of William |
i Day, then Secretary of State and now
Associate Justice of the Sapreme Court,
| Artist Rosenthal siubmitted a hill for only
$800 and signed a voucher in blank, which
was filled in for $2,450 without Rosenthal's
knowled ge

A letter from William H Michasl, wha
was chiaf clerk of the State Department
at the time and who in the first instance
received the §2 450, says that the diference
of $1,600 was tumed over 1o Secretary
of State John Hay to pay confidential
accounta of the State Depart ment, as he
recalls it, in connection with Chinesa af-
faimm. The entire $2,45 was drawn from
a fund authorized by Congress for ex-
penditures of a confidential character
and Tor which the Secretary of State
is required to make no publie accounting.
Mr. Michael adda that the rigning of the
voucher by Rosenthal must have been
an inadvertence, as it was to have heen
signed by Michael himself. Mr. Michael
is= now Congul at Caleutta

Secretary Knox acknowledged that
the only information the Department
had as to what had become of the $1,600
was Mr. Michael's own statement.

A8 tu the myaterious finding of the
voucher on tha floor of the dishursing
clerk's room in the State Department
after it had been missing for years Mr.
Knox conld give no explanation On
This point he could throw no more light
than the office boy, who found the doou-
ment at 5:056 o'clock on a recent afternoon
and who testified to-day, when asked
how he knew the exact time, that he
“was always looking at the clock when
he had to work late ®

Secretary Knox said that the
thing he had heard of the redigeovery of
the missing voucher was when it was
handed to him about a week ago, with
the explanation that it had been dia-
coverad lving among some waste papers
on the foor of the disbursing clerk’s
room  He said that he had investigated
the matter and got no trace of how tha
voucher and other documents pinned
to it came to be lying in that place

“Do you think that the voucher has
Leen in the State Department all this
time?" asked Chairman Hamlin

“Yes, thereis no doubt of it," said Mr
Knox

The voucher was withdrawn from the
Department's file about five yenrs pgo
when Elilm Root, then Secratary of
State, undertook an investigation of the
Day portrait case. The present Stats
Department. authorities do not  know
whether it had been in its rezular place
in the files sinee that time.

Secretary Knox added that when he
woent into the Department he realized
that it needad a businesslike reorganiza-
tion,

Chairman Hamlin then put the question
directly to Secretary Knox if he ever
recalled any instance when he had in-
structed the chief clerk to remove any
document from the Department files,
Thia amounted to asking Secretary
Knox if he had instructed the chief clerk
to remove the Day portrait voucher.
