How deliberately, how carefully and |

Nationalism of the past century and a |
quarter of glorious history, seems to be |
understood by few of those who are
now shouting for the democratization
of the Senate. Yot the genesis of that
legislative body and the principle of |
its differentiation from the House stand |
out in perfect clearness in the records
of the convention, accessible to every-
body in Professor FARRAND'S fine com-
pilation, just published by the Yale Uni- ‘
versity Press. Trace there the evolution
of the United States Senate as it is, and
as it was intended to be by the men who
produced the Constitution. !

Mr. WiLsox of Pennsylvania sub-
mitted a substitute, providing that Sen-
ators should be elected by the people in
districts to be formed for that purpose,
after the model of the Senate districts
in New York's scheme of State govern-
ment. This was rejected 10 to 1, and
Mr. DICEINSON'S resolution passed unan-
imously in the affirmative,

We may expect any time now
to have frea silver paraded before us as a
“new isaue” and to hear revamped 16 1o 1
again proclaimed from the housetops, also
to have the pleasure of perceiving the poli-
ticiana tumbling over themselves in stren-
uous efforta to gain the front ranks in advo-
cating that new and altogether progressive
solver of national dificulty

Whatever may constitute the remuarkable
qualities of direct legislation in theoretical
discussion, in practice the initiative and
referendum prove not only a failure but
impractical and entirely superfluons. Like
any other law procedure the enactment
of which does not arise from the needs and
requirements of society, the Initiative and
referendum become an incubus 1o he
avoided, set aside, superseded and ignored
by common consent
