Washington', Juno '.'3. Out of tho
legUtutivu chaos resulting from tho un-

expected union hctvtceii Democrats and
insurgent Kopubllonns, hy which tho
lurid lilllu xvoro brought Into the Senate,
has com') the confident prediction that tho
Canadian reciprocity bill will pass tho
Sonato without amendment mid go to tho
President for hi signature. This is con
coded on all hand.

Tho Sonnto agreed y to tako a vote
on tho Hoot amendment relating to wood
pulp and paper before tho close of tlio
loKllatlx-- day on Monday. That the
amendment will lie defeated Is conceded
even by Senator Itoot. Tho Senato will
adjourn either on Friday or Saturday
noxt week until Wednesday of tho follow- -

ing week, which will carry reassembling
of tho Senato over until after the Fourth
of July. It lit expected that an effort will
be inado beforo thin adjournment is over
lo cot an ngroenient for a vote on tho
Canadian reciprocity bill.

Chairman Ponroso paid to-da- y that ho
had no doubt of tho ability of the friends
of tho bill to pet an agreement by unani-
mous consent for a voto Rome time be-

tween July 15 and August 1. .lust now
tho situation in tho Senato is not such
that an agreement could bo had. Hut
each day clears tho atmosphere. There
is a movement on tho Republican sido to
get an agreement among tho regular
Republicans and tho Insurgent to voto
together for a bill revising some of tho
leading schedules of tho Pnyne-Aldric- h

law in a way that will give fair reductions.
Senator Jones of Washington was busy
to-da-y canvassing tho Senato on this
proposition.

Soma of tho Democratic! Senators ail
mitted that they wero concerned over
this movement. Senator .(ones propones
that tho insurgent Republicans shall to

a plan of tariff revision and that
the. regular Republicans shall also evolve
a plan and between the two a compromise
may be had by which tho Republicans in
the Senato may onco more gain control
of that body on the common ground of
a revision of tho tariff downward. It
must bo admitted that Senator Jones's
plan has mado little headway thus far.
It has been handicapped at tho outset by
its author's insistence that tho plan of
tariff revision shall bo attached to tho
Canadian reciprocity bill as an amend-
ment.

A majority of tho Senators, which in-

cludes both Republicans and Democrats,
aro determined to pass tho Canadian reci-
procity bill without amendment. They
do not intend to tako any chances of
presenting a measure, to President Taft
that ho may bo impelled to veto. If any
one thing is certain in tho legislative pro-
gramme now being evolved it is that a
majority of tho Senato will demand that
the Canadian reciprocity bill shall be con-
sidered independently of bills revising tho
tariff scheduled.

Tho Democratlo Senators and their
party compatriot on tho House side,
who have been declaring that they in-

tended to put up to tho President'aud his
iwrty in Congress a plan of tariff revision

, and make tho Republicans accept or reject
it, appeared somewhat nervous to-da- y

over their programme. Nothing could
happen that would givo tho Democrats
more worry than to have tho Republicans
unito on a plan of revision of the tariff
schedules that would command the ap-
proval of President Toft.

When the Democrats learned to-da- y that
tho Republicans wero trying to get to-
gether for a revision of tho tariff they
showed much concern. They recalls!
that President Taft is generally credited
with being far from a standpatter and
they realized that a measure revising the
tariff in certain important details might
bo framed in tho Senato which President
Tart would approve. In that event the
Democratic party in Congress won Id
suddenly lind itself bereft of an issue in
the next campaign. What the Demo-
cratlo leaders aro looking forward to is a
situation in which tho President would
approve the Canadian reciprocity bill,
which Democrats had helped him pas,
and then disapprove a bill revising the
tariff schedules downward, or, better
still, have the Republican majority in
the Senato defeat such a bill after it hud
passed tho House and been sent to the
Senate.

Then th Democratic leaders would go
to the country and tell tho farmers that
Uio Republican party was quite willing
10 take th't duties off tho articles which
the farmer produced but to leave them
on the manufactured goods, produced
by tho protected industries, which tho
farmer is compelled to buy. This is
conceded to h a situation towaid which
tho Democratic leaders in Congress uro
working.

When the Democrats In the House
originated and pasisl thu farmers' fieo
list bill and the wind bill they felt

certain that tlu.--n measures could
not get through the Senate, or, if they
did, that they would b" vetoed by tho
President One plan of tho Democrats

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IHAYEMEYER AIDED MORMONS

IIE SCI'PUEIt MOSEY
THEtll SVOAIl EXTEItVlUSES.

I'ormrr HMinp Cutler SM That Since
the lnn nf HrlRliam YntinK the Mor-
mon Church lias Alwn) Taken
Depp Interest In the Sugar Industry.

WABittKcitoN, Juno 2.1, Thomas R.
Cutler of Salt Lake City, former Mormon
bishop ond associate npostlo of Prophet
Joseph V. Smith, was recalled to tho wit-

ness stand when the Hardwick sugar. In ves- -
tigatlng committee, of tho House resumed
Its session Yesterday Mr. Cutler,
who is and general man-
ager of tho Utah-Idah- o Sugar Company,
told tho committee that I ho company
:,7named Is jointly controlled by tho Mormon
Church and tho American Sugar Refining j

Company. Tho witness gavo II. O
Havemeyer, who Interested American
Sugar Refining Company friends In tho
Utah-Idah- credit for saving the cstcrn
concern. "Without Ids help," he said,
"I do not think we would havo been ablo 'to go ahead....... . . ...u i I. .1.. I

Havemeyer and American stock in tho !

Utah-Idah- o concern. "In all the years
of our association Mr. Havemeyer never
suggested tlto naming of n director," said
Mr. Cutler.

Former Hishop Cutler was asked if the
Church owned stock in othorcorporatlons.
"It is so reported," h replied. "The
Church owns some other proticrty. I

know it owns tho temple ot Rait Lake,
which is a valuable piece of property."

Mr. Cutler told tho committee that
"since the days of Ilrigham Y'oting every
president of tlio Church has taken a deep
Interest in tho sugar Industry. Their
puriioso was, first, to supply tho homo de-

mand, and, second, to provide labor for
the people."

Although formerly a bishop, Mr. Cutlor
fold he was a pretty good business
nun. Ho told about tho organization of
the Ogden (Utah) Sugar. Company by
David Keclos, another prominent Mor-

mon. Kccles nskod the Church for finan-
cial assistance In forming tho Ogden
company. Hishop Cutler protested against
the loan. "The idea of another com-
pany, a'competing company, doing busi-
ness right In my field made mo Indignant."
said the witness.

Speaking of tho Amalgamated Sugar
Company, which Is comprised of tho
Ogden, Logan and Oram! Oregon .sugar
cotiimIes, the witness said that tho
American Migar Refining Company con-
trols one-lia-lf of its stock. he holdings
were obtained somo time after tho merger.
Mr. Cutler testified that tho Amalgamated
and the Utah-Idah- o companies wero
active competitors.

"Wo are scrambling for trade, and so
are they," ho said.

According to Mr. Cutlor there was at
least ono sugar merger that was not ap-

proved by tho late li. O. Havemeyer.
"It took me soverul months to induce Mr.
Havemeyer to acquiesce in tho cotisolida-datio- n

of tho Utah-Idah- o company,"
said Mr. Cutler. "He preferred to Keep
Ids stock in the separate organizations."

Once iu a while, according to Mr. Cutler,
the Utah sugar licet growers form a "trust"
to Iko;.i the price of thoir product.

"They do not do this often, but it's a
situation on) meets now and then," the
witness said.

It was brought out that the Utah-Idah- o

company owns 30,ooj acres of land. The
witness testified that prior to reorganiza
tion tho company paid 8 r cent, on its
preferred stock; sincu reorganization tho
dividends have been increased to 7 per
cent

"Is there ony agreement, expressed or
implied, with any other company us to the
tetritory in which you shall sell or shall
not sell?" Representative Mulby ot Now
York asked the witness,

"No, sir," answered Mr. Cutler, who went
on to say that his company otH-rate- m
territory contiguous to Utah and was
kept away fiom the coast by the compe-
tition of concerns iu those regions an well
as by freight rates that are prohibitive.

"Why tl.ies the .Mormon Ihurch go into
the sinrnr busins and other buslines
enterprises?" asked Representative Hinds
of Maine

"The Menu on Church has the welfare
of Its people alwavs at heart," answered
Mr Cutler "Anything that aHects the
material as well as the spiritual interests
of its people the Churcn encourages. It
provide-t.crup- at ton for tho people in many
other lines of business as well us in the beet
stigiir industry "

"Then it is the feeling of the Church
lenders that it is easier to look after the
spiritual Inlet est of the people if the mato-ri- al

interests are Inoktsd after also?"
"The Church exercises a dual capacity

In that tegiiid," Mr. Cutler replied.
"If the people are helped financially they
am lietter off in every way. In the days of
Ilrigham Young lm built a wall around
tho temple. The principal reason he
tUI H was to furnish occupation for the
ieoplo. Temples wero built and made

exs'iisive largely for that reason to
furnish labor for tho 'oplo to get them
on their feet."

"Well, the Mormon Church," asked
Representative Madison of Kansas, "con-
sists not only of a spiritual organization
but an organized hiieincs organization,
lilies It not?"

"To a gieat extent that is true," tlio
witness leplied.

"While tho Church was disincorporated
by the l'eder.d (lovertiment at the time
Utah was admitted to Statehood, it does
take advantage of tlio fact that it may boa
legal entity as a voluntary association
to engage in. business, does it not?"

"To some extent that is true," Mr.
Cutler leplil'd.

"So tli.it the Mormon Church owns
stock in the Union l'acillo Railroad?"
Mr Madison continued

"I think not," Mr. Cutler answered.
"I doubt It. I wish It did "

"Well, the president of the Chinch owns
Union Pacific stock at least, and not only
ns a matter of encouraging thrift but, us
a cold blooded business pronisitinu It
has intciiwts in irrigation companies in
agricultural enterprises, iu woollen fac-
tories, sugar factories and other indus-
tries, does it not?" pressed Mr. Madison.

"To a certain extent It would havo to
carry on business enterprises that way
or they would fail," answered the witness,

Mr. Cutler told the committee the liusi.
ness interests nf the Church weio managed
by the Presiding lllshop, who acted as
business miumger Askeij regarding the
tarllT. Mr Cutler said: "The howl for fieo
trade iu sugar was Mug mado by the cuun
lellners."

change of political feulty Senator Hop-
kins said:

"I havo been told that nftor loaving my
room in tho St. Nicholas Hotel at Spring-Hol- d

"Havo you tiny knowledge or belief

that Improjier lulluonces monoy or
otherwise wero tiBed to cnuso theso mon
to transfer their allegiance from you
to Senator Lorimej ?" asked Senator Jones.

Very mnny of tho best citizens of Queens
old residents, real estate owners, mer-

chants, lawyers, bankers and business mon
reuret that Mr. Ordway should have

taken the view that notwithstanding tho
conceded Improvement In the government
of (Jiieetis under Mr. dresser ho Is to bo
punished because the Improvement did not
start a little earlier. These men believe
in Mr. Cire-iser- honesty and Integrity of
purpose, which Mr. Ordway finds exist as
facts 'I hey cannot understand why tho
President, who Is doing what Is right,
should be turned out of office beeau-- e a few
of his subordinates, most of whom are no
longer In office, did or are suspected of
having dono wrong two or three years airo.
Men usually believe In holding to what-
ever of good thoy have. No man living
could have Immediately given Queens u
model administration when Mr. dresser
was elected to ofllce.
