Cacciatl explained that ho had
been visiting a brother nnd had no idea
who shot him

henid the shots and had seen a woman
dart Into a door at 221 Avenue A. They
hurried after her and felt their way up
the dark stairs. They could bear her
footsteps

At the top theie Is an opening to the loof
and through the skylight the potkeincn
went Nobody in sight. They listened
and heard quick breathing not far from
them where a water tank stood

They went to the tank and were con
fronted bv a woman who stood st the rear
wiili a hatpin In each hand She jabbed
at the policemen and when one of them hud
tripped her bit. screamed and kicked.

Detective I .a Santa of the Italian squad
went with her to Hellovue to see if the
injured man could identify her. She is
held on a charge of felonious assault

At Hellovue Hospital the woman again
said that she Intended to kill Faverone
because he had deceived her. The other
men Interfered, she said, and got some
of the shots that she intended for Faver
one.

She explained that she threw away
her revolver when she started to run up
stairs at 221 Avenue A

rho detectives took her up to the wanl
where Faverone was and she saw him
wheeled to the operating 100m. Sho
showed no emotion nnd only sniffed when
they pointed out Vaverones wife nnd
child, who were waiting in the hospital.

In Faverone's pocket the police found
a fully loaded revolver. 11 was smeared
with blood, indicating that the man had
put his hand to his pocket when he was
hit, but was not quick enough to draw the
weapon before he became unconscious.

This revolver nnd the one the Rellembol
woman used were taken care of by Police-
man Donovan as evidence.

Very littlo prospecting can be done
this summer, as the ground Is frozen and
boilers will e needed.

Wahiiinoton, June IB. Tho Iloot
amendment to tho Cunad an reciprocity
bill was defeated in the Seiate this eve-

ning, This disposes of on-- of tho most
serious menaces to the bill nnd the Indi-

cations are now that reciprocity has free
sailing and will pass without amendment
at an earlier date than has hetn expected.

Tho Hoot umetidintiit, went down to
defeat without any record vote, no roll call
having been detuandd. Thn

simply stated the question, there was
a mild chorus or ayes und a louder
chorus or noes and Mr. Sherman de-

clared the nmendinent lost. The few
who were In favor of tho amendment ap
parently hud no desire to put Individual.
Senators on record.

The amendment proposed to delay tho
free admission of wood pulp and print
paper Into this country until all TeetHcH--

tlons ngninst the exportation of thse
products had been removed by the Ca-

nadian provinces. Under the terms of the
bill In its present form pulp and print
paper will be admitted free from all
provinces except those that maintain
export restrictions,

Stpps were taken to-da- y looking toward
tho fixing of a date for voting on the reci-

procity und other tariff measures. An
agreement was drawn up by Chairman
Penrose of the Finance Committee and
submitted to a number of Senators on both
sides of tho chamber. This agreement
proposed that a vote should bo taken by
unanimous consent on tho Canadian reci
procity bill on July 24, on the farmer' ,

free list on tho day following and on the
Underwood wool bill on July 2B.

Fhere was considerable interest mani
fested on thn Moor when Senntor Penrose
produced this document He took it to
the nnd the two retired
to the roar of the Senute chamber and
began summoning Senators to take a
look at it.

Senator Martin of Virginia, tho minority
leader, was called in, but was not very
much disponed to acquiesce in It. Other
Democratic leaders, Including Sena$br
Williams of Mississippi, were consulted.
Senator Snioot of Utah. Senator Root and
Senator Sutherland had a look at the
document. Senator Penrose felt rather
cheerful when the Senate adjourned and
said he would probably submit the agree-
ment (o the Senate and ak
for the unanimous consent that it be made
the standing order of business.

The progressive Republicans when they
learned of the agreement were somewhat
startled.

This Is not confined to the Republican side
entirely Democratic Senators nppoar tq
bo equally anrioii Tho progressives
seem to the only ones who want to
carry on the consideration of the general
tariff question during July and August.

The datn generally fixed by tho pro-
gressives for the adjournment of the extra
session is In September. The regular
of both parties are working to bring about
adjournment not later than August I.
