Now, as to tuts cnargn that tho Dream-lan- fl

Comnanv "crablied" from tho ctitv
a street in Coney Island known'on West
I.ightli Street. West Kighth Street was
never legally opened by the City of New
tork. tno out i ny ot llrooklyn. or the
Town of (irnvesencl. The procedure of
opening a streel legally is to havo a com
mission appointed to condemn tne desired
thoroughfare" nnd to pav the property
owners fair for the land taken.
This done, on orea is fixed around the
now street and the- owners in that area
are to an nmount equal to the
award in the original instance".

Tho amount cf award to property
owners for land taken celdom exceeds
the amount of tho assessment, for theImprovements. At Southvveald. one of
my developments, for instance. Flat-lah-

Avenue was tnlcen bv tho ritv nnd
the amount of award was less than the
assessment Thus mv company had to
pay th difference and also lose the land
for the st reel . In the case of West Eighth
Street there was no award made and no
assessment levied, thi? street being merely
laid out 011 a map. It ran a short dis-
tance south of Surf Ax'enue and in the
line of the street stood tho old iron pier
that xve hnd purchased If the street nad
been legally opened this pier would have
hnd to bi condemned nml my company
would have received compensation.

As to th injustice of the article in the
World of June 1 I max- - perhaps give itgreater etnphnsis by citing earlv facts In
the history of Drenmlnnd When my
company purchased the nlrl John V.
Mclnne,' estate the unsightly fighting
pavilion stood in the middle of tho prop-
erty, which wn miserably lighted, and
poorly paved ways led to a disreputable
iron pier. When I went to the proper
authorities to seek permission to close
West Eighth Street tlio request met with
no objection It was approved by the
Hoard of Estimate of Mayor I.oxv b ad-
ministration and nil agreed thnt the
building of Ilic.imland was a work of
public spirit, inasmuch as it tended ma-
terially to improve a rather sordid place
and to nut amusement and recreation
there upon a higher and more artistic
plane. Ail xv no ever visited Dreamland
know that xve did, how xve, rooted out
the rookeries and dives and snualld hv- -
wavs and replaced them xvilh buildings
wen iniiu nun iwauuiuiiy designed.

Hell
date end the like, no cil v water was taken
at all, the wetor being salt and pumped
in 1 inn i -

I write at this length because I resent
the insinuations contained in the article
referred to in the forogoine and feel a
sense of obligation to mv associates to
refute them. All my life I have made no
money by sharp nractice What succesn
I have retained lias come thmuch the
development of unimproved property and
the construction of homes, and the returns
r coming therefrom Involve, in my opinion,
the cleanest money that can bo made,
