It i four Monos high and covers a lot
five feet wldo on Eighty-secon- d street
nri'l in-- feet ou Lexington avenue 'Fills
house was so constructed that It phut
nut a vlow of Lexington avenue from
th property just sold It Is built tip to
the building line, while tho other houses
rn this block are sot back some distance,
When tho flats were built, many years
uro, the owner made offers for tho
Ilich.irdson strip, biit 'l vnB held so
hifth that tho builder decided to do
without, it This greatly angered Rich-ardf-o- n,

and after the houses wore started
h built the "spite" house, Tho house
was occupied by Mr Richardson for many
years The house was cold about two
"years ago at auction for I1S.500 to Nathan
Meyers

Tho flats were sold by Hyman Sarner.
who has owned them for about twenty-seve- n

years. They are four stories each
and cover a plot 30 feet wide by 102 feet
deep The property was sold by John J.
Cody to u. buyer whose name he refused
to make public.

It was learned yesterday that the im-

provement of the southwest corner of
Madison avenue and Forty-secon- d street
with a twenty story building will he made
by a syndicate In which aro several Wall
Street men. among them Anthony Brady.
(' K O. Billings, and George F. Knapp,
president of the Peoples Oas Company
of Chicago. The company haa been
formed by Frederick Johnson, and besides
the nlmve mentioned men will Include his
father. Oeorge F. Johnson, and his
brother. George F. Johnson. Jr. In other
words the personnel of the new corpora-
tion is identically the samo as that In the
feventy-slxl- h Street and Park avenue
Company, which Is erecting a big apart-
ment house on the site of the old Seaman's
stable at the southwest, corner of Seventy-sixt- h

street and Park avenus. On the
Forty-fir- st street side of the plot, which
Is only 44 feet wide, a store building will
be erected. This will be twenty stories
high and will connect with the building
that (Will cover the Forty-secon- d street
side, which will bo tised for offices. The
building will cost about 2,(Xio.00O. The
site, it is understood, was secured for
ll.MS.OOO.

Mrs. Helen Hartley Jenkins is the
buyer of the three old dwellings at 525
to "531 West Forty-sevent- h street which
wero reported sold several days ago by
E P. Gaillard. Mrs. Jenkins plans to build
on this sito a model tenement of the open
stair type similar to those on Seventy-sevent- h

street east of Avenue A. The
building will lie 100x100 and will lie built
from plans bv Henry Attcrhury Smith,
who designed the Phipps model tenements
on East Thirtv-fir- st street. William P.
Miller will be associated as architect.
The site is almost opposite the model
tenements erected by Ernest Flags at
tf to 51B West Forty-sevent- h street.

The ntw tenement will be conducted
by acompinv to Iw known as the Hartley
Open Stiir Tenement Company, to which
title to the property will be transferred
by Mrs. Jenkins.
