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BINES STICKS TO HIS STORY

HAYS HE HAP tlEASOX TO THIXK I

TAFT H AS. I Olt LORIMER.

He Submits Many letters, Telenrnms and
Other Herords in Substantiate Ills
Testimony tnileritooil Aldrleh to
Sat' That Tafl Fatoreil Mrlmer.

Wasiiisoton, Juno SO. Tho
of EdwArd Hlnes of Chicago,

president of tho Edward Hines Lumber
Company, was completed y before
tho Senate commltteo which Is Investi-
gating charges of corruption In connec-
tion with the election of Senator Lortmer.
For six hours y Mr. Hlnes was
quizzed by members of tho commltteo
and its counsel, John II. Marble, without
changing his direct ttstlmony which ho
gave yesterday.

Mr. Hlnes reiterated his part In tho
Illinois Senatorial fight In which he per-
suaded Mr. Lorimer to become a candi-
date for the Scnatorshlp. Mr. Hlnes told
how ho had a conference with Nelson W.
Aldrleh, former Senator from Khode
Island, who Informed him that President
Toft wanted Mr. Ixirlmer elected to the
Senato from Illinois, and how he passed
the word along to Oov. Dencen of Illinois
that President Taft and Senator Aldrleh
favored Mr. Lorlmcr's election.

Mr. Hlnes denied that ho was entitled
to all the credit for electing Senator
Lorimer. He said he acted merely as a
"mccaago bearer " He admitted that his
charge that Mr. Funk expressed a desire
to contribute to the Lorimer campaign
fund was made for the first time ln his
direct testimony yesterday. Ho said he
had not mentioned it before because he
did not attach great Importance to it.
Mr. Hlnes submitted many letters, tele-
grams and other records to substantiate
his story.

A question was raised over the proposed
Introduction of an official statement is-

sued to the press at tho White House as
to President Taft's attitude toward tho
election of Senator Lorimer. Judge
Elbridge H. Hanecy, counsel for Mr.
IiOrlmer, objected to tho introduction of
tho statement until It could bo authenti-
cated.

When asked why he did not apply to
the Helm committee for an opportunity
to deny Mr. Funk's testimony Mr. Hlnes
explained that ho personally wished to
do so but that his attorneys assured him
that hefwould unquestionably be called by
the Helm committee for that purKse.
But the Helm committee adjourned with-
out calling htm.

"I never talked with President Taft
In respect to the Illinois Senatorial situa-
tion," explained Mr. Hines. "I never
heard him say that he favored the election
of Senator Lorimer. I am convinced,
however, that 1 did not misunderstand
Senator Aldrleh, who talked on the subject
after having a conference with President
Taft at the White House. I understood
Senator Aldrleh to say that President
Taftfavored Ixrimer'selection. Judging
from the telegram I sent to Mr I.oramer
immediately after my talk with Senator
Aldrich, I am certain that any reasonahlo
man would not think that I had misunder-
stood what he said to me about tho Presi-
dent's attitude."
