DOLL HEADS.

Suceessive Stages by Which They Are
Muade to Look Lifelike,

There was a time when all of the
anormous number of doll heads sold in
the United States were imported from
+;..r.;pn, being made in (GGermany and
France; but now a great many doll heads
tare made here.

The doll heads of American manu-
facture ate made of a composition that is
unbreakable; you can drop one of these
heada on the floor or throw it down and
it won't break. Many of these dolls are
made not with the traditional doll faces
but with faces that are most natural and
Attractive, copied from living children.

In a city factory in which such doll
heads are made you might aees at one
end of a long loft men at work casting
thore heads in metal moulds. In the
midsection of the long room you would
see rising in tier above tier long linea of
dolle’ heads, thousands of them. Many
of them are fresh from the mould, the
material being of a pale brownish or
grayvieh color. Others have been tinted
with the flash tint. At the windows in
the front of tha room you would see at
work the doll head painters.

The doll heada are brought forward in

| lota of fifty or so on trays from whose
| bottom rise at regular intervals long
rows of metal pins, each pin supporting
a head. Carried in this manner the
| ieads are kept apart through the painting |
and drying processes and thus kept
supported they can be the more easily
picked up and handled.

The newest thing in wireless is to talk
throngh a hat, savs the World To-day.
Frank Chambers of Philadelphia, who
has been experimenting for years in
curious methods of using the wireless
means of communication, has succeaded
in making a recelving apparatus so small
that it ean be carried in the crown of a
hl'h hat.

He hus a sending apparatus at his home
and he has taught his wife to use this
and has perfected her in the Morse
code, at which he is an adept. Conse-
quently he enjoys the pleasure of being
able at any time to carry on a one sided
conversation with his wife.

Chambers has three ways of connect-
ing the receivers at his ears with the
wireless machine at his home, He can
hiteh to the guy wire of a telegraph pols,
he can stand on & metal manhole, or he
can stand on the rail of a trolley road.
By this method any wireless enthusiast
can keep in touch with his headquarters
while camping during the summer by
rigging up a simple aerial and a wireless
sending apparatus and then taking with
him on his excursion the simple little
receiving device that he can carry in his
pocket.
