JOSEF HOFMANN'S FATRER DIES

Was First Teacher of the Eminent Planist
--foa 1)l From Sheek.

Casimir Hofmann, father of Joself Hof-
mann, the famous pianist, has just
died at his home, 38 Motzstrasee, Berlin.
He was taken ill at the theatre about a
woek ago and with his wife took a cab
to return to his home. He fall dead on
reaching the dooratep. His death was
caused by heart diseass. Josef Hofmann
and his wife, who was Mrs. Marie Eustis,
divorced wife of George Peabody Eustis,
have left their home at Vevey temporarily
and are now with the senior Mre. Hofmann
in Berlin.

Casimir Hofmann had long been a no-
table figure in the world of music. Until
four years ago he was in the habit of ac-
companying his son on all his tours. It was
he who gave Josef Hofmann hia first
lessons, although the boy went Iater
to Moszkowzki and then to Anton Rubin-
stein, who was to a greater extent than
any other his master. When he first
came to this country to play only his
father had been his teacher.

When Josef was old enough to show
that he possesed musical talent Casimir
Hofmann waa professor of piano in the
University of Cracow. Rut that post was
not suffioiently remunerative to enable
him to forego the chance of making money
out of the juvenile phenomenon. When
a purse was raised here in 1887 to send
him back to Furope to study after the
Gerry #ociety had stopped his public
ﬂ)pﬂrm Casimir took his son back.

e put him with masters in Berlin, and as
he did not want roung Josef to leave his
home tostudy with Rubinatein in Dreaden,
where the Russian planist waa teaching
when Hofmann wanted to study under
him, his father arranged to have him
£o to an twice a wesk for two vears
and take his lessons with Rubinstein’

Until he reached his majority Josef
Hofmann gave all his earnings to his
father, who paid back from them whatever

ad vanoed to him by rich poonln
in this country. After he had reach in
ri who is now 35, allowed
hin father to keep what he had made.
and by judicious investment, chiefly
in real estate in Berlin, he had muc
increasdd the funda which his son
gave him and which will ultimately
revert to the latter. Casimir Hofmann
leaves a daughter older than .losef and
a widow, He was 80 years of age,
a native of Warsaw and a loyal Pole,
nlthoug:r.lond'n great success in RHus-
sia, where he is regarded as the suc-
oessor to Rubipstein, prevented him
:?nj taking any active part in political
airs.

In a cnbiequm réceived yesterday
by Alexander Lamberi. who is a great
friend of thea Hofmann famiiy, Mra. Josef
Hofmann said her husband was so shocked
by his father's sudden death that she
feared he might be seriously ill. Josef
Hofmann was devoted to his father.

The court said that the original law
under which the Society for the Preven-
tion of Cruelty to Animals was empow-

ered to collect a dog tax was declared

unconstitutional on the ground that
licénse fees to a society

[ atin,
ol?prmomd by. the voluntary act of indi-
viduals alone is a gift of public moneys

in aid of a corporation or private under-
taking. while empowering the society |
to appropriate, and keep dogs

without paying a license which was re-
quired of every other citizen, grants an
orbidden
