SEMETARY Wlt.SOX SEEMS TO
HE IX A III LEMMA.

Whtrhfer May He Turns He Is Likely lo
lie ICmbirrassrd-Prrsl- rie nt Taft Calls
on Him to Make nrcommrndsUon

Washinoto.v, July 19. Tho Wiley case
Is causing Uncle James Wilson. Secretary
of Agriculture, more worry than ho has
over before experienced from any official
problem in his department. Secretary

ilson seems to bo In a more embarrassing
situation than Dr Wiley himself. Dr.
Wiley knows he Is not going to lose his
job and Secretary Wilson also knows it.
Nevertheless Secretary WIon has been
called upon by President Taft to make a
recommendation in writing ns to whether
or not Dr. Wiley ought to go,

If Secretary ilson supports the report
of his committee on personnel and holds
that tho puro food specialist ought to
resign nnd then tho President falls to
follow Mr. Wilson's rccommcndntlon it
will leave Uncle Jim in a ticklish place.
He will havo been overruled by the Presi
dent in a matter regarded as vital to his
department and also will find himself
n the position of having a man as head
of ono of his most important bureaus
whoso fitness he will have questioned
Such a situation, in the opinion of Wash-
ington official, would lead to disorganiza-
tion in tho Department of Agriculture
end would he practically intolerable.

If on the other hand Secretary ilson
recommends that the violation of the
appropriation law by Dr. Wiley be con-
doned nnd thnt he bo retained for the
good of tho service ho will find himself
locking horns with three of his pnnclpal
subordinates in the Department of Agri
culture. Ihese subordinates are As
sistant Secretary Willet M. Hays, So
licitor Ocorge B. McCabe and Chief Clerk
C. C. Clark. As tho committee on per
sonnel of tho Department they investi
gated the alleged irregularities by Dr.
Wiley nnd reported that Dr. Wiley's
resignation should bo called for.

It is inconceivable to officials in Wash
ington that a question of this magnitude
should have liecn passed on by the com-
mittee on personnel without consultation
with tho head of the Department. If
Secretary Wilson encouraged the report
It will bo difficult for him to go back on
it now, for his repudiation of the findings
of the personnel committco would leave
them with vcrv flimsy ground to stand
on so far as their future in the Depart-
ment of Agriculture is concerned. Any
way the Wiley problem is viewed it is
pretty certain tnat somenoay eventually
will lose his job, and the most deflnito
thing at present seem to bo that this
"somebody" will not be Dr. Wiley.

Theie had been talk y that Secre-
tary Wilson might not make a recom-
mendation in the case, but he cannot
very well avo'd this Inasmuch ns Presi-
dent 'In ft has called on him for his opin-
ion. Ordinarily in a department matter
of this kind theSecretary's opinion would
have been made before tho case reached
tho President, but Secretary Wilson some
how or other rnllefl to act on me vtlley
charges lurther than to lay them before
President Tart. It is practically certain,
however, th.it President Tuft will do
everything he can to make the situation
easy for Secretary Wilson. There nre

When brokers set out yesterduy to find
who the bond dealer wan who had got in
beyond his depth in New York city 4j,s
they learned that ho was H. Lee Anstey,
a specialist in municipal bonds with desk
room with tho Stock Lxchange house
of Simons & Emanuel In the Hanover
National Bank building. Ho has been
a student of New York city bonds for
many years, he said yesterday, and was
so fully convinced of tho worth of tho

that ho acquired on a thin margin

It was said in some
of the bond houses that Mr. Anstey's
commitments amounted to almost

Mr. Anstey's equity In these bonds was
wiped out in the point and a hair decline
of Tuesday. He had had no trouble
In inducing banks to take the on
a very narrow margin, and so ready
were most of them to fall in with his
ideas that ho extended himself nrore
than any one of his bankers knew at
tho moment. When they ascertained
how deeply he was In they begun to call
his loans. The swift decline in tlin mar-
ket value of the ',s was laid by brokers
partly to the sale of the first of the Anstey
bonds and partly to the conviction in
Wall Street that the artificial market
provided for in Senator Grady's banking
bills wouldn t be so very enectuai niter
all. Mr. Anstey said yesterday that ho
had no bonds left. They nil belonged
to tho bankers who had lent him money,
ho said.

Mr. Anstey told yesterday why it wa
that, ho had nut so much faith in the I'.s. ,

nP nad figured out their potential value
'

fronl what cilv ,ond had done in other
'years when the general conditions in
tho bond business wero about what they
are now.

He spoke of the cheapness of money,
of the speed with which these bonds were
picked up nt the time of issue and of the ,

dulness of tho stock market. In other

swiftly, and he believed t hat this year
