AUornrtfrnrral Talk of Commission to
Regulate Interstate Trade unci F,en
Hint that II Might i:ircHcControl
Otcr Prlres or Trust Commodities.

Pet I Til, Mum, July in, Attorney-'Gener- al

Wlckcrihnm, in an address here
before, the Minnesota Bar Asso-fUto-

strongly urged Federal control
of corporation through fnnw adminis-
trative power of the centrnl government.
He declaied that the .Sherman anti-tru- st

law alone will not Insure tho normal
course of Interstate trad" free from undue
restraint and monopolies.

Mr. Wlckersham's speech is holioved
lo foreshadow a renewed effort on the
part of tho Administration lo secure the j

enactment ol a incorporation law.
The Attorney-Genera- l, however, goes
further than President Taft lias gone in
any of his speeches. He declares that
Supervision would have lo extend to the
regulation of tirices, as the law of supply
and demand has cased to be the basis
upon which prices for most of thestandard
'jopmmodities arc now fixed jn the United
fuates.

Mr. Wickersham prefaced his address
with the assertion that the interpretations
of tho SJierman law by the courts, ending
with the recent decisions of the Supreme
t lourl , hasclearly demonstrated the effect-
iveness of that, law to destroy existing
combinations in restraint of trade.
Continuing he said:

Hut the uufMlon remains, can the ureat
nd and objei t of the Sherman law. namely,

that the normal course of trade ami com-
merce anions the States shall not he

by undue restraints and monopolies,
h realbed throueh the operation nf tlmt
law alone'' In dealing with transporta-
tion Congress was not content to rely sim-
ply on the process of Injunction to restrain
and Indictment to punish violations or the
anti-tru- law. It also established an
administrative commission clothed wltk
powers, greatly enlarged from time to
lime, over those engaged In Hie transpor-
tation business, hlle Congress has not
specifically Incorporated corporations to
eurry on such business, nor expressly

them from State Interference, the
Kedtral courts have substantially held
that Congress by regulating the rates
and prartices of common carriers In Inte-
state commerce has prohibited S'ote tegn-'latio- n

which would contlict with tliHt of
the nation. The decisions of the I'edrnil
courts on this subject have not been always
consistent, and in some Instances State
legislation has been allowed elect despite
apparent conflict with Federal regulation
of t!.e tame suhiect. but in the nhsince
of direct ongressional exclusion nf State
law or an avowed direct and exclusive
license system or system of national in-

corporation the courts have very jiroperly
considered the siifreptiliilitles of the States,
and have upheld state legislation when-
ever it seemed to lie not destructle of
national control over the essentials of in-

terstate commerce.

Washington Square Home for Friendless
Girls at 0 West F.ighth street were getting
ready for lied a little after 0 o'clock last
night the matron, Miss Warrington ,

found smoke coming from a closet in the
bark hall on the third floor. One of the
girls mndo tho discovery at about the same
time and screamed "Fire!"

Miss Warrington quieted tho girl and
then collecting her flock ordered thorn to
go downstair and wait for her In the
hall. Most of them were still clothed and
the few who were In bedtime attlro slipped
on their shoes and outer wraps and joined
the others.

As soon as she was sum that everybody
was out of the upper floors Miss Warring
ton went downstairs and broke the glass
in an automatic alarm. Then she led the
girls across the street to a lioardingjiouse
ami sat nown 10 watt for t lie llremcn. A
)oliceman who got around a little ahead

of the firemen went into the hotiso and
opened the closet door. This let tho tire
nut into the hall, but it wasn't much nf a
blaxe and the firemen made quick work
of it.

Tho girls were back in tho house clean-
ing up tho mess within an hour after they
had marched out

Miss Warrington said that the girls had
behaved splendidly and that there had
been no panic or confusion.

The firemen hadn't been gone ten min
utes. when somebody discovered that
smoke was coming out of a closet on the
fourth floor. Miss Harrington ordered
tho girls downstairs again nnd Kent in
another automatic alarm, after which she
joined in the retreat across the street and
waited to see what would happen.

Tho only difference this time was that
no policeman came around and the fire- -

men killed the bhue in the closet with
scarcely more then a bucket of water
Only n umbrella or two nnd some old
clot lies were burned

The firemen went away again and the
girls returned to their cleaning. Miss
Warrington said that she was certain
that the second tiro had its origin in the
first, although the closet on tho fourth
floor mm not directly above the one on
tho third. The closet was locked when
the fire was discovered and the only koy
to it was in her pocket. Tho firemen
didn't believe that the second fire lied
any connection with the first At 11:30

last night there had been no more alarms
of lire from the Washington Square
Homo for Friendless Girls.
