“Although operating with great energy
both dav and night under war condi-
tions, such skill and good judgment
were used in handling destrovers, sub-
marines and other vessels that not a
ringle accident occurred. This should
bring as much encouragement, confi-
dence and gratification to the command-
ing officers as it does to the fleet com-
mander.”

MRS, GIVERNAUD'S sUIT,

French Widow of Silk Mill Owner Afler

secured by her husband, Bartheleny Louis
Givernaud, on February 5, 1872, Mrs,
Givernaud also geeks to obtain possession
of his eatate for heraelf and two children.

Givernaud was one of three brothers
w ho operated silk milis in West Hoboken,
North Bergen and vlsewhere. He died at
L.os Angeles, Cal . on January 2, 1008,
leaving an estate of $208,000 in trust for
his son, Charles 1. Givernaud, by his
second wife. The first Mra. Givernaud
didn't know of her husband's second
family until after his death. She asserts
that he married her in 1880 and deserted
her and their two children in 1866, when
he came to America,

She subsequenily got a decree of lim-
ited separation from him in the French
courts, but he failed to make thia fact
known to the New Jersey Court of Chan-
cery, she nuﬁs. when he applied for a di-
vorce from her for desertion. It is upon
the ground that he imposed upon the
court that she asks to have the decree of
divorce set aside. Mrs. Givernaud years
ago obtained a judgment of 44,000 francs
in France against her husband for money
advanced by her when they were married,
which she now seeks to recover with in-
tereal.

CANCER NOT INCREASING.

lLondon Research Leader on Progress In
study of the Disease.

Loxpox, July 20.— Dr. Bashford, super-
intendent of the Imperial Cancer Research
Work Fund, intimates in his annual
report that cancer is not increasing. He
sava: “For the first time there appears
to be no increase, fully demonstrating
the fact that it is wrong to make die-
quieting statements about the increase of
a disease.”

Detailing continued experiments with
mice, he savs that the data show that the
laws of heredity play a considerable part
in the development of cancer of the hreast.
He depracates alarming deductions that
might be made therefrom and pessi-
mistic anticipations regarding efforts to
cope with the disease.

Experiments have not yet revealed
how the disease ia likely to bhe trans-
mitted, he savs, but he is certain that
it does not consist in the inheritance of
A genera! constitutional predisposition.
