Governor Requested to Give Facts About
Alleged Shoe Machisery Monopoly.

Bostox, July 22.—Attorney-General
Swift made a demand to-day on Gov.
Foss and Charles H. Jonea of the Com-
monwealth S8hoes and Leather Company
for evidence which they have publicly
asserted to porsess showing that the
United Shoe Machinery Company is a
monopoly in restraint of trade.

The Attorney-Gieneral says he is de-
sirous of taking action against the com-
pany if the facts warrant it, but having
no personal knowledge of the alleged
illegal situation he hopes that the Gov-
ernor and Mr. Jones and others having
such knowledge will come to his asaist-
ance,

Mr. Swift suggeststhat Mr. Jones
or the Governor should have made com-
plaint 1o the Bupreme or Superior Court
under the statute passed by the present
Legislature and asserta that he is willing
to make amends for their failure if they
will give him the facta in their possession.

The Attorney-General in his letter
to Mr. Jones says:

“Nour letter of July 10 to Gov. Foss
concerning the shoe machinery aitua-
tion made public in his message to the
Legislature to-day and in the prees comes
to iy attention. In it you say in part
that there is plenty of evidence to be
had and that you will be flnd to give the
Governor any as=sistance in this direction
if he feels called upon to gather the evi-
dence himself. | assume that you will
be equally willing to furnish me also
with the evidence and the assistance
that you offer the Governor.

COLORADO SENATORSHIP PLAN.

Effort to Choose a U. N, Senator While
Mayor Speer of Denver Is Away.

Den¥ER, July 22.-In the absence in
Europe of Mayor Speer, the recognized
head of the Democratic party, the organi-
zation is going to elect a United Btates
Benator. The so-called “platform Demo-
crats® are at the head of the movement.

A form of agreement is being circulated
among Democratic members of the body
pledging the signers to agree to enter
& caucus and name a candidate who shall
be voted on in the open session of the
extra session which is to be called by Gov.
Shafroth when the necessary number
to assurean election, fifty-one signatures,
has been attached to the agreement.

COOLIDGE OUT FOR OFFICE.

Wants te Run for Licutenant-Governor In
Massachusetits.

Bosiox, July 22 Louis A. Ceolidge,
treasurer of the United 8hoe Machinery
Company, formerly private secretary
to Senator Lodge, once a Washington
newspaper correspondent and ex-Asaist-
ant Secretary of the Treasury, is to be
a candidate for the Republican nomi-
nation for Lieutenant-Governor against
ex-Representative Robert Luce of Somer-
ville.

Up to to-day Mr. Luce has had a clear
field. He was once regarded as a “pro-
gressive” and has been a pioneer in the
cause of direct nominations and the
move to prevent the illegitimate or ex-
travagant wse of money in elections,
which has now been given concrete form
in the direct nominations law and the
corrupt practices aot.

NOoT APT TO
TARIFF BILLS.

SENATE PPASS

MORE

Nelther the Underwood Measure Nor
1a Follette's Amendments Likely to
Go  Through -Farmers' Free List
Bill Seems Almost Certaln to Fall,

WasniNaron, July 22.-- Now that Cana-
dian reciprocity is out of the way the
Senate will turn its attention to the tarif
bills. There are two tariff revition meas-
ures pending in the Senate that have
heretofore passed the House. These are
the Underwood bill and the farmers' free
list bill. Under the terms of the unanimous
consent agreement providing for action
on pending legislation the wool hill will
be voted on Thursday and the farmers'
free list bill on Saturday. Some titne ago
it looked “as if a mubstitute offered hy
Senator La Follette to the Underwood
wool bill would be adopted. but a canvass
of the Senate made to-day showed clearly
that the La Follette bill cannot command
the united support of the Democrats.
Without their unanimous support it can-
not pass. The canvass made to-day indi-
cates there will be probably as many )
as eighteen Democratic Senators who will |
not support the La Foliatte hill, !

The Democrats regard it as a protec-
tionist measure, ‘T'he rates of duty pro-
posed in the La Follette bhill are much
higher than those in the Underwoml hill.
La Folletta admits that the duties are
protective and this is especially true of
the duties on raw wool, Chairman Un-
derwood of the House Committes on
Ways and Means has estimated that the
average duty on raw wool in the La Fol-
letta bill is higher than in the Payne-
Aldrich law. He estimates that the aver-
age duty on raw wool is over 80 per cent,
Senator La Follette says it is only slightly
above 40 per cent. Kven at that it is
one-third higher than the duty proposed
in the Underwood bill. It is now gen-
erally conceded that neither the
Underwood bill nor the La Follette bill
can pass the Senate.

There is no expectation in any quarter
that the farmers free list bill will be
passad. The indications at present are
that there will be no tariff legislation
at the extra session other than the Cana-
dian reciprocity bill, and it was generally
prodlctocr to-day that in view of this
situation Congress will complete its
work and adjourn not later than August &,
the day after the vote on Statehood.
