Eight Day Teuriag Licenses Cut O From
Neighboring States—Not the Only
Commonwealth That Has Good Roads
—Trip of Military Academy Stodents.

This time apparently the Commissioner
of Motor Vehicles for New Jersey means it
when he calls off the eight day touring
license privilege for non-residents. There
was & cessation of the privilege a while ago,
but it was resumed pending legislation it
was believed our Leglslature would pass.
This having proved not to be the case
Commissioner Smith has acted. Hereafter
residents of Pennsylvania, Delaware and
New York must pay full fees to drive their
automobiles in New Jersey.

It is & case of the tail wagging the dom,
or trying to. The State of New Jerrey is
the only one in the Lnion that hasn't &
aystem of reciprocal use of the roads with
other States. It is making an attempt by
revoking the limited license to force the
other States to come 1o its way of thinking.
There is no likelihood that New York of the
others will ewing around, so that thore who
want to use the New Jersey roads will have
to pay full fees for a time. “They’re all
out of step but Mike,” is the Jersey idea.

Perhaps next winter it will be possible
to get effective legislation through the New
Jareey Legislature which will end this situ-
ation. The legislators were lined up and
pledged last sessjon, but broken pledges
Just at the end spoiled the plan to make
New Jersey like other Btates.

This Isn’t sour grapes, but New Jersey
Ia living on its reputation in the matter of
roads. That (s to say the Jerseyrgen are
defending with legislation their roads,
which they consider to be unequalled,
or ¢o it may be imagined from the way
they talk of them. They think that foreign
motorists shouldn’t be allowed to travel
on those wonderful roads without paying
for them.

Once upon a time, back in the bicycle
days, the New Jersey roads were decidedly
better than in any other Btute. To give
New Jarsey its due, that was the first State
to embark on a campaign of good roads
building. Well and good, but the other
States haven't been standing still. There
