BROCKTON HAS A FIRE SCARE.

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TO CONFER ON TARIFF BILLS

DEMOCRATIC SENATORS TA'T
TO KXOfV WHERE TIIEY ARE AT.

Indication Are That an Agreement Will
lie Reached to Pais the Farmers'
Free Lttt mil With an Amendment
Striking out Product or the Farm.

Washington, July 80. The Demo-
cratic Senators have called a party con-
ference for 10 o'clock to de-

termine what ahall be their course in the
matter of amendments to the farmers'
free list bill, which is to be voted on Tues-
day and to consider the entire tariff
situation.

In advance of the conference the indi-
cations are that an agreement will he
reached to pass" the farmers' free list bill!
with an amendment striking therefrom j

the product of the farm. This ia sub-
stantially the Bailey amendment. It is
understood that this concession is neces-
sary in order to secure support for the
hill from Senator Bailey and his Demo-
cratic following, and the insurgent Repub-
licans are also demanding that a certain
amount of protection be retained on the
products of agriculture.

The attitude of Senator Bailey and his
friends and of tho Insurgents appears a
little Inconsistent, In that thoy demanded
when the Canadian reciprocity, bill was
before tho Senate that duties should be
taken off of flour and meat, on the ground
that they were the products of thn milling
trust nnd the beef trust. Now they are
insisting that the duties ho kept on these
articles. But they justify their action
on the ground that in the Canadian rec-
iprocity legislation the farmers' products
that entered Into the manufacture of
flour and meat, cereals and livestock, were
on the freo list, while duties were retained
on beef and flour.

The farmers' free list bill places all of
these articles on the freo list, both the
raw material and the finished product.
The effect of the Bailey amendment will
be to restore them to the dutiable list.
Senator Bailey and the Insurgents appear
to think thnt the farmer wan hit so hard
by Canadian reciprocity that he should
have some compensation In the retention
of duties on his products. The Demo-
cratic leaders believe they will be able
to command eniugh votes to pass the
farmers' free list bill on Tuesday If the
Bailey amendment is adopted exempting
agricultural products from the free list.

There has been some quiet work to pre-
vent any amendment to the farmers'
free list bill other than that proposed
by Senator Bailey. It is understood thnt
no serious effort will be made to attach
the House cotton bill as an amendment
to tho farmers' free list bill. Senator
La Kollette's bill revising the cotton
schedule now pending in the Senate bears
a very close resemblance to the Under-
wood cotton hill. For a time it was feared
that the Senator from Wisconsin might
insist that his Dornocratio allies accept i

his cotton bill and failing in that might j

offer the House bill and put them In a hole
There woe also a disposition mani-

fested for a time among the insurgent
Republicans to offer amendments revis-
ing schedules generally, but It Is the
understanding now among the Democrats
that they have a working agreement
from their insurgent friends by which
they will not press these amendments
Even Senator Bristow, it is reported,
will not offer his amendment to the sugar
schedule. The cotton bill, when It comes
from the House, will be referred to tho
Finance Committee and hearings be had
upon it. If the Southern Democrats can
nave meir wny, ana mcy are leellng
rather cheerful just now over the out-
look

There is a disquieting situation for
the Senute Democrats in the attitude of
Representative Underwood, chairman of
the Ways and Means Committee, toward
tho La Kolletto wool bill. Mr Underwood
declares that he will not accept the Iji
Kolletto bill nor will he agree to a com-
promise carrying 30 per rent on raw wool
and corresponding clutiee cm the manu-
factures of wool. He insists that his bill
which passed tho House carrying 20
per cent on raw wool and corresponding
duties on the manufactures of wool
has been drawn on a scientific plan, and
he predicts that when the Tariff Board
makes its report on tiie woollen schedule
it will recommend duties more nearly
approximating those given in the Under-
wood bill than those carried by the La
Kolletto bill

The Senate Democrat admit that they
are somewliat apprehensive over the
outlook. If the Tariff Board should
recommend duties lower than those
carried by the La Follette bill it would
be a vindication for Mr Underwood,
they admit, and would leave those Demo-
crats in t he Henate who voted unanimously
for a 35 per cent, duty and its accom-
paniments in a very bad way.

Representative Underwood has had a
number of conferences with the Senate
Democrat io leaders. He insists that they
shall accept his bill. He declares that he
will not ask for a conference, but will
move to send the bill bock to tho Senate
and require the Senate to ask the House
for a conference Tho Senate Demo-
crats are urging Mr Underwood to agree
on a compromise bill carrying 28 per cent
on raw wool with corresponding reduc-
tions from the rates given in the La Kol-
letto bill on the manufactures of wool.

They admit that they are doubtful
about getting the necessary votes to pass
through the Senate nny bill which re-
duces tho duty on raw wool below so per
cent. They have nn agreement with the
insurgents by whioh they can command
the necessary votes to pass a bill based
on 30 per cent That was the understand-
ing when the La Kolletto bill, based on
35 per cent , was passed The S per cent
represented n margin for trading pur-
poses It required a great deal of labor
and persuasion to get enough Senators
to agree to accept the compromise based
on 30 per cent. It is known that some or
the Republican Senators who voted for
tho La Follette bill' will not support a
duty below 30 per cent , but the bill had
10 majority and the authors of it can lose
a few votes and still be able to pass it .

Nothing definite will bo known until
after the Senate conference
morning. There are a great many un-
certain factors in the situation and much
doubt as to just when Congress will be
able to adjourn. One Democratic Sena-
tor asserted that If President Tnf t
vetoed the wool bill, provided it goes to
him, theie would bo a very prompt

of Congress, because it would
be notico to the lawmakers that the Presi-de-

would not approve any tariff legis-
lation of a general character in advance
of the report of the Tariff Board.

"But If ho should sign the wool bill wo
would be here until December," said
this Senator, "hecniise tho revisionists In
Congress would feci it their duty, having
been successful in part, to continue the
work of revision Just as far as the Presi-
dent, would stand for It."

The Senators from the Southern States
in which the cotton manufacturing in-
dustry Is at all prominent have served
notico on their Democratic brethren thatthey will not stand for any revision of tho
ootton schedule at this time, Thoy de-
clare that business conditions are not
very favorable In that industry underpresent conditions, that most of the mills
are worldngonly atiout one-thir- d time, and
if Congress entered seriously on the
work of revising the cotton rates withoutgiving a hearing to those who are inter-

SVEFMIXO TRAIX HITS AXAVTO.

MotorlU'n nife Tossed Fifty Feet -- He

Dovkk, N J.. July 30 Mrs William V

Shoemaker received injuries which are
expected to prove fatal and Mr Shoe-
maker and his daughter Jessie, residents
of Dover, were seriously hurt this after-

Whether this
was ringing as the machine approached
the crossing cannot bo determined, since
there were no immediate witnesses of
tho accident The railroad traok at this
point is straightaway and trains usually
run at high speed post tho German Valley
depot The country road approaches

MORE POSTAL SAYINGS BANKS.
Ten nig Cities. Including Ilrooklyn, to

Have Them on September I.
Washington, July 30. New York's

new postal savings bank, which Is to open
Tuesday, August 1, will be followed on
September 1 by the establishment of other
banks at Brooklyn. Jersey City and eight
of the other larger cities offche country.

After trying out the system on the
smaller towns of tho country tho Post
Office Department has gradually per-
fected the machinery which it believes
will make practicable the operation of
the postal savings banks in the larger
metropolitan centres.

Postmaster-Genera- l Hitchcock not only
expects the postal savings banks to bring
into sight hidden money, but to stop part
of the tremendous export of money,
estimated at $100,000,000 annually, which
is sent abroad by foreign born American
citizens for deposit in the Government
banks of European countries.

The ten cities where postal savings
banks are to bo established on September
1 are big Industrial centres and all have
large foreign born populations. The
cities are Brooklyn. Philadelphia. Cleve-
land, Minneapolis, Milwaukee, St. Paul,
Louisville, Jersey City. Wilmington and
Long Island City. The foreign born
population of Brooklyn is estimated nt 31
per cent, and that of Jersey City at 28 per
cent The postal savings banks will lie.

located at tho general post offices, and
special accommodations will be provided
for the patrons.

The banks will be open from 0 A. M.
to 5 P M. and there is absolutely no
charge to depositors for the service per-
formed by Uncle Sam and no restrictions
as to race, color or previous condition of
servitude. The depositors at tho banks
already established include white, black
and brown, native and foreign born
citizens, Chinese, Japanese, Hindus and
Indians.

While no deposits of a fractional part
of a dollar will be accepted. It is possible
to save 10 cents at a time by buying postal
cards which will contain nine stamps
These stamps may be bought one at a
time and placed on the card, which mav
be turned In when full and credit received
for SI No savings account can exceed
1100. The accounts draw interest at the
rate of 3 per cent, per annum.

The falthnnd creditof the United States
Government are behind each separate
account. All Uncle Sam wants to know
is that you have no other account with
him and are depositing the money for
yourself nnd not for any corporation,
society or other combination The
amount deposited to the credit of each
Individual will be kept absolute! v a secret
and cannot be divulged excep't by the
permission of the Postmaster-Genera- l
himself. To withdraw an account no
notice Is required further than the pres-
entation during office hours of an ap-
plication for nn amount which does not
exceed that on deposit. When the banks
at the main offices get under way branch
banks will be opened at a number of the

COUNT DE LA MOTIE QUITS

HAS BEEN WATCHING SHIPS
AT TIIE HOOK 30 YEARS.

Finds at TO That One of Ills Eyes f v.t
Ho Young as It Might lie Doesn't
Call Himself Count as Other People Ho

Maw Many Changes From Ills Toner
Tho Count de la Motte, who lias ben

watching the ships come In and go nut f

the Hook for the last thirty-si- x ye.irs,
has retired from the little tower on tli
sandsplt because he can no longer se
through marine glasses or long to.lesci.r
with that clearness which he deem
essential. Ho noticed more than it
months ago that tho vision" of ono of hi.
eyes, which he had been glueing a
telescope ever since he went Into ths
observatory, was falling. The Western
Union, which employed him, retired him
recently on pension at his own request.
He la quite capable yet of identifying liners
with tho marine glasses and even with tlis
naked eye at distances that make the
amateur wonder how ho does It

The Count is 70, but he does not look
or feel It. The Sun has received letter
from readers Interested in the Count's
observations and literary productions
asking if the Count ts really a Count
The Count himself says that some fellow
who had seen the seal nnd coat of arms
of his family tacked the title on to him
and that it stuck. But ho is descended
from the nobility of Krance. His family
record dates back to'WRS, when one of
his family, descended from a Marshal of
France, the Count says, became a citizen
of the free city of Bevay. This was on
June 7, 1688. He and his two sons had
quit France because their religion. Protes-
tantism, did not fit the country The
old Marshal himself was a strong Catholio.

In the long term of his service at tho
Hook the Count has seen wooden clippers
superseded by steel, single screws driven
out by twins In the equipment of liners
and the triumph of the turbine.

Hundreds have
been taken from wrecks In the neighbor-
hood of the Hook by breeches buoy and
lifeboat within the period of the Count's
service.

"It takes the telescope," the Count said
recently, "to get the points by which you
may distinguish a vessel at a distance so
that you will know her name. Twenty mils
on a clear day is about the limit of the
telescope. I nave seen the features of
Miss Llhnrtv from thin tower, and slm ia
eighteen miles away. 8he does not look
so solemn as she seems when viewed from
the Battery; in fact she has a very plea-
sant countenance, which is remarkable for
a lady who has been out all night in all
sorts of weather so many years.

A GOPHER GANG SHOOTING.

Thomas Sullivan, Leader of One Ksctlon,
Held for Winging Joseph I)ole.

Doyle nnd his wife say that there were
no words between Doylo and the Sullivans
last night; that the two Sullivans merely
walked by on the other side of tho street
at about o'clock, and when they pot
opposite where Doyle was standing
opened tire on him.

When Policemen King and Thompson
of the West Thirty-sevent- h street station
got there they found Doyle lying on the
pavement with a crowd about him but
no representatives of the Sullivan end of
the gang within range of vision.
