"Not till
you get rid or that wire or yours," to which
Beattie replied; "Leave that to me- - I'll
get rid or her

The Haines woman, also known a Ida
Hildreth. knows much of Beattie and the
Binford girl's movements whilo in Nor-
folk and she will be held as a witness.

Chief of Police Kiser says the women
were excited and will remember the con-
versation repeated to him after they cet
over the excitement of the trip. It. issaid
they were grilled for ten hours in Norfolk
yesterday.

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ANOTHER JEWELLER IS SHOT

robber iroexns I WTI.U Axn
ESCAPES WITH LOOT.

Youth Knten Shop In MailUon Atenue,
Helps Himself to Matches and Plrea
on Proprietor-Vanish- es After Chase
Which Brings lloughrrt to Scene.

A jewelry store robbery with all the
trimmings of reckless daring popular
this season, with pistol shots, a pursuit
nnd'a successful getaway, was performed
in Harlem yesterday at noon before a large
audience of mothers and babies In upper
Madison avenue. When Second Deputy
Police Commissioner Dougherty heard of
it ho burned the tires of his automobile
and reached the scene from Headquarters
within fifteen minutes Afterward he
said he was satisfied that the job had no
connection with the Jacoby case which
aroused the neighborhood of Sixth ave-
nue and Thirteenth street a week ago.

The jeweller, David Silverman, waa
changing his clothes In a rear room when
some cne opened the door of his shop,
on the west side of Madison avenue be-

tween 105th and lOrtth streets. The
opening of the door rang a bell in the rear
room and Silverman put his head out to
see a young fellow slide back the panel
of the display window and grab a hand-
ful of watches from a tray

In his underclothing, with his trousers
on his arm, Silverman came through the
door yelling "Thieves'" The intruder
dropped the watches in one coat pocket,
jerked a revolver from the other, ran
toward Silverman and shot him. The
bullet entered his right shoulder and he
dropped to his knees. After what seemed
like a long interval the man fired again
and missed, the second bullet going
through the partition, Before hla first
shot he had run about fifteen feet to meet
the jeweller, as though to make his shoot-
ing sure.

Mrs. Silverman was on her way down
stairs from the kitchen to the rear room
when the second shot waa fired, and she
reached the door in time to get a glimpse
of the thief. Later she agreed with her
husband that he was young and smooth
faced, of middle height, wearing no col-t- ar

and roughly dressed in dark brown,
with a cap. He stuck the smoking pistol
in his pocket and ran out the door, going
north. The avenue woke up with a violent
start and made after him

At the comer of 108th street a police-
man turned the fugitive west and chased
him for two blocks up Fifth avenue He
doubled back to Madiron through 108th
street and dived into the doorway of it
tenement near the corner After that

Poll'-- ha,V " knowledge of his move
ments, lie ran over the roofs
and got out of the block at another point
before it could be surrounded by the re-
serves from the East 101th street station.

Tho man had snatched three sold
watches from the jeweller's window. One
of them was brought into the station
house by a boy who had picked it up along
the lino of tne cnase. Hiiverman valued
the two stolen at ttti. In the window within
arms reach from tho opening were a
number of ornaments or much greater
value than the watches, and the faot that
he took none or these, with his knowledge
or the neighborhood, led the defectives
to nut the robber down for a local bungler.

Silverman waa taken to Harlem Hos-
pital, where tho doctors decided not to
remove the bullet for the present and
sent him to bis home. Deputy Commis-
sioner Dougherty honked into view,
made sure that tho precinct force wns
doing everything properly and lert
Iater two newspaper men saw a youth
lounging on n street corner who answered
the somewhat vague description or the
robber and persuaded him to go with them
to the staion. Ho was taken to the jew-
elry shop, where ho got a clean bill or
morals and was released.

Somebody at the station house formed
a theory Ubat ono or Pickles Berg's pro-
teges waa the guilty man. Pickles being the
gangster or that locality who was ac-
quitted last rail or holding a
boy between himseir and a hostile gang-
ster's pistol. A short time ago he went up
tho river on account or another shooting,
but his gang goes marching on

The will of Margaret Laura Zborowekl,
widow of Count William Elliott Zborowskl,
which disposes of n fortune In this coun-
try, cuts off the two children or her first
husband, the Baron de Sfeurs, at one time
Belgian Minister to this country They
are Margot de Stouts Oberndorff, wife of
the German Ambassador to Austria,
and Huliert do Sfeurs. The Countess
Zborowskl. who died at Canterbury,
England, on July li, was a daughter of
the late William Astor's sister, Allda
Aslor Carey, wife of an Englishman,
and was married to Count Zborowskl, the
crack polo player, in Match, 1M2. the
day after he had got a divorce in South
Dakota from Baron do Steurs on the
ground of cruelty. Her second husband
was killed In an automobile race In Italy
n 1503, the day after he had made his

will leaving S250.000 to his son Louis,
then an Infant, and the residue of his
estate to his wife.

The testator leaves most of her property
in trust to her son Louis, She names
Henry Lewis Morris and David B. Ogden
as executors, and to Mr Morris she leavee

000 "as a small token of deep grati-

to flock to Lexington avenue looking for
work As a result of tho experience the
contracting company asked yesterday
that publicity l given to the fact that
the Public Service Commission has not
yet furnished the surveys to enable the
company to begin work

Travis H. Whitney, secretary of the
commission, said in response that the
blueprint probably will be ready y

and that the surveyors have lieen work-
ing as fast as they could to get the plans
ready. A crew of photographers must
also go over the subway route before
anything is done, because the contract
requires the Bradley company to put
the street in the condition it wah in before
the work beg.in.

Daniel McManus, the company's super-
intendent or construction, said that if
the oflleiol surveys were forthcoming
to-da- y the work of driving shafts will
begin at I hirty-thir- hixty-llrs- t, Lighty-bixt- h

and Ninety-sixt- h streets.
The order to show cause why subway

The Persian authorities, have placed a
price on the heads of the brothers of the
former Shah, who are aiding him In his
revolution.
