This action is regarded by olTloialn
fit tlm Department of Justice as ono of
the mot important instituted liy tho
Government under tho Sherman anti-
trust law and corresponds in tho bitu-
minous coal fields to tho proceedings
of the Government against tho railroads
forming the anthracite coal trust.

The coal region Involved covers the
1'itt'hurR coal district of western Penn-
sylvania, tho Hocking Valley district
of Ohio and the Kanawha district of West
Virginia.

The Government alleges a conspiracy
In restraint of trade whereby independent
cn.il dealers in theso fields are handicapped
by discriminations as to track connec-
tions, distribution of cars and an arbi-
trary freight rate fixed by the defendant
milroads. in combination with other rail-
roads by means of which competition
in transportation is eliminated. The
Oovemment charges further that tho
indpendent companies have been com-
pelled to pay freight bills promptly,
whil.i the subsidiary coal companies
owned by the railroads were permitted
to ow large sums of money for trans-
portation.

An injunction is sought restraining tho
Lake Shore and Michigan Southern Rail-

way from voting its majority control
of stock in the Toledo and Ohio Central
Hallway and the Chesapeake and Ohio
from voting its majority stock in tho
Hocking Valley Railway Company; also
restraining tho Lake Shoro and Michigan
Southern from exercising control over
its subsidiary, the Zanesville and Western
Hallway Company, and restraining both
ioad6 from voting their stock in the sub-
sidiary Kanawha and Michigan Rail-

way, which is jointly owned by tho Lake
Shore and the Chesapeake and Ohio.

In turn it is asked that tho Hocking
Valley and the Toledo and Ohio Central
be restrained from exorcising control
over their subsidiaries tho Sunday Creek
Coal Company. The court is further
asked to enjoin these two roads from
recognizing their guarantee- of the enor-
mous bond issues of tho Kanawha and
Hocking Coal and Coko Company and tho
Continental Cpal Company or from
riMng any control over them by virtue
of their stock holding".

This suit is thn result of an investiga
tion which ha? been carried on by thn
Department of Justice for several months.
Thn first stage of tho merger which led
to the bituminous coal trust as set forth
in the complaint was the organization

th Hocking Valley Railway Company
In I'0S. This concern was tho successor
to thn Columbus, Hocking Valley and
ToMo Railway Company, tho purchase
of which was effected through a reor-ganiiati-

committee under a plan agreed
on by thn security holders of tho old com-
pany and issued by J. P. Morgan fc Co.,
who were tho reorganization manager
ann who afterward became the fiscal
BSnth of the new Hocking Valley Railway
Company

In thn'htatoment of this reorganization
plan it was recited that the principal
l'iiines of tho new Hocking Valley iva
the transportation of bituminous coal
anil that that business was strictly and
Intensely competitive among live com- -

anies and particularly among th? Hook-
ing Valley Railway Company, the Toledo
and Ohio Central Railway Company and
the Columbus, Sandusky and Hocking
Railway Company

Tti statement declared further that
the plan of organization for the newly
formed company should be sufficiently
clastic to admit of their acquisition.

The
capital stock of the coal eompanv. it Is
alleged, was leHislted with J. P. Morgan
A Co as trustees to secure tho fulfilment
of thiw agreements, and they Issued
beneficial certificates of the1 stock so
held. Tim next coal company organized
was the Continental Coal Company, which
purchased coal lands In thn Hocking
district. Thn same plan was followed
as in the case of thn Kanawha and Hook-
ing Coal and Coko Company and the
stock was depoited with J, P. Morgan
A Co.

Thn Ciovernmenl alleges tlmt neither
the Hocking Valley Railway nor the
Toledo and Ohio Central ever purchased
or acquired Interest in any of theso bonds,
Hint their guiirantep was moiely to

tho coal company and that
several thousand dollars of these bond
aro still outstanding with the 'guarantee
recognized.

Fivo railroads, tho Lake Shore and
Michigan Southern, the Chesapeake and
Ohio, the Haltimore and Ohio, the Krln
nnd tho Pittsburg, Cincinnati, Chicago
ann ni. Lotus naiiroad, Known as the
trunk lino syndicate, purchased thn stock
of the Hocking Valley Railway and secured
control of the transiiortation of bituminous
coal from these fields. This coutrol con-
tinued from 100.1 until March r. into. In
lnol the officials of the trunk lino syndi-
cate incoriorated thn Sunday Creek Com-
pany, a merger of the coal properties of
the subsidiary ooal companies controlled
by tho Hocking Valley Railway Com-
pany. This company controlled more
than 100,000 acres ol coal land, including
about fifty mines anil some 3.V) coke
ovens. The Hocking Valley company
took control of tho Sunday Creek Com-
pany and bus run its nftairs slnco then.
the coal company bcinu. the Government
allege, a mere bureau or thn railroad.
in two as thn result or a suit oroucnt tv
the Stato of Ohio against tho Hocking
Valley Hallway this company was ousted
from control of Its coal subsidiaries.

After many meetincs of tho oftlc als of
the trunk line syndicate it wus agreed on
March 1?, 1010. that the Lake Shoro and
Michigan Southern and tho Chesapeake
nnd Ohio should take over the Hocking
Valley Railway Company and its (sub
sidiaries. This was done nnd the merged
roads and coal interests have since been
operated by these two roads in mutual
agreement.

The Government alleges that In its
business tho Hocking Valley and its sub
sidiary roads havo guaianteed the oredit
of these coal properties, have discrimi
nated in tavor or tiiom ngumsi otner
shiptxirs in tho furnishing of track facil-
ities, switches nnd cars' have made large
bond issues to secure equipment exclu
sively for their use and have failed to
collect enormous freight hijls from these
coal companies, while they demanded
prompt payment trom incienueni opera-
tors.
