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ROOSEVELT TAKES

ALL THE BLAME

Would Have Failed in His Duty

Had He Not Helped

Stop the Panic.

STEEL DEAL HELPED GREATLY

Knew Ha Would Be Attacked

When Danger Wis Over by

Those Who Had Been Saved.

Theodore Roosevelt went
to the City Hall yesterday at the Invita-
tion of the Congress committee on eteol
to tell what part he played and why In
the acquisition of the Tenneceoe Coal and
Iron Company by the United States Steel
Corporation. He came without a subpoena
tn rceponso to a letter from Chairman A.

0 Stanley. He was on the witness stand
nearly two hours without being sworn,
as other witnesses were. He slapped the
table with his palm at times, his jaw
napped at intervals and his testimony
was never without emphasis. Frequently
Us voice showed tho unevenness that is
evident when the Colonel is amused.

I wish it distinctly understood," said
he at one time with espeoial grlmness,
that T acted purely on my own initiative

and that the responsibility for the act
was solely mine."

Two metaphors WOT6 used by Col.
Rooeevelt to illustrate his action.

"If I were on a sailboat," said he,
should not ordinarily meddle with any
of the gear, but if a sudden squall struck
uk and the main sheet jammed so that
tho boat threatened to oapsise t would un
hesitatingly cut the main sheet, even
though 1 were sure that the owner, no
matter how grateful to me at the moment
for having saved his life, would a few
weeks later, when ho had forgotten his
danger and his fear, decide to sue me for
tho value of the cut rope."

And acnin he said:
"If a fire were coming down a row of

buildlne nnd if a man at tho end of the
row owned property that wasn't burning
I rhould expect him to turn in and help
put out tho fire, partly because he hod a
kindly filing for his neighbors end
partly because ho wanted to boo his own
houso saved But I don't want him to
analyze his mixed motives

T W.W very much interested In your
reference to the sailboat," said Mr. Little-

"In the midst of the storm," responded
Mr Hoosevelt, "It would not bo posstblo
fer any ono to get hold by mistake of a
tov that was not attached to tho sail."

"In tho fall of IWT," ho startod, "there
were severe business disturbances and
financial stringency, culminating in a
panic, w hlch urobo in .'ei York and spread
over the country.

"The damage uctually done was great.
and damage threatened was incalculable.
Thanks largely to the action of the Gov
ernment, tho panio was stopped boforo.
instead of being merely serious business
check, it becamo a frightful and nation
wide calamity, u disaster fraught with
untold misery and woe to all our people
for several days tho nation trembled on
the brink of such a calamity, of suoh a
disaster, as you gentlemen doubtless re
member.

"During thoso days both the Secretary
of the Treasury and I personally wore In
hourly communication with New lorlt,
following every change In the situation
and trying to anticipate every develop
ment. It was tho obvious duty of tho
Administration to take every step possible
to prevent appalling disaster by check
ing the spread of tho panio before It grew
so that nothing could oheck It, and events
moved with such speed that it was neces
sary to decide and to act on the instant
as each successive crisis arose if the

and action were to accomplish any
thing.

PRICK AMD GABY CALL.

The Secretary of the Treasury took
various actions, some on his own initia-
tive, some by my direction. Late one
evening I was informed that two repre
sentatlves of the Steel Corporation wished
to see me early the following morning, tho
precise object nor, being named.

competition- - not that this would repre
snt what could honestly be said but what
might recklessly and untruthfully be said.

They further Informed mo that ai
matter of fact the policy of the company
has been to decline to acquire more than
00 per cent of the steel properties, nnd that
this purpose has been perseveiecl In for
several years past, with the object of pre
venting these accusations, anil ns a matter
of fact their proportion of Meel properties
has slightly decreased, so that It Is below
this 00 per cent., and the acquisition of the
property in question will not raise It above

0 per cent Hut they feel that it is im
mensely to their interest, as to me imeresi
of nerv respoiislb o business man. to try
to prevent a panic and general Inuuslrlal
smushup at this time, and that they nro
nilling to go Into tins transaction, which
they would not otherwise co Into, because It
seems the opinion or those uest lilted to e
press Judgment In New York that It will he
an Imnortant factor In preventing a break
that might be ruinous, ana mat tins nas
been urged upon them by the combination
of the most responsible banners in,.New
York whoarenow thus engaged In endeavor
Intr to save the situation.

CAR STRIKE RIOTS

IN BROOKLYN

Complete Tieup on Smith
Street and Franklin

Avenue Lines.

STRIKE WITHOUT WARNING

A Day of Disorder on Park Slope

and Nobody In Town to

Act as Mayor.

The Coney Island and Brooklyn Railroad
Company has been known as "the street
car company that never had a strike,"
but it has a nasty ono now. Most of the
400 conductors nnd motormen on three of
its four lines quit work at 4 o'clock yes-
terday morning. Every car that tried
to move thereafter was scarred by bottles.
bricks and paving blooks. v

A passenger and four strike breakers
were so badly hurt that hospital doctors
attended them. There were many arrest
and three strikers who threw things were
sent to the workhouse for Ave days apiece.

Tho lines tied up are the Smith street
line from Brooklyn Bridge to Coney
Island, Fran kiln avenue from Williamsburg
Bridge to Coney Island, Hamilton Ferry
lino from Hamilton Ferry to the Smith
street line. Tho company also operates
tho Do Kalh avenue line, but Its men are
affiliated with the Knights of Iabor and
have an agreement to stick.

The strikers demand on Increase from
13 cents to 25 cents on hour for the regular
men and from 81.75 to S2 a day for the
"trippers," or extra men, There are
other demands which the men say they'll
waive If they get the wa?o Increase.
The company offered to grant them the.
sUding scale of wages now In force on
the B. B. T., but the offer was refused

At 11 o'clook last night a strong arm
squad of forty-eig- policemen, recruited
from Headquarters and several precincts,
was assigned to strike duty. To the Smith
street car barns went thirty men heaiel
by Ajax Whitman and his little six foot
brother Nathan and by Charley Steinert
and Jim Byrne, all with records as eager
wallopers. Mike Conlln took flvo men
to the headquarters of tho street railway
company, at De Kalb avenue nnd Frank
lin street. Patrolman Loew guided seven
to the Park Circle, whore they will also
be ready to mix in nny trouble on the
Coney Island loop.

It was decided to start cars running
at 0:30 o'clock this morning. The strong
arm cops cither will be aboard them
or will follow in automobiles readv to
jump out and grab bottle throwers.

THE SCF.NB OK TIIK FI0IITINO.

Tho scene of practically all of the riot-
ing was Ninth street from tho Gowanus
Canal up the usually placid Park Slope
to Seventh avenue. The riot centre was
at Third avenue nnd Ninth street, where
the union has Its headquarters In a brick
building over McICenna's saloon. The
littlo lawn In front of the building was
packed with strikers and half grown boys,
who kept dodging back through an area-wa- y

and returning with bricks, cobble-

stones and bottles. Old newspapers lay
flapping on tho lawn ns if blown thero by
the wind, but under oach sheet lay half
bricks and stones, some of them visible
to anybody who looked that wjy, but
undisturbed by tho police.

Whenever a Smith street car, with a
strike breaker foro nnd aft and some
times ono amidships, camo whirring up
or down past the brick building it was
showered with missiles. The windows
of closed cars were smashed, the wood-

work of open ones was gashed and bat-

tered, The crew ducked like African
dodgers, but tho faces of sovoial strike
breakers were smeared with blood when
they had shot past that nest of hornets,
One motorroon who had come clanging
down tho slope In ft car that hod got that
far unmolested turned on full power
and crawled under the front seat. The
