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GOLD ItOPUERlES AltE FEW.

Thieves net Mltle f Mineral Wraith Sent
nut From Alaska.

From Ihe Statttr Timt$.
Out of about 1200,000.000 of fold which

has been shipped out of Alaska to the
of this port only about $200,000 has

been in the'hands of thlevea, and of this
amount tha bulk has been restored to Its
proper ownera.

That not a bad showing when one stops
to consider tho fact that tho great masa of
thin gold travels without any particular
safeguard nnd without any armed men
sitting about it while la' In transit. It

a very good guarantee that the men of
Alaska and of the Seattle waterfront are
about aa honest thn rest of the world.

Of course we have a "gold robbery" every
year or ao. Tha men who have the opppor- -
tunltles to put their handa upon the vaat
nuantitiea of yellow metal which comes
down from the north every year would not
he human some of them did not yield to
temptation. And theso men certainly con
tain some red blooded humans in the

Hut the proportion of gold which has
actually passed Into the possession ot and
been retained by thieves has been small
as to actually mako the men responsible
for the safe passage of the Kohl from tho
camps In the north to the assay ofllco In
Seattle almost criminally careless,

ln tho Eastern Htntes when It become
necessary to transport a large sum of money
from ono point to another It is csronen
through the streets from the hank to the
railway station by men armed with repeat-
ing rifles sitting upon thn chests In which
the money securely locked.

In Alaska the gold Is mcltsd Into bricks by
the batiks in the financial centres of thn
mining camps. These bricks am placed
In rough wooden boxes, boxes aio
placed In the purser's room upon n river
steamer on the Yukon, From there they
are transferred to n bnggnge enr tho
railway at Whltehorse. At Skagway they
are again transferred to a fiurscr's room
and In Seattle they are loaded upon an
express wagon to be transferred to the
assay office.

During most of the Journey from the
gold fields of the Yukon to thn assay office
In Seattle they havo had only thn casual
attention of one man as their guard. This
man may nriy not have a revolver In bis
pocket and he must eat and sleep occa-
sionally. During those times the gold Is
left almost entirely without a guardian.

a strange thing that more of It hns
not stolen, nnd wo say It speaks
volumes for tho general honesty of the
people who come into contact with the
great quantity of this pfedous metal that
less than n thousandth part of thn ship-
ments of gold from Alaska to Seattle have
been tampered with.
