NEW YORK Y. €. FLEET HAS
LIVELY RACE TO NEWPORT,

Morton . Mant's Schooner Outsalls Weat-
ward on the Wind and Captures Rear
Commodore's Cup- Istalena Wins In
Sloop Class -Good Test for Yachts,

Newponrt, R. 1., Aug. o - Morton F.
Plant's Flena won the fifth and last
squadron run of the New York Yacht Club
eruine. She not only won in her class,
defeating the Westward 2 minutes 20 sec-
onds actual time, byt she also captured
4o rear commodore’s cup for schooners
of the first division. The race was satled
in a freah wind and rather lumpy sea
The wind blaw about thirteen miles an
hour, and as the course was from Wilkes
lodge buoy to the Vinevard Sound light-
ship and then to Brenton's Reef lightship
the yachts bad the best test of the season,
The wind was soyth southwest, which gave
them windward work to the lightship and
then a reach with the wind abeam to the
finiah.

Elena won the race w hen on the wind, She
gradually drew away from the Westward
and showed conclusively that under such
conditions <he is the better vacht turning
to windward  She had the best position
at the atart, and although Westward footed
faster Elena pointed higher and footed
fast enough to increase her lead. It waa
A very pretty flght for the ten miles on
the wind. Flena., Westwarnl, Irolita and
Enchantress worked in short tacks into
the Islands that separate Buzzarda Bay
from Vineyvard Sourkd and Elena made
the ten milea in 1 Lour 18 minutes. On
the wind she defeqred Westward 2 minutes

32 seconda. Heaching in for seventeen
miles to the finish Westward gained thres
seconds.

In the next class of sclhinoners [rolita
won from the Enchantress and Endymion,
but Irolita was outsailed by the Elena
‘and Westward in the race for the rear
commodore’'s cups

Ariel defeated Endymion in a special

race very easily In the aaxiliary class
Iris on account of her hig time allowance
won, but the race betwesn lutrepid and
Atlantic wa4 a rounsing one. Intrepld got
the better of tha start awd held the lead to
the weather mark  Then Atlantie over-
hauled Intrepid, on corrected time
Intrepid beat her,

Katrina defeated the Sensca and Taor-
mina. At the start Taormina bore down
on Vagrant and then when Mr. Vandarbilt
called for room luffed and the end of Taor-
mina‘'s boom caught the head stay of Va-
grant, It was some time before it was

cleared and Taormina sailed about towing |

the smaller schooner. This  hanpened
under the eyes of the committee and Taor-
mina was disqualified. In the next class
Vagrant defeated Miladi and In a special
clasa she defeated Darviah,

Istalena won in the sloop clase, defeating
Hester. She also defeated Dorello in a
special. Cara Mia won from Windward,
which was handicapped ten minutes, at the
start In the class P race, but was beaten by
Corinthian in u special race. The thirty
footer race was won by the Howdy. Cara
Mia sailed a good race and succeeded in
capturing the commodore's cup for the
second division of sloops, with Rowdy
second and Phyrne third, The Istalena
won the race for the first division, with
Avenger second and Adventuress third.

There am nineteen yachts entered for
the Astor cup racea, which will be sailed
forto-morrow. Thereare twoof these cups,
on* valued at #1,000 for achooners and one
of $500 for sloops, These are presented
each year by Col. John Jacob Astor. The

the Vineyard Sound lightship.  Outside
the wind for a short time was a little lighter,
but there was a lumpy sea, which was
bothersome to the smaller vessols of the
fleet. The Istalena was the first to reach
the light vessel. She had done well on the
ten miles of windward work and she took
the starboard tack as soon as she could
fetch, and preparations were made at
once to change head sail. SBhe passed
the light vessel with Ita grim red hull at
11:34:36, and at once sent aloft a reaching
Jib topsail.

| M. M. Butier, Russell A, Field and George
| Robertson Leave for Detroit—Pro-
posed That Rellability Drivers Need
Not Register— Pardington on Scering

M. Butler, chairman of the A. A. A,
contest board, Russell A, Fleld, asslatant
secretary-teasurer of the Manufacturers
Contest.  Asaociation; (leorge Robertaon,
president of the Motor Racing Drivers
Association and officials of other organiza-
tions left this city yeaterday for Detroit
to attend a meeting of the general rules
committes of the Manufacturers Contest
Amsoclation to be lLeld thers on Friday of
this week. The meeting s bound to result
in many changes of the rulea that now
wovern raciug and kindred contests in thia
country. A list of questions was lasued
to members of the M, (. A, and to others
Intereated in the sport and industry whioh
touch dpon & number of things that have
been maid to be wrong with contests,

Mr. Butler has prepared a number of
snggeations which he will submit at the
mesting. One is that Rule 88 of the now exist-
ing rules, which requires all drivers to be
registered, should be amended so as to
exampt those drivers who competa In re-
liabllity contests. The registration of
drivers was primarily intended to ocover
raving drivers and its extomsion to the
driver in rellability contests seoma un-
necessary, There has been much opposition
to this rule in minor localitles where re-
liablllty contesta have been competed
in by dealers and private owners of cars

Another point which Mr. Butler will dis-
cuns {8 that which relates to the refusal of
certain manufacturers to regiater their cara.
The entry list of many a contest has been
|nﬂ|-1u‘d by this and has been a source of

worriment to promoters. Mr. Butler sug-
gests that inasmuch as there Is a Clasa “(*
contest in racing, It is reasonable to estab-
lish & Grade “V® reliability contest a= a
| non-atock contest, or one in which stock
qualifications as to registration, &o., could
be omitted,

A. KR. P'ardington, a former cliairman of
the A. A A racing board, makes the follow-
ing suggestions: “A llst of the scores and
methigd of scorin lengthy races be sub-
rulll--‘ﬁ to the Contest loard for approval,
nlong with the names of the officiala, the
timing apparatus and the method used in
scoring. * * * Mechanics to ba carried In
all races of 250 miles or over. * ® & Aj]
mechanienl repairs and adjustments be
made by plt men or the relief orew of the
car in races longer than 250 milea, * @
