An order was adopted by the Public
Rervice Commission in the early part
of July directing the receivers of the
different street railroad systoms 1o issue
transfers from one line to another and |
to notify the commission by August
10 whether or not they would ohey tho
order.

The receivers of tha companica will
obey the order, but they have decided
to carry out the transfer command of
the commission by charging 3 cenis
mere to a pasaenger deairing to transfer
from one line to an intersecting line and
an additional charge of 2 cents, thus
making a joint charge of 10 cents, for
a second transfer. The plan is one that
has been worked out by Frederick W, ‘
Whitridge, the receiver of the Third|
Avenue Hailroad Company, and it is|
understood at the offices of the commis- |
sion that the other companiesa have al-|

ready agreed or will agree to it so far|

There is much less of overs)
crowding and of the so-called strap hanging |
complained of in former years, and com- |
plaints from patrons are fewer than ever
before. If the management is permitted
to continue its present policy it will he able
to maintain tha equipment, tracks, huoild-
ings, &c., at their presant high standard
to the great convenience of the public, |
while on the other hand il the revenue per
passenger is to be materially reduced and
the cvat of operation increased there nust
necessarily be a diminution in the nat earn-
