IAGTGR FINNEY'S PREMONITION

HOTEL CARLTON FIRE VICTIM
THOUGHT HE'D DIE SOON.

Had Made His Will and Ordered His Ashes
Placed With Those of His Mother
~Meeame Confused as He Sought

&pacial Cabla Dexpateh fo TRAE SUN.

loxpoN, Aug. 10.—The Carlton Hotel
was the scene of activity throughout the
day becauss of the number of guesta re-
turning to claim their belongings. Viewed
| from the etreets there was nothing to
1 indicate the extent ¢f the fire with the ex-
eoption of the windows on the sixth floor,
which are oval shaped portholes. Thera
was only one broken window visible, and
that was on the fifth floor. There are
no traces of smoke or water on the ex-
terior of the building.

The official report on the fire was issued
this morning. It rays:

“Fire 7:11 at Carlton Hotel, Pall Mall,
which is a building of nine floors, 200 by
150 feet. About 400 rooms used for resi-
dential purposes. ‘The serving shaft
from the basement to the top floor and
about two-thirds of the sixth floor and
threa-quarters of the seventh floor were
severely damaged by the fire. Part of
the roof was burnt off.

“Jameson Lee Finney, 48 years old
(American actor), burnt to death. W.
Fall, about 40 years old, cut about the
head. Sir David Harris burnt about the
right hand. A man and A woman, ages
not known, injured and partly suffocated.
His Majesty's Theatre was damaged by
water.”

The body of Mr. Finney has been re-
moved to the Westminster mortuary and
the inquest will be held on Saturday.

Just how Mr. Finney met his death is
conjectural, but it is known that he might
have escaped had he been better ac-
quainted with the hotel. His body was
found in the lavatory completely nude
and a considerable distance from his
own room. It is thought that he was
taking a bath when the fire started
and the alarm was given and that he left
the bathroom and went out into the hall-
wav. ‘The hallway, which by that time
waa filled with smoke, led to the stairs
by which the actor might have fled to
pafety.

Five feet to the right in the haliway
lav the stairs, but Mr. Finney turped
to the left and stumbled into the lavatory.
where he was probahly overcome by the
fumes,

Golding Bright, who was a friend of
Mr. Finney, says that the American
actor had a premonition of death and
that he had made his will a few woeks
ago and had arranged for the interment
of his ashes with those of his mother

Mr. Finney appointed Ada Dwyer
executrix to see that his wishes are car-
ried out. The remains of the actor will
be cremated and his ashes will be sent
to the United States. )

In going through the hotel this evening
it was found that Mr. Finney's room was
very little damaged. The lavatory where
the body was found was burned, but the
door leading into the inner compart-
ment was not touched by the flames.
Finney was separated from safety only
by an unlocked door. )

¥ LoxpoN, Aug. 10.- To-uight's action
of the House of Lords opened a new page
in the constitutional history of England.
By o vote of 131 to 114 the peers acoepted
the Commons bLlii  providing for their
practical extinetlon so for as interferenoce
with legislation pertaining to money
affaira is concorned.  The greater number
of the Lords did not vote, but 131 peers,
by a majority of 17 entirely changed
the character of a house which under
slightly varying names for nearly a thous-
and years haa been an essential part of the
British Legislatire,

The most dramatic part of the evening
was when Lord Morley vielded 1o the
insistence of the Opposition to say to
what extent the Government had the
King's consent to make new peers instead
of revealing it later in the debate or not
at all. It was this! probably that de-
cided the result for the Government.
The regular supperters of the Govern-
medt, which were about eighty-six, were
increased by fourteen Bishops, Lord
Rosebery aud about thirty Unionists,

The utmost solemnity prevailed
throughout the session. Lord Morley
read twice the statement that the King
had consented to the ereation of as many
peers as might be found necessary to
meet the demands of the Government,
and after that came the speeches. They
were of little moment and the only ques-
tion was how the division was to go.

Lord Hosebery calmly and persia-
sively urged the peers to let the bill go
through as it had been sent back to them
by the House of Commons shorn of all
