consider all such suggestions. 1 also caused
the Corporation Counsel to organize a draft-
ing committes out of his stafl to lick every-
thing into scientifie shape

The matter was published in the news-
papers, and the fact was stated that we de-
sired all the outside assistance we could get,
But the summer and the fall passed without

At the request of all the Borough Preal-
denta 1 had the provision of the Hammond
charter putting the Borough Presidents
out of the Hoard of Estimate dropped, and
yot 1 am bound to say that I think that
provision in the Hammond charter and
that recommendation by the lvins com-
mission was sound. The Borough Presi-
dents are administrative ofMcers, and it |s
a principle of government that those who
spend the money should not have a volce
in the appropriation of it.
