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The New Representatives.
Erio county is tho first to press its

claims for a tdinre in tho allotment of
seats in t.ie House of Representatives
under the new apportionment law. Of
the bix seats pained by the State, Buffalo
demands one. Equally urgent appeals
on befialf of Monroe, and Westchester
are certain to follow. Yet on tho face
of tho census figures tho right of tho
four counties of this town to all six
Beats is hardly debatable.

At the census of 1010 the population of
Erio county was 528,085, and tho county
under tho previous apportionment held
twq,8cats iu tho House of Representa-
tive .Tho ratio for tho new apportion
ment is approximately 212,000. If Erie
were to have three seats tho local ratio
would ba 178,328, or 36,000 less than tho
State ratio: if it wcro to have two tho re
mender would bo 101,000, or less than
half it ratio.

The population of Queens and Brook
lyn combined in 1010 was 1,018,302. Under
any arrangement. these counties would
be entif led to nine scats and there would
be a remainder of about 10,000. Tho
population of New York and Richmond
at the same census was2.818.401. If New
York ahd Richmond were to have four-

teen members tho ratio for these coun
ties would bo Ml.fiOO, as compared with
17fi,32S for Erie if tho latter should get
three Representatives.

Obviously tho right of New York
county to fourteen seats with a ratio
of 204,600 is much clearer than (hat of
Erie to three with a ratio of but 170,328.

As for Monroe, its population in 1010

was 283,212 and it had one seat. To
double its representation would bo to
decrease the ratio to 141,000, a far less
equitable basis than Erin's and not to be
compared with New York's. Tho popu--

of practically s, iiafjs 0f is
bamo as that of Monroe, 2S3,ftVj, so tho
same would obtain there.

On the face, of situation New York
city is entitled to the six additional
seats, which would make its represen-
tation twenty-thre- e in a delegation of
forty-thre- e. Its ratio would then bo
above 207,000, nnd that for tho rest
of tho State 217,000. Under tho lust
apportionment the city's ratio was 220,-00- 0

and the Stato'n lOl.nno, a difference
of 35,000, against. 10,000 this year under
the plan suggested. As New York city
is giowing far moro rapidly than the
rest of the State tho slight disparity
would bo overcome in a year or two ut
the most.

Pojitienl considerations may interfere
to deprive this city of its proper share

the increased representation, but
with u Democratic legislature this is
unlikely. Partisan protests against
such an arrungement from the Repub-

Thus 58 per cent, of an increase of
t.vit.ooo.ouo appears in our accounts
with our neighbors of the Western
Hemisphere, and 12 per cent, in the ac-

count with the rest of the world. Sales
to tin rope in 1910 wero practically the
same as the sales of 1001, and the increase
in 1011 over 1010 Is represented entiroly
by the higher price of raw cotton. As-

suming, as we may, that the average
price of merchandise was higher in 1911

than in 1901, it is fair to infer that our
general trade in that part of tho world
has actually declined when measured
on a basis of quantity. There have
been gnins in some lines and losses in
other lines, but on t)m whole there ap-

pears to have been n shrinkage, Tho
special cause, of course, is smaller ship
ments of foodstuffs. In thosu articles
there has been a shrinkage of ncurly
.2,ooo,ooo in the uccount wfih tho
United Kingdom alone. Measured in
value, one-ha- lf of our European sales
consists of raw cotton nnd copper in pigs,
ingots and bars. One-thir- d of the re-

mainder is represented by mineral oil,
tobacco, lumber, leather, naval stores,
machinery, fruit and nuts, furs and fur
skins. All this helps in our general
business, but it is far from tho most
prolltuhln way of disposing of our sur-

plus products. Of the $2iVf,000,nno gain
in .North America swi,(JOU,nno is round
in the uccount with Canada, $35,000,000
in the Cuban nnd $25,000,000 in tho Mexl
can account. Sales to the? flvo repub
lics of Central America amounted to
neurly $13,000,000 last year, an increase
of too per cent, in ten years. If peaco
can bo established in that unhappy re
gion there is no reason why our sales in
1921 should not reach $30,000,000 to

Tho opproval of the pending
treaties would be n long step in that
direction.

For the first time sales to South Amer
ica exceeded $100,000,000. Comparing
1911 with 1001, sales to Argentina nd- -
vaneed from $11,500,000 to $44,000,000,
Hrazil from $11,700,000 to $27,200,000,

Chile from $5,300,000 to $12,000,000, Peru
from $.1,100,000 to $5,000,000, nnd Uru
guay Irom $1,000,000 to $5,300,000. The
accounts with the other nations of tho
Southern continent show Increases.
Through several official and other
agencies lhe trado opportunities in
South America are being presented to
tho producers in this country with vis-

MLLIOSS IS FARMING.

Washinoto.v. Auk. 10. The preliminary
bulletins and dlstriot reports on the agri
cultural industries of tho country now
being Issued by the Bureau of tho census
are an assurance that tho complete re-

turns showing the sum total of farm values
wilt Jolt severely that favorite assertion of
demagogues that eight or ten individuals
own 80 or 90 per cent, of all the wealth
of the United States. It will probably
be several weeks and it may bo several
months before the returns are finally made
up. but from the matter thus far received
it is a fair lnforenee that several millions
of farmers are the owners of at least,

of our national wealth.
A recently issued bulletin summarizes

the general farm data for the States of
the north Atlantic division. That inoludes
Now England. New York. Now Jersey and
Pennsylvania. In that district there are
C53.M3 farms, of which 420.748 are opor
atcd by owners, 11S.878 by tenants and
14,107 by managers. Of those operated
by their owners a little more than 60 per
cent, aro freo from mortgage, the re
mainder lielng in some degree enoura
bored. Tho value of these properties,
including land, buildings. Implement and
animals, la approximately $4,000,000,000.

The details as far as they have been pub-

lished indicate that the value of all such
property throughout the united Btatea
will bo not far short of and may even
exceed the huice total of $40,000,000,000.
The total as shown by the census of ten
yearsago wm 120,600,000,000. Preliminary
reports have been made on conditions
In some of the great fanning States of the
West. From these may be selected seven
of tha leaders. Minnesota. Missouri, Kan
sas, Wisconsin, Nebraska, Illinois and
California. In these States there are
about 1,250,000 farms, the total value of
which, with their appurtenances and
stock, amounts to about $15,000,000,000, or
about three-quarte- rs of the total value of
all the farms and farm property in tne en
tire country ten years ago.

South Dakota's farm land and buildings
are, now valued at $1,000,000,000. an In
creaaeof 36. percent. In ten years. North
Dakota shows $823,000,000, an Increase of
314 Dor cent. Those are exclusive of im
plements and stock. Other States show
a similar Increase, but on a far smaller
scale. Kentuoky shows $eso,000,000 in
land, buildings and Implements. Oregon
Colorado. North Carolina. Tennessee,
Qeorgia and Virginia are on the list with
farm properties of a total value of half a
billion dollars, mora or leas, In each. The
nnlv noasible conclusion from the evi
donee available at present Is that the total
when It is made up and reported will show
an enormous Inorease and reach a stu
nendous sum. An estimate from an in
complete tabulation Indicates that the
increase in the number or farms nas iveen

norhaos 10 or 12 per cent., but the value
of tho property has practically doubled.

There are farmers wno are oor ana
others who are rich and still others wh
are scattered all along the way between
those conditions. Th industry ss a whole
has evidently piled up dollars until those
encased in It nre to be regarded as on.

These same commissioners purchased a
site for a new city lull, agreed with an archl
tect for compensation In the erection of a
very expensive building awsy In excess or
what competition would have produced,
and then promptly got Into difficulties oter
whether It should be built by dty labor or
contract. They now find themselves In the
unenviable position ot having purohased
property snd agreed to erect a magnificent
atruotura without having the money to pay
for It, snd under the charter it will require
an additional six months before another
vote of the people can be taken upon another
bond iaaue.

We have seen ths Mayor snnounclngihlm
self as oppoaed to the curtailment of saloon
hours (and he a Congregational minister at
that), snd st the eleventh hour, and within
fifteen minutes of the time when tha vote
was to be taken upon tha ordinance
changing front and voting to shorten the
hour. Was he afraid of a recall? .

Theaa are but h few of the circumstances
that have arisen during our latest experiment
in municipal government, and I dare ssy
that If a vote were taken an
overwhelming majority would vote for
return to the old government, bad as It
was.

With the excentlon of the word "felony"
substituted for the word "misdemeanor"
this section linn been In the penal code for
some time, and I take it that as Ibis In a
State low n person procuring a license to
carry a pistol, say In this city, could travel
to anv part of tho Htnte without having to
tnko out Another license.

In France nt tlio
present moment tlio Chamber of Depu-
