The only troublesnme matters now in
the way of the adjournment are the state-
hood resolution and the cotton bill. 1In
line with the plana for an adjournment
Thursday Senator La Follette proposed
in open Senate to-day that an agreement
be made by unanimous consent to vote
on the cotton bill Wadnesday, August 18,
Senator Overman of North l"arnlinn. who
im opposing the measure, objected. Sen-
ator La Fo latte announced that he wou d
renew his requeat later and served notice
on Mr. Overman that he would ask the
Sanate to take up and continue the con-
aideration of the cotton bill until it was
disposed of.

The wool hill finally agreed upon by
the conference committes is a victory
for La Follette. kt is an out and out
protective measure to which the Demo-
crats have finally subwcribed. The origi-
nal Underwood bill carried a duty of 20
{w-r cent. on raw wool and the La Follatte
nill which passsd the Senate assessed
an average duty of 85 per cent. La
Follette and his insurgent band stuh-
bornly refused to drop below 28 per cent
and holding the balance of Fower they
were able to force the hand of the Demo-
Crata,

Chairman Underwood of the House
Ways and Means Committee also will
be denied the honor of being known as
the author of the new measure, for in-
stead of being called the Underwood bhill
it is to be known simply as an act to amend
the Payne tariff law. Instead of becom-
ing effective on January 1, 1912, the new
act will go into effeot on Sunday, October
1 next, provided it receives the approval
of the President. The date originally
fixed in both bills was January 1, but Mr.
L.a Follette insisted that the effective date
be set earlier or by September 1. On
the suggestion of Mr. iley, however,
October 1| was fixed.
