WASHINGION, Aug, 22 - The session of

Congress which ended to-day was one
of the most economical in our history,
according to a statement made to-dayv '
in the House by Representative John J

Fitzgerald of New York, chairman of
the House Committes on  Appropri-
ations, Mr. Fitzgerald said that no other

session had run so long and appropri-
ated sa little money.
