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DISTRIFT ATTORNEY WHITMAN
THE LAST WITNENSS.

Prosecution Devotes Hself to Showing
That His Confession Was Genunine
Dougherty  Tells of  Questioning

the Prisoner and Watehing His Palse,

The confession made to the police by
Paul fieidel, the bellboy on trial before
Judge Crain in General Sessions for the
murder of W. H. Jackson at the Iroquois
Hotel, was driven home to the jury yes-
terday by every witnesa called by Assist-
ant District Attorney Nott. (ommis-
sioner Dougherty, James Hamill, the
stenographer, and finally District Attor-
ney Whitman told what they coulderecol-
lect of the confession. The notea taken
by Commissioner Dougherty in his office
while Geidel was talking were read by
Mr. Nott to the jury. Geidel's signed con-
fession was placed in evidence. After
Diatriot Attorney Whitman had testified
the prosecution rested and the case was
adjourned until Monday.

The session opened yesterday with a
oontinuation of the croas-examination
of Lieut. Dominick Riley by James A.
Gray, counsel for the defence. Lieut.
Riley said that while he was sitting out-
side the Grand Jury room with Geidel
the boy said to him that there was some-
thing he had forgotten when he made his
statement to Commissioner Doygherty.
He forgot to tell him, said Geidel, that
vefore he left Mr. Jackson's room by way
of the bathroom window he went to the
bathtub and washed his hands. He dried
them, he said. on Mr. Jackson's pajamas.

James Finan, who was Commissioner
Dougherty's chauffeur the day following
the death of Mr. Jackson, was another
policeman to whom Geidel talked at the
entrance to the Grand Jury room. Finan
sald that Geidel said to him *1 wish I were
out of this. I thought | waa going to come
cut of it all right when I read in the papers
that they hadn’t been able to trace the
label on the bottle. I knew I had made‘a
mistake when 1 found | had forgotten
that bottle. 1 felt better when I read that
in the paper.”

Second Deputy Police Commissioner
Dougherty followed Finan. He said
that when he went into the flat at 247
West Fiftieth street, where Geidel roomed,
Geidel surmised at once that he and those
with him were policemen. *Before 1
had said a word to him.," said Commis-
sioner Dougherty, “he said ‘You are
policemen.'” Commissioner Dougherty
told of his conversation with Geidel
at the house before taking him to Head-
quartérs and of the admissions he made

later at Hend(!unrteru He had been
warned of his rights, said Commissioner
Dougherty, before he began his state-
ment. Commissioner Dougherty had
taken down in long hand the more im-
ﬂ.lnl. statements made by Geidel and
ese notes were produced and read to

lh. jury by Mr. Nott. They had been
read to Geidel, the Commissioner said,
and Geidel's signature was at the end.
Commissioner Dougherty also told of
the continuation of the confession which
was made after the arrival of District
Agtorney Whitman and a stenographer.
On cross-examination Mr. Dougherty

" sald that while he was questioning Geidel

in the flat he kept a finger on the boy's
pulee to find out “what condition he was
in.” The pulee, he gaid, was very rapid.

James Hamill, the stenographer, was
the next witness. He had with him the
stenographic notes which he had taken
while Geidel was making his statement
and was allowed to refer to them to re-
fresh his memory. His memory needed
but little ral‘roahlng With little hesi-
tation he repeated in the form of question
and answer Geidel's story

District Attorney Whitman, whose suite
adjoined that of Mr. Jackson in the Iro-

uois, said that he did not know Mr.

ackeon, bt that he knew Geidel as one

of the emplovees of the hotel. When he
entered Commissioner Dougherty s office
after Geidel's arrest he said that he asked
Geidel if he remembered bim, “Oh, yes,”
answered the bellboy, “1 know you.”
Then. said the District Attorney, he
warned the hoy of his rights and Geidel

reisted that he wanted totell his story

While
he was away Mrs. Whitman was alone
in the apartment. In his confessiog Gaidel
spoke of thinking he heard some one
walking down the hall after Mr. Jackson
was quiet and of opening the door to look
out.

Thomas F. Curtayne, manager of the
hotel, was recalled for a moment by Mr.
Nott to describe the bolt on Mr. Jackson's
door. He said that it worked independ-
ently of the latch and lock and that it eould
not alid back from the outside. In his
confession Geidel said that he entered the
rooms by wayv of the bathroom window
because, although he had a key it would
not work

Says He Threw Away His Last Chanee for
Patronage by Voting as He Did.

CANAJOHARIE, N. Y., Aug. 25.—Repre-
sentative Theron Akin makes another
dash into the limelight in the following
statement, which he hands out in explana-
tion of his action as an independent
Republican in voting for a revision of
the wool schedule at the recent session
of Congress.
