Mr. Trncewpll
passed on the question nt tho request of
Secretary of ARi iculture Wilson, and

that thorp wprp no funds for the
purpose. The decision was vpry much
of n shock to Prof. WIUIs Moore, for Ills
bureau has been making selsmological
investigations for years without any
question being talced n to its riglit to
do so,

In submitting the question to Hip Comp-
troller, SeciPtary Wilson said Hint when
the Weather Bureau was separated from
the Signal Corps of tlm army in lsi and
pliiped tinder Hip Dppartmpiit of Agilpul-tu- m

all the. civilian duties wero trans-
ferred to tho Department. One of the
duties of the Signal Corps from 1S7S, he
said, had been to keep track of selsmo-
logical nffalrs, and the Weather bureau
has since ISO") made this .work part of its
duties,

Comptroller Trncewpll says he cannot
find any authority In law for the bureau
to continue the work. Seismology, ho
contends. Is additional to nnd not an
Incident of tho work of the weather men.
The contention of the Weather bureau is
that all foreign countries now I

seismology as being meteorological in
scope. Prof. Moore thinits Mr. Trace-wel- l

is all wrong, but will obey his mandate
just Hie same.

"No matter what the Comptroller has
decided Congress provided nn appropri-
ation of J5,ii at my request for tho pur-
chase of soismological instruments," says
Prof. Mooie. and would not heed my
suggestion that the woid 'soismological'
lie included in the provision of the bill
on the mound t lint it is not necessarv
and that I had ample authority tinder the
law lo go a lien ii. i nave a loiter irom
the chairman of tlio House committee in
which he explains the reason for omitting
the word. 1 think tho Comptroller is in
error.

"However, there is nothing left now
to do lint to abide by his lulings and go
before Congress with the request that it
explicitly confer the authority that Mr.
Tracewell says is lacking. 'Iliis will lie
done at the next session.

"Wo have not spent a dollar of the
appropriation, nor done anything illegal,
dpspite tho declarations of a former em-
ployee of this bureau. When tho question
was raised us to the riglit of the bureau to
expend tlio appropriation tor the purpose
frfr which it was Intended we stopped
right there and asked ine Comptiollr
for his opinion.

"The soismological woik thai we have
been doing i at no added expense to I he
Government. The instruments that we
are using have boon a pa it of Hie equip-
ment of the bureau for twenty-liv- e years.
