Postmaster-Genera- l Hitchcock recently
Issueel an order that no adhesive stamps
other than lawful postago stamp shall
bo permitted to pas's through tho mails
If affixed to the address side of mail mat-
ter, but that if they do not resemble tho
Department's stumps and do not bear
numerals they may be affixed to the re-

verse sieie of letter and packages.
When improperly attached the letters

are returned to the sender or to tho dead
letterofilce.
