Four men were pitched down a tem-

porary elevator shaft shortly after noon
yesterday in the Washington Irving High
School building which is In couree of con-
struction at Sixteenth street and Irving
place Two of the men. both city em-

ployees, shot down the full four stories
the basement One of them was al- -

mnt instantly killed and the other sus-
tained grave injuries By peculiar good
fortune the other occupants of the little
hoist elevator were precipitated out to

third floor and eeeaoed with injuries
which were not serious.

KAsroN, IV. Sept. I. - All of the old
scandals that have been whispered in
Kaston and many new ones that have
never rcadmcl the ears of gossip, having
been foo recently manufactured, were
contained in n thick bundle of letters
exhibited y at the hearing of Miss
Harriet Ie Witt, daughter of Oeorge
W. Do Witt, who is accused of being
the anonymous letter writer whose ac-

tivities here have kept certain church
and social circles in turmoil for nearly
lefi vo.irs

The letters were looked upon as so
dangerous to the reputation and peace

mind of blameless men and women
that 'hey were guarded as carefully
as explosives. Only a line or two of each
was read, although mott of the letters
were filed as erldcnce

Most of the strange epistles were aimed
the Kev. Elmer F. Snyder, pastor of

the Christ Evangelical Lutheran Church.
The preacher admits that the anonymous
letter writer in describing him made
him appear to be a combination of Don
tuan. Blue Beard and Brigham Young.

With an unchanging smile upon her lips
although th- - oallor of her cheeks showed
that she was not indifferent tothe curious
gsre of onlookers Miss De Witt listened
attent ivelytothewitnessesthroughwhoeo
testimony Post Office Inspector Valentine
Shoenberger endeavored to prove that
she was the indefatigable writer of un-

signed attacks upon the preacher, quiet
married men and their wives, young
brides and innocent girls. Miss Do Witt
did not look as though she could have
been the merciless despoiler of character
w ho cai ised t he t en years reignofterror.

Her aged father sat beside her during
the ordeal. He has announced that he
will prove his daughter's innocence,
even though the ooel sweepe away every-

thing he has in the world.
When she was held under 5on bail to

appear in the United States District
Court in Philadelphia on Monday. Sep-

tember is. a bondsman waa quickly
found and father and daughter hurried
back to their home, where the shuttered
windows tell how heavily the accusation
against Miss De Witt has fallen upon the
family.

Groundless as the letter writer's ac-

cusations are known to be. it is believed
that the secret pen printer has scattered
seed of mischief which will oaUM trouble
for a long time 'Ihe scandalous stones
in the letter are repealed from mouth
to mouth and are causing distress and
suffering among the helpless victims.

The jury which ha i been trying Paul
lieidel. the bellboy at the Hotel Iroquois,

turned a vet diet of guilty of murder in
the second degree. The seventeen-year-ol- d

youth will receive next Tuesday an
indeterminate sentence of from twenty
years to life imprisonment

None of Ins relatives was m the court
room when the verdict was rendered.
He himself took it in the same cold and
unemotional manner that has charac-
terized his nttitude during the enure
trial. At in o'clock, when the jury
brought In th trardlot, the prisoner waa
brought over from the Tombs. He
stood at the rail and hardly moved a
muscle when Foreman Marluk told Judge
Cram tha verdict.

The youth than was asked by the clerk
of the court his pedigree. He answered
in almost whispers. He said that he was
a carpenter and a church member. Just
as ise was about to be taken back to the
Tombs he showed a flash of emotion
James A. Gray, his counsel, leaned toward
him and as he took bis hand spoke a
few inaudible words. Geidel came near
breaking down. As he talked with his
counsel his eyes became moist.

After the boy had been taken away
his mother, who had not yet heard the
verdict, came to the Criminal Courts
Building She was told at the door of
the oourl room that the jury had found
her son guilty of second degree murder
Her grief was tempered by the thought
Ihat that meant that his life would be
spared She inquired at once whether
they had I a ken him away yet. and when she
found he would not leave for Sing Sing
until next week a little light came into
her face. She went at once to the Tomha
and spent some time with her son.

The jurv reached the decision at 4

o'clock yesterday morning After being
unable to agree the night before and
after sending out to the court for en-- 1

lightenment as to the difference between
a tirst and second degree verdict the Jury
at 12:3u A.M. was locked up.

The first ballot stood 7 to 5 in favor of
murder in the first degree. The next
vote stood H to fi and those following
swung around, favoring moreTand more
a second degree verdict. Finally the one
