Owners of Kensico Burying Ground Ask
That Sum From the Clty.

MorxtT VERNON, Sept. 1.-Commie-
sioners of appraisal will hear teatimony
next week on the claim for $3,000,000
made by the Kensico Cemetery Associa-
tion for land condemned by the city of
New York for the new Catskill aqueduet.

KICK 'OF‘ TEXAS RAILROADS

THEIR PHYSICAL VALUATION
i NOT CHANGED SINCE 1894,

Total Ia 8212,000,000, but the Lines Are
Taxed on 8420,000,000 and Their
Real Cost 1s 8515.000,000-- Dult
Nays Unjust Lawns Must Be Fixed.

Too much legislation and regulation
have brought railroad improvement in
Texas to a standstill, according to R. .
Duff of Houston. Mr. Duff was president
of the Beaumont, S8our Lake and Western
Railroad and later vice-president of the
Beaumont and (ireat Northern,

“There is a very remarkable situation
with respect to railroads in Texas,” said
Mr. Duff at the Waldorf yesterday. “That
particular part of the United States offers
,the greatest natural attractions and in-
| ducemenis for railroad building of any
part of the country. Those conridera-
tions, however, are offset by artificial
conditions such as legislation and regu-~
lation

“l have particular referance to State
legislation since 1888, We have tried out

now working atin Washington, Wehave
had physical valuation of railways in
Texas since 1803, and we have shown the
futility and the impracticability of it
On the bulk of Texas railways the valua-
tion was fixed in 1894, when the mileage
of the State was only 8700 miles. This
valuation was made in a period of general
depression and covered some of the hest
mileage in the State, the Santa Fé for
instance.  That road and equipment were
valued at approximately $17,000 a mile,
That was a high valuation as compared
with others, for some excellent mileage
in the State was valued at only $10,000
“Since that time Texas has
gone a revolution. The population has
doubled; the general valuation of prop-
erty for tax assesament has gone up;
the values of farm lands intersected
by railway rights have jumped from
an average of $15 an acre to $50, the pro-
duction of cotton has more than doubled,
and with the increase in population
there has been a corresponding increase
in bank deposits. But the physical
valuation law stands unchanged and the
rtllum fixed in 1894 remain unaltered,
“Thus we have presented the remark-
able spectacle of the physical valuation
on railroads, for the issuance of stocks
and bonds and for rate making purposes,
remaining the same per mile, though the
mileage has increased to 13,700 miles
The physical valuation to-day, which

15803-0¢  plus the valuations of subse.
quently constructed railroads is only
$212,000,000,  On the other hand the lately
constituted State Tax Board, operating
under the same roof in the same capital
as the Railroadt ommission, values identi-
cally the same lines for the purpose of
taxation at $420.000,000,

“For purposes of comparigon it is in-
teresting to note that the accounting
officers of the various railroads included
say they cost 8515000000, Now, the gross
wnnual earnings of the railroads since the
establishment of the commission have
grown from 45,000,000 1o $04, 000,000,

“The explanation of the low physical
valuation of the roads is that it was hased
upon the erroneous theory current in the
State at the time the stock and bond law
was passad that the State Railroad Com-
mission would be compelled to fix rates
which would allow an income to the rail-
roada sufficient to pay interest on all
bonds and stocks issued and the idea of
the commissioners was to fix valnations
Las low as possible 20 as to limit the amount
I of stoeks and bonds put out. This propo
{sition was subsequently submitted to the
| Supreme  Court of the United States,
which held that the amount of stocks and
bonds ontstanding was not a determina-
tive factor in ixing rates

“While the railroads in Texas that were
