Nays He Saw Beattie First Knoek His
Wife Neneeless With Gun and Then
Shoot Her Investigating the Story,

]

Ricumoxn, Va, Sept. 6. The case @f
Henry Clay Reattie, Jr., all complete
except for the summing up of the law-
yers and the charge to the jury, may be
reopened for the admission of startling
testimony before it passes to the hands
of the jury.

If information which came to Prosecu-
tor Louis 0. Wendenburg this morning
proves to be true, Judge Watson will at
hia request allow the Commonwealth to
reopen its case and put on the stand a
person described as an evewitness to the
killing of Mrs. Beattie on the night of
July 18,

So strongiy does the prosecutor believe
in the truth of the information he re-
ceived to-day that he has wired the au-
thorities of another city to ecooperate
with a lawyer there in the examination
of n man whosays that he saw the murder

Mr. Wendenburg will hear from these
authorities to-morrow whether the vol-
unteer witness is |huughl' to be telling
the truth. 1If a favorable report is re-
ceived the witness will be hurried to
Chesterfleld court house and will go on
the stand immediately to confront the
prisoner who, he says in a confession to
Wendenburg, shot Mrs. Beattie before
hir eyes.

A great many letters and alleged con-
fessions from cranks have been received
by Judge Watson and the lawyers on
both sides, but Mr. Wendenburg said
to-night that he is ready to believe that
the letter conveying this unusual informa-
tion is not of that class. He thinks the
details set forth are too circumstantial
to be the work of a crank.

But far more convincing is the fact
that in several respects incidents of the
murder, as they are given hy the letter
writer, corroborate suspiciona which
Wendenburg and his detectives have had
since the first day they worked on the
case, but which they have not been able
hitherto to verify

So closely do the circumstances of the
murder, narrated by this self-confessed
eyewitness, tally with the theories held
hy the prosectution, but as yet unverified,
that if the witnesa in brought to testify
Wendenburg will move for the exhuma-
tion of Mre. Beattia's hady in order that
physical facta may corroborate the story
of the witness

In this morning's ma‘l Mr. Wenden burg
found the letter which causad instant
action by him and Detective Luther
Scherer. the chief investigator for the
prosecution. It was mailed in a city thae
wame-of whivh Mr. Wendenhirg with-
holds from publication but which he says
18 a day and a half distant by rail from
Richmond

“1 write this becausa my conscience
will no longer allow me to be still,” Ry~
the letter. "1 saw Henry Beattie kil
his wife and | have kept my mouth shut
to this minute because I was afraid. But
I do not want him to escape punishment,
and now 1 am willing to come and testify
to what | know if you want me."”

The writer then gives his name, the |
address of his boarding house in the city
to which he said he had fled two days
after the murder on money furnished by
Henry Beattie himself, and the name of
the man in that city who now employs

him. Then followed his story
“1 was employed by Mr (Mr

Wendenburg withholds the name). who i«
a farmer and who has a farm near the |
Midlothian turnpike in Chesterfield county
not far from South Richimond. 1 was a
farm hand. On the evening of July 1%
last a cow helonging to Mr. Btrayed
and 1 was out to hunt for it,

“The cow got into the pine woods and
I followed it until long alter dark. Some
time after 10 o'clock, 1 am not sure just
how many minutes, ] was in the pine
woods on the right hand side of the Mid-
lathian turnpike as you go out from Rich-
mond and 'l saw a light.

Joseph and Jacobh Goldberg Sald to He
Mead)y to Corroborate Stories Told by
Rothstein and Krashowaski- Head-
quarters Sald to Be In New York.

Bostox, Sept @8- The (Goldbergs,
Joseph and Jacob, wers arraigned in the
Criminal Court this moming and each
i was held in 845,000 bonds for a future
hearing. They were remanded and are
now in the Charles street jail,

Though they have not made a statement
to Chief Watts it is understood that they
stand ready, as Harris Rothstein and
Btanislaw Krashowski, the previously
arrested prisoners, have done, to tell all
they know; to go into the details of a
number of caser

They are said to know all of the inside
facts in the Forest Hills bandit cases,
the Woburn cases of a like nature, the
Methuen cases, a job in Pennsylvania,
another in New Jersey and most im-
portant of all the famous Houndsd itch
murders.

Rothstein has already told. Deputy
Watts enough to convince him that he
and the other members of the band are
a part of a great anarchistic body that
has central headquarters either in New
York city or just outside it, and that ita
leader is n woman young in yvears but
Wise in experience.

It is a fact that at the present time
inspectors from the local headquarters
are in New York looking for further
evidence and also to substantiate the story
told first by Rothstein and in & way cor-
roborated by the Goldbergs during their
trip acroas the ocean in custody of Lieut
Lee and Inspactor Cronin,

Having been appriged of the confession
of Rothstein and Krasowski both Gold-
bergs hiave aaid they are anxious to make
a confession

The Goldbergs said they would tell
the inside story of the Houndsditch and
Steinie Morrison  murders in  London
a yvear ago, which resultad in the sensa-
tionul street scene in which the hl‘ﬂ.ti-!
quarters of the anarchists was burned
and the leaders were shot and killed in
their efforts to escape.

I'hey have intimated that their depre-
dations wera entirely directed against
organized governiment, with robbery as
a secondary motive.  They needad the
money they stole te carry on thei r anar-
chistic work.  In their brief talk with
Deputy Watts last night they said they
wolild tell the identity of tha men engaged
in tha munerons murders and robbaries in
this country, the story of thair flight and
whers soma of themnm are in hiding.

Joseph Goledbe rg admitted that he has

“I had made up my mind as to a clergy-
man's duty in this matter long before 1
was invited to the office of Col. Astor's
attorney.
