The woman was cap'iired after a chase
by John Barrel t. a West Park policeman,
She said she lived at tile Brevnort Hotel,
but refused to explain further

"is the man your husband'" Barrel!
asked

"NOi he is not.' Mrs Coney replied,
"but ho ought to be my hUSband I

didn t shiHit to kill Mr Watson." she
said "My only intention was to pre-
vent him from leaving me "

In a later statement made at the police
station to Lieut Zimmer the woman said
tha she was divorced from tieorge A

Coney, manager of a box hoard factory.
last March She said she had known
Mr Watson for two years and that he
had been supporting her since her divorce
up until last month, when she had trouble
with him She did not say whether
Watson was the cause of her divorce.

Watson is 43 vears old tuul unmarried
He lives with rue mother He refused
to make a statement about the shooting
further than to admit that he knew the
woman who shot him

Of the two bullets that hit Watson one
which entered just back of his right ear
fave the physicians serious concern

said, however, that the bullet
had not entered the skull The other
wound Is in his right thigh The third
bullet fired by Mrs Coney went wild

Mrs Coney was well dressed She is
known to have lived in Chicago for seven
months She came here last December
and registered at the Hrevoort She
gave no address, but it was understood
at the hotel that she came to this city
from Keno. Nev

At the Brevoorf Hotel it was said that
little was known of her habits or business
"she pays her bills and that's all we know
about her." said one of the clerks.

She seldom had visitors and attaches
of the hotel sa,d that as far as they knew
Watson had never visited the hotel

Hi mi. Nev Sept. 7 Mrs O. H. Coney
was in Reno for three months last fall.
She occupied a suite at the Riverside
Hotel until her departure from the city
just before the t hristmas holidays. Why
she did not remain and complete her time
of legal residence and (ile suit CSs never
explained.

She was a familiar participant in the
social life of the colony and was often seen
with companions in local cafs, but she
would never discuss matters relating to
her family affairs Shu seemed to enjoy
hearing divorce trials and would frequent
the court rooms while t he hearings were in
