Justios Pritnam decides that Mr. Van
Turl has ample power to compel the at-
tandance of Mr. Grout at the hearing, that
Mr. (érout must obey the subpmna, but
after being sworn he may object to the
questions submitted if so disposed. Five
davs grace is granted to Mr. Grout so
that he can decide whether he will obey
the order willingly or will appeal from it.
Justice Putnam says:

The Union Bank as a State bank is one of
tha corporations subjeot 1o be inspeoted by
w»s Superintendent of Banka. Before
August, 1908, it had been known as the
Vechanios and Traders Bank. It was then
rapansd as the Union Bank under the preai-
dancy of Mr. Grout, who remained ita presi-
dent 8ill April 5, 1910, when the Stats Suparin-
‘andent of Banks closed it and took posses-
pion of its praperty.

in the course of exAmining the bank's
affairm the deputy superintendent of banks
{s holding publioc hearings, at whioch wit-
neamse are called, sworn and questioned.
When Mr. (lrout’s pressnce waa suggested
he it offered to appear voluntarily. Later
he askad to be informed as to the proposed
|'na of inguiry, with an opportunity to re-
{resh his recollection by consulting the ac-
countaof the bank aa to details he could not
earry in his mind, but when certain differ-
pncea arose it was decided that the authority
of the Bank Superintandent to call on Mr.
Grout to testify should be tested in court.

This application raises two pointa: first,
the right of the Banking Department to con-
guct this inquiry, and second’ the consti-
mitionality of coda mesction 855, enforcing
th» attandance of defaulting witnesses.

T'he wording of saction 8 of the banking
haw givea power to the Superintandent to
{investigate the affairs of a bank. The Su.
rerintandent and an examiner under him
mar put parsona under oath so that the in-
{rrmation thus (o be obtained shall have the
sanction of aworn teatimony. It is con-
tanded, however, that this pBovision is
I'mited to inveatigating a bank which is
then doing buainess and that tha authority
consea after the business and proparty of
tha hank have heen taken into possession by
the Banking Department, under section 19
of the banking law.

While section 8 undoubtadly appliea to
banks that are normally transacting husi-
regs, It would often be guite as essential

vanaging its affalm” after the \Superin-
tapdent temporarily had closed the bank's
