November It ktal Mr. Benjamin died
four monlhs Liter and her will dividd
15,000 among women friends, gave ll.uuo
to the former rector of an Episcopal
churrfi and divided her residuary estate
of S? ,000 betwppii hpr physician and her
companion. Laura A. Calvert.

The will was contested by Mrs Benja-
mins first cousin. Adelia A. Crawford.
who alleged that it was execii'ed lhroughj
the undue influence or Miss t alvert and
thai Mis. Benjamin lacked testamentary
capacity.

The Surrogate said thai Mis Benjamin
had been a widow for years and Miss
Calvert had beni in the service of her
mother for years before sue succeeded
to the companionship of Mrs Benjamin.
Mrs. Benjamin waa dependent upon per-
sons who were strangers to her iti blood
and had few disinterested friends or even
ar.aiaintanres. She was without the ties
of family and had little to offer for at-

tentions in her latter years except ma-
terial things, sirvs the Surrogate

Mrs. Benjamin was stricken with apo-
plexy in ltsiT. She remained a paralytic
for the rest of her life, the Surrogate
says, but regained her mental faculties
sufficiently to carry on her ordinary
affairs and had a "legal mind" w hen she
made the will.

The Surrogate remarks that Miss Cal-
vert was not a menial, but was the elder
daughter of a clergyman and was the
er.ual of her employer in education. Her

waa arduous and exacting
and her services were appreciated.

was covered with dust and allowed perfect
finger impressions to be taken.

William B Anderson, then in command
of the bureau of identification, fixed these
fingerprints as Carrara's, and late in
August Lieut. Kenny of the detective
bureau arreated Carrara at Eighth avenue
and Forty-secon- d street.

mine Overturns When Work Train Hicks
Into It I'roni a Bhllng,

Ci.KVKI.asp. Sept 1H. Four men were
killed and fourteen badly injured in a
collision between a freight and a work
train on tho Like Brie and Pittaburg
Railroad at 1 o'clock this evening. The
wreck occurred half wav between Frank-
lin and Warren road Three of the Injured,
ail of whom are at St Alexis Hospital,
will die before morning, according to the
surgeons.

The wreck was evidently tine to a
misunderstanding of signals, the work
train barking from a Siding dirertlvin
front of the freight, which was moving

high speed toward Cleveland
Three Of the dead were taken from be- -

neat h t he overturned engine of t he f reighl
train imir died on the way to the hos-
pital or shortly after their arrival there

The point where th" wreck occurred is
difficult of access il was necessary for
ambulances to travel a mil., through a
gully In the tedious journey to the hos-
pital the Injured were greatly weakened
by loss of blood.
