She made the run across the
Snnnd, which in sixty-eig- nautical or
seventy-eigh- t statute miles, in 2 hours
U minutes, and Iter average speed was
1S.6 nautical miles an hour, or a nautical
mile in about! minutes 32 seconds.

The news that the two had started from
Huntington was received here and a fleet
of ya'-ht-

s went down the harbor to witness
the finish, and the yachtsmen were divided
in their opinions, some thinking that the
little boat would not stay, while others
figured that she would be driven easily
:iD'i seep ahead of the Helenita.

If was about 'ifteen minutes before f

o'clock that the Hazel was first seen.

Sh'tsso tiny that she was heading straight
into the harbor liefore those who were
watching for her could make hermit, and
then almost before the spectators realized
that she was really coming she fairly :

jumped into full view. A. E. Smith was
at the wheel and Irwin Chase, her designer,
Mt in the forward cockpit. The Helenita
was nowhere in sight.

As she neared the finishing line, which
was off the New York Yacht Club station,
the Ratal'l engines were opened up. so
hat her last mile was made at her best.

infectod with blood poisoning which
Dr. Quinn had contracted from a ward
patient last month. Dr. Ouinn. it wan

;iiirl yesterday, in in a very serious con
dition, and Dr. Bodine has been infected
in the hand and the forearm

Dr. Quinn is visiting surgeon to the
Polyclinic and St. yiwibetaV hospitals
in this city and St. John's Hospital in
Long Island I'ity. On August 28 he
amputated the leg of a child patient whose
knee cap was infected at St. John's Hos-

pital, and evidently received the infec-
tion through a needle prick in the fore-
finger.

The next day he felt a numbness in
the digit. It passed away, however,
and the surgeon thought no more about
it until last Friday, when his tempera-
ture rose to 105 and hp felt pains in hia
shoulder and cheat.

Thinking he had developed typhoid,
he went to a nearby private hospital.
His fever remained high and on Sunday
his chest began to swell. It was then
that Dr. Quinn recalled his operation
on the child, and Dr. nodine, who is pro-
fessor of surgery at the Polyclinic Hos-
pital, was called in for consultation

Dr. Bodine operated on the Virgeon
that morning, and nlthotigh every hygi- -
enic nrecailtlon was t.iken Iia or vi- -

dentv prioked hlB finger, for the next
morning Dr. Bodine developed septic- -
rem la.

Dr. Bodine immediately had his fin-

gers cut open, but the poison spread
as far as his elbow. Though Dr. Bodine'
case has not been regarded us serious,
for a time it was feared that Dr. Quinn
would die

WON'T IIISCIPLIXK VOL. ASTOH.

The Rector of H In Church Mays He Knowa
of No Rule He Haa Violated.

KniNEBKCK, N.Y., Sept. 14, There waa
a report y that some of the parish-
ioners of the Rev. F.rnest Saunders, rector
of the Church of the Messiah at this place,
were dissatisfied with Col. John Jacob
Astor's defiance of the church's rule
forbidding the remarriage of divorced
persons and were circulating a petition
asking that he be disciplined by thechurch
authorities. The Kpisoopal Church of
the Messiah is the Astor family's home
church. Col Astor Is one of the pariah
wardens.

No truce could be found of the petition,
if such a thing exists, and the church
officials and members who were asked
about it were nut disposed to treat it
seriously. The Rev. F.rnest Saunders
said that he had not heard any diosastis-factio- n

expressed by his parishioners
overt'ol. Astor's course There waa every
evidence of good will, he aaid. toward
him personally

"I don't know what church law Cot,
Astor has violated anyway by marrying
twice." said the Rev. Mr. Saunders. "I
don't know of any canon forbidding him
to do so.

Dr. I J Coodell.a warden of the Church
ol the Messiah, ho id that some kicker might
bring Up the matter m Col. Astor's mar-
riage t make trouble, but thus far there
is no evidence of ativ such disposition.

"If the mutter comes up." said Dr.
Ooodell. "it will go first to the Wardens
and the rector lor consideration. I don't
imagine that we will lie called upon to
consider It "

Mrs. Grace ,. Starhuek died in the J.
Hood Wright Hospital on Wednesday,
where she had lieen taken suffering from
an overdose of trional. Dr. Bchtlltz. the
Coroner's physician who performed an
autopsy on her body yesterday, said that
death waa caused not by the overdose, of
the drug, but by apoplexy.

Mrs. Starbuck's name occupied a ureal
deal of spacfKJn the newspapers a year
ago when she was being sued by her hus-

band. Ferdinand Starbuck. for divorce.
At that time she was ordered by the Su-

preme Court to deliver her two children,
Ferdinand, aged 1?, and Catherine. 11, to
her husband pending the trial of the suit,
but sjje.took thechlldren to Jersey, refused
to tell the court Where her children were
and came near going to the l.udlow street
jail on the charge of contempt aa a con
sequence.

The children were finally found and
Justice Bischoff showed mercy to Mrs.
Starbuck. He said that the love she had
shown for the children Caused him to lie
lenient.

Mrs. Starbuck had been boarding at
3M West MSth street for two weeks when
she took too much of the drug. She had
spent the summer in New Jersey and her
two children had lieen with her. After
she took the children away and the court
decided that their father shoujd have
their custody an agreement waa reached
lietweon the lawyers on both sides.

It was arranged last spring that Mrs.
Starbuck could have her children with
her this summer and that they were to
go back to the father's care aome time
in September At that time she came
to the boarding house in thia city. On
Tuesday last she was taken III and. accord
ing to those in the boarding house, went
to her rooms to take some cholpra mix-

ture. To it she added the trional, which
ehe had lieen in the custom of taking in
small quantltiea, but she took too much
and an ambulance was summoned from
the .1. Hood Wright Hospital. She grew
worse while she was at the hospital, did
not rally under treatment and on Wednes-
day ahe died.

Ferdinand Starbuck. who had been
living near his wife, at .VII West 112th
street, took his children last night. They
had been with their mother, who had
fought for them to the extent of being
willing to go to prison up to the time she
died.

Wilbur Ball. Mr. Starbuck's lawyer,
said last night that the Starbuck divorce
suit was pci, ding when the defendant
died, but that it had not beeu pressed

Mra. Starbuck was 3h years old Her
maiden name was Grace l,owther and she
was married to Ferdinand Starbuck in
IMS, Iiater her husband charged that
at the time he limine. her she was il

to the use of drugs. He said in
his divorce papers that after their wed
ding she used stimulants in large quan-
tities and between February 21. 1006.
and March 21. lain, he said that she was
frequently "incapacitated by liquor."
He was told by her that a man to whom
she had lieen engaged at one time had
called on her and thereupon he sued for
divorce. In her answer Mrs. Starbuck
denied her husband's charges and filed
a counter suit.

In her counter suit Mrs Starbuck
asked for alimony and Supreme Court
Justice Bischoff gave her t& a month and
awarded the custody of th" children to
the husband In the first part of August,
1910. tltey disappeared suddenly Star-buck'- s

lawyers went to cotu--t and said
that the children had been kidnapped
by Mrs Starbuck, who bad taken them
to Jersey City. Justice Bischoff ordered
her to bring them to court and when
she disobeyed this order ahe was brought
into court and aaid that she did not know
where the children were She said they
had run away She was obdurate- - in her
refusal to enlighten the court as to their
whereabouts and she had three days to
tell where they were or go lot tie I aid low
street jail

While Mrs Starbuck was making op
her mind the children were discovered
in New Jersey living with a woman friend
of the mother Mrs Starbuck came to
court ready to go to jail, knowing that
the court had a lrea.K- discovered I hat
he had lint told the truth Juatioe

Bischoff told her that as she was evident ly
prompted by .k mother's love in trying
to keep her children witli her she could
gofree Mr. Starbuck's lawyers withdrew
their application for her punishment.

K IP.F, Russia, Sepf. 14. -- An attempt
to murder Prime Minister Stolypin was
made at the theatre here

Stolypin was severely wounded and
his assailant was arrested.

There was a gala performance at the
opera in the preaenee of the F.mjieror of
all the Kusaias.

Two revolver shot in rapid succession
electrified the audience and Premier
Stolypin sank to the floor

Those who Were near by saw that he
was gravely hurt There was tretnendoua
excitement in the theatre.

In the tumult it Is impossible to obtain
the lenst details of the attempt at assassi-

nation.
It is reported that Stolypin's wounds

are mortal.
The Czar left St Petersburg a few days

ago accompanied by Prime Minister
Stolypin to unveil the statue of the
Fitnperor Alexander II at Kief. It was

the first public appearance of the Czar
outside the capital in some years

Kir, Sept. 14- .- Premier Stolypin occu-

pied a seat in the first row of the orchestra
stalls. The Kmperor and the dignatories
of the court witnessed the outrage, which
was followed by a general stampede of
the audienoe.

Kirr, Sept 15. The doctors at anearly
hour this morning are injecting caffeine
and morphine into the patient in an effort

The would be assaaain is described aa
a converted Jew. a lawyer of the name of
Bogrof.

He was seated behind the Premier in
the theatre The Minister of Finance waa
sitting on one side of Prime Minister
Stolypin

The audience tried to lynch Bogrof.
but after they were uuieted all joined
in ajngiug the national anthem

On August 25. 1800 a desperate plot of
wholesale murder. Intended to include
M Stolypin among ite victims, was carried
out by the explosion of a bomb of great
destructive force at Stolypin's country
bouse at Aptokarsky Island M. Stolypin
was holding a reception and tho rooms
were crowded with officials and othora,
when four conspirators, three of them
dressed as gendarmes, drove up boldly
anofwere able either to enter the house or
throw the bomb through a window.

The effect was so destructive that the
house was torn to pieces and thirty per-
sons were killed outright or mortally in-

jured. Tw. of the Minister's children
were seriously wounded, and the Premier
was sligtitly hurt. M. Konhoff. Governor
of Penza, who stood pear stolypin. was
killed Instantly. Two of the assassins
were among the killed and the other two
were wounded or captured.

M. Stolypin is an orthodox Russian
Slav and has ten hated by those-hig- in
authority liecanse he belonged to the
same faith as the peasant folk He started
out with no family "advuntuge and is
not an army man. but his ambition lias
been to do for Russia whrtt Bismarck
did for Germany Recently he extendeil
Hie .emstvo system of local government
to the sections of F.iiropean Russia in
which it had not pfteviously prevailed.

Peler Arkadicirtch Stolypin is now
barely 50 years old. He look hold of af-

fairs in Russia during Hie chnos following
the overthrow of the first Duma and since
that time, although there have been many
intrigues against him. he has strengthened
his hand gradually Although the efforts
to dislodge him by his enemies have lieen
constant and powerful it was only a few
months ago that he told the Czar he must
repudiate Gen. ladltnir report Gov-
ernor of Kieff.or get a new Premier, and
the Czar stood by Stolypin

Before lie waa made Premier. Stolypin
was Minister of the Interior and prior
to that was Governor al Sarutoff

Court Held That Model y Demands That
its Beveteet Paint Their lek.

IiormvibbK, Ky.. Sept. 14. Dyeing the
hair is as necessary to a society woman
who wishes to enhance her beauty as
soap and water to a poor girl, and in
consequence a plea of infancy does not
excuse her from payment of a debt made
in having the color of her hair changed,
according to an opinion of County Judge
Muir Welaeinger handed down in Quarterly
Court

The opinion was delivered in the case
of Mrs. Adrian C. Humphreys, a promi-
nent, young woman of l,ouisville. who
must pay Mme. Bush, a hairdresser a
bill of $7 50 plus costs amounting to
nearly that amount.

Mra. Humphreys, who was not of legal
age when her hair was dyed, entered a
plea of infancy through her husband, a
well known attorney, when suit was
brought by the hairdresser.

Judge Weissinger held that hair dyeing
for a woman of high social standing is a
necessity in the eyes of tho law and con-

sequently the contractor of the debt is
liable.

FEDERAL COORTS

Strong Protest Against

Their Interference With

States' Affairs.

HARMON HEADS MOVEMENT

Minor U. S. Courts Charged

With Nullification of

Stato Rights.

Brauta I.akk. N J Sept 14. Th
House of Governors y sprang a rw
idea in American politics. It voUd t i

to send a committee of three to appeal to
the Supreme Court of th United 8ta.t,s
to check "the auiocracv of inferior Federal
courts " With Judkon Harmon of Ohio
as chairman and Herbert S. Hadley of
Missouri ami Chester H. Aldrich of Ne-

braska as the other metnliers. the commit-
tee will protest to the Supreme Court that
Federal Judges have unwarrantably for-
bidden States to rei;iilB.'e railroad ra"-- i

ithin their boundaries. It will srue
that Federal courts have unconstitution-
ally limited the powers of Stalo legisla-
tures.

The pretext for the appeal will bo the
decision of Justice Sanborn of the Un ted
States Circuit Court of Appeals enioining
the Railroad 'Commission of Minnesota
from regulating interstate rates on the
ground that such regulation could nrt e
enforced, would deprive the rop.ns rf
proper remuneration and would interfere
with interstate commerce. But the Gov
ernors take the broader ground Ihe.t hti- -
least heSiipremeCourt by its final decision
protects State rights the States will soon
become mere Federal provinces.

Gov. Harmon of Ohio was onf of live
Governors who convinced the conference
that the time had come for the Stn.t-- to
call on the Supreme Court for heip The
others who were especially prominent in
bringing about an unprecedented a- -. Ion
were Stubbs or Kansas. Hadley of Mis-

souri. O'Neal of Alabama and Aldrich of
Nebraska. Hanjn and O Neal are
Democrats and Hadley. Stubbs and A-

ldrich are KepublicanR. Gov Harrr- fl as-
tonished muny of ihe Governors, and it
was not unl il he had lieen named at i hair-ma- n

of the committee that they b"'ieved
he was acting with the Western"'-- .

The naming of the committee name at
the end of a aession remarkable for de-
nunciation of the Federal courts. Here-
tofore since the conference began ct the
New Monmouth Hotel here the House of
Governors limited itself to mild dlaoaaaion
of economic questions and an interch nge
of opinions on the best way for Governors
to govern. Of a sudden y the temper
of the conference changed. Hadley of
Missouri let go with sharp criticism of
Justice Sanborn of. the Court of Appeals
and Aldrich of Nebraska followed with a
sharper attack on Justice Sanborn and an
accusation that Fe3eral Judges were
autocrats who had to be curbed.

The quiet Oovernors. who had been
getting up now and then to ask Brother
So and So what he thought, ns to this or
that way of administering St-- -, business,
took a back seat. Cruce ol Oklahoma,
Gilchrist of Florida and Foss of Massa-
chusetts looked perturbed and shook their
heads over the way things were going.
Kitchinof North Carolina protested mildly
that the House of Governors had no
license to tell the Supreme CoUM what
it ought to do. Gilchrist wanted to know
if the conference supposed that the
Supreme Court would "let itself be bull-do.e- d

by three lawyers," even if thoe
lawyers were Governors Harmon, Hadley
and Aldrich. But they were swept back
by a wave of enthusiasm O Nesl of
Alabama, Stubbs of Kansas. Hadley of
Missouri. Aldrich of Nebraska and Har-
mon of Offio were in control of the e.

supported unobtrusively by
Woodrow Wilson of New Jersey.

The thing was settled in thirty minutes,
just before the Governors flocked to a
pink tea at a country house. Kitchin of
North Carolina alone voted no. The
committee's procedure, a announced
to night by Gov. Aldrich. will be to go
liefore the Supreme Court in their
capacity as Oovernors and plead that the
inferior Federal courts are meddling
dangerously. They will ask the Hupreme
Court to upset Justice Sanborn's decision
in the Minnesota rate cases now before
the Hupreme Court on appeal, and will
be prepared, so Gov. Aldrich aays I .

to lay before Chief Juatioe White and the
Associate Justices evidence that Justice
Sanborn decided the oaae against a
preponderating weight of expert opinion
and conclusions. Argument will be msde
by all three, said Gov. Aldrich. The
committee hoped, he aaid, to get a re-

versal in tho Minnesota oaaes, but its
chief aim was to impress the Supreme
Court that State Governor are aroused
over the nullifying by Federal oourt of
State righto.

There waa.no.hlnt thia morning when
the Governor began the third day of th
conference that anything out or th
ordinary waa contemplated For four
yeara the House of Governors had not
permitted itself to get mora than mlldlv
heated over any proposition. They at-
tended their annual conferences, talked
over a good many thing, like the matter
of uniform divorce lawa, name to no
action, had a pleasant time and went home

Thia morning the women uffragieta
had first call on the programme.
