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TAILORS ARE TO ARBITRATE

RANCE THAT.

Merchants With Whom the nich Trade
I'lnally Induce Their Brothers to
Agree to Conferences With Mlrlker.
Who Return to Work Meanwhile.

The threatened lieup of all fifth eve-nue'- s

fall stcick of smart tailoring for
women, duo to the strike of the fl,(KX) and
more memliers of the Ladies.' Tailors and
Dressmakers I'nion, Docal 3. promised
last night to be relieved. ATter repre-
sentatives of the Merchants Society of
I ..idles' Tailors nnd Dressmakers had
remained in sossiou at .IfWI Fifth avenue
all afternoon and until 7 o'clock in the
evening unofficial word was allowed to
go forth from that body that arbitration
with Ihe striking operatives would prob-
ably result in every union tailor lieing
back at his board when tho whistle blows f
Oil Monday morning.

The master tailors or the Merchants
Society spolie of the pending negotiations
with the striking tailors as "arbitration,"
the labor le.idern called it a "conference."
Inductions made from the statements
of both sides indicated that however
pride Of resource might style the nego-tiatlOO- B

due to open the show
of strength made by the striking union
has been sufficient to bring about a sub-
stantial surrender to ite demands by the
employers.

Even thoee of the master tailors' asso-
ciation who held out longest against
treating in any way with the union had
to admit that the strike had been almost
completely effective. Not only had tho
leading, exponents of Paris modes in the
fashionable Fifth avenue row of tailoring
houses found themselves unable to fill
the large autumn orders, but the humbler
tailors of Sixtli avenue. Harlem and
Brooklyn cduld not move a shear, so
effective had lieen the obeying of the
union leaders' orders.

If it had not been that Madame of Cen-

tral Park West and Riverside Drive re-

turning from Newport or Fairupe simply
would not tolerato or understand any ex-
planation to account for the inability of
her tailor to deliver her fall gowns upon
schedule arbitration or a conference with
the strikers would not have come so
quickly. F.ven under pressing necessity
there Bias a strong sentiment among some
of the dealers who are members of the
Merchants Society of Ladles' Tailors and
Dressmakers agHinst yielding any point,
to the strikers. Tho bigger interests pre-
vailed. .

Through two doors and two closed tran-
soms of I lie society's rooms at 308 Fifth
avenue came evidences yesterday after-
noon eT a heated session of the master
Uiilors. They settled down to business
at I o'clock nnd at n the talk wee still
strong. It was gathered that a division
among the members had arisen along
trade lines. The members of the organ
ization are divided into four classes. A. B,
0 and D, graded according to their re-
spective business capacities and the tuee
they pay into the organization, floss B
oomprlses thirty-tw- o of the htgheet priced
laiioea and women's modistes along Fifth
avenue nnd the cross streets thereabout
comprised in the trade zone. I lass C
represents the smaller dealers on Sixth
avenue. The Harlem and Brooklyn
tailors fall into the other two classes.

When the session opened yesterday
afternoon the rupreaentativee of Class B.
sri.stoornte of the trade, who have F'rench
designers in their employ, moved for ar-
bitration with the strikers and if necessary
concession, on the leading issues pre-
sented by the striking tailors. They ad-
mitted their inability To do business in the
face of the general walkout of cutters, de-
signers and titt. rs and urged a settlement
before the fall trade should be tied up by
Ihe empty cutting rooms.

Against tlds proposition were raised
the united voices of the smaller dealers
of the other classes, who urged thnt
with a lsrger margin of profl' lo relv
upon the Fifth avenue dealers could better
afford to stand nu incrense in the wages
of their employees and the other con-
cessions demanded than the small deal-
ers. Argument was at a deadlock much
of tile afternoon.

F.ugone Zalinskv. secretary of the
Cloak and Suit .Manufacturers Associa-
tion, which comprises the great branch
of the trade devoted to prodliction of the
ready made suits and cloaks sold in do
pertinent stores, addressed the dealers.
He made a strong tlea for arbitration

j and cited the working agreement between
me uiomoeis in ins anBixriauon ana ineir
employees as a model for similar agree-
ments between the harassed merchant
tailors and the union.

John J. Beaiin. head of the local bureau
of the State Bosrd of Arbitration, was
circulating among the strike leaders
meanwhile and urging them to get to-
gether with their employers.

It was said after the meeting (of the
master tailors that the four classes of
employers represented in the association
had efneit separately upon tho first mn.

ltlcn for arbitration and that class B. w.. i.. l .wiib iiio i.inv UH uini iflinir i i iih eiep
in tho first' result. The determination
of the association as a whole to make
tetltStiyS overtures for arbitration came
onlv after much persuasion.

delegates was over:

We are ready to keep our promise
and will keep it. und 1 think the union
will d.njlic same. In that case the trouble
will lie over and the strikers will return
to work.

"We realize that thoy have gone out
at rftlme when they thought they could
most handicap us in our business. That,
however, is union siicy and We realise
that the Insistence on the union Is almost
a religion With the men. We have some-
times been unfairly treated, but I hne
we are large chough as merchants not
to let that iufluence us. I hope by. to-
morrow to ! able to announce that the
trouble ftill be settled "

The French cables comprise an in- -
dependent system, using both the
Western Union end the Macksy Isnd
lines for their United Ststes connec
tion.

In competition with these is the
Western Union group of cables, eight
in all, owned by three sepcrate com-

panies, two of which are British
companies owning Ave of the eight
cables.

Two only of the Britieh owned
cablet terminate in the United State
and all of them are entirely depen-
dent on the Western Union for their
connection with any telegraph tyitem,
or far thoir reaching any centra of
bemine, and arm now worked exclu-
sively, so far a biuine i concerned,
with tho Western Union.

Efficiency Increased,
Waste Prevented

The proposed srrangement between
the Weatern Union, the Anglo-America- n

and the Direct U. S. companies
wilt bring the eight cables of the three
compenies under one operation, con
trol. 1 ne consequent incresse in
effectiveness snd economy will plsce
tne western union in position to
offer certain advsntaeea in cable
service not now enjoyed by the public.

The other way open to enable
the Western Union to make such im-
provements snd introduce such new
services ss it proposes to do, would
be to lay new cables. This would
seem to be height of folly.
duplication 01 tne existing trans
Atlantic, cable facilities at a coat of
many millions, when there are more
than ample facilities for all business,
would put an unnecessary financial
burden upon an already fully burdened
business snd would probably postpone
the reduction of rates or introduction
of new services.

LimitedBusiness Hours
and Idle Facilities

As at preeent carried on, the trans-Atlsnt-

csble business is practically
all flash service, i. t. instsntaneous.
Owing to difference in time, there
sre only a few business hours of the
day common to both sides and during
theea hours at least 7$ of the cable
business is done. This is demon-
strated by the accompsnying chart.

In the interests of international
business nothing should be done 10
interfere in sny wsy with the
hash or instantaneous service, snd
the lines should be kept clesr to ac-
commodate such messages during the

business hours common to both

Sufficient Facilities

To meet these requirements it Is
eBsential not only that there be at all
times sufficient cable facilities, under
one control, but that they should bs
operated interchangeably with esch
other and in close physical connec-
tion with land linea aa one system.
Ample spare facilities are necessary
to provide against the very frequent
cable interruptions.

Neither the Western Union nor any
one of the copipsnies of the Western
Union group hss, independently of the
others, facilities enough to handle
the business which at times sny one
company might be called upon to take
csre of, because of acme particular
rusa of business, or because of some
csble interruption. Nor could any one
company furnish all the direct circuits
necessary for e!Bcient service, al- -
though the combined facilities of
these compenies sre ample if they
could be use J supplementary to esch
other snd interchangeably.

As if is, each company operats its
own cables through separate and dis-
tinct offices and under separate and
distinct management. All interchange
of business is by actual tranafer cf the
business from one company to the
other, with the consequent delay and
interruption of s service in which
seconds sre valuable.
